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LITTLE TOWNS

Whenever you read a etory ohat 
particularly appeals to you— 
makes you feel like saying when 
you have finathed it; “ Now that 
v» life."—did you evwr stop to think 
just how muoh life and the live* 
around you correspond to those 
portrayed in the books? Oh, of 
coarise, everyone knows that you or 
1 wouldn’t care to change places 
with the characters in the book— 
it would grow tiresome after a 
while, just doing the same thing 
over and over again every time 
anyone read the book—but you ad­
mit with a sigh (and so do I) that 
it would be nice to live in a city 
where everything ia strictly mod­
ern and street ear» clang till late 
at night, and instead of milking 
the cow every morning at 4 a. m.

Well, we found us a house and 
moved in. All day, we worked 
hard straightening up. Long about 
sundown we all sat down to eat a 
«Rack, when here came one of the 
negKbur ladies with a big bowl of 
strawberries and a pitcher of cressm 
“ Knew you wouldn't want to cook 
after working so hard all day, so I 
brought these over. My name m 

sure are glad you moved 
in Come over and see ut, We
Hve newt door." After she was 
gone we f«U a whole lot better 
than we did before. Some folks 
would have called her an inquisi­
tive old cat. but I thought »he was 
mighty nice. And the strawberries 
and cream sure were good.

That’s what I Ike about little
town*. You feel at home right
now in them. You’ve got “ neigh­
bors" in a IMIe town, while m 
the city you have only acquaint­
ances.

The next Sunday my wife and I 
and all the lads went te church.
After the services were over, fhe 
preacher came around and «hook
hands with us and seked us where 
we lived So did lots of other 
folks. The nest wee> he called on 
ue and asked us to “cast our lot 
wftk the rest of those who saw fit 
to faWow the Lord in this quiet 
village.’' Reminded me of the YV- 
>r of Wakefield. In a city church

they’d never have know« whether 
we were present or absent and
they would not have cared whether 
we came or went—so that is an- 
ULher reason why I hke my town— 
1 like its church*».

The next sprwg my wife »nd 1 
had a Litis! gaiden. Every even­
ing we would gut out and water 
and plant and cut weeds and play 
with the kids and watch the sun- 
sdt. Wbi*i summer came we had 
vegetables clear on unoil fall. Oh, 
of course we could have bought 
thesn freeh in a city, but l would­
n't take anything for the fun we 
had watching them grow. Why, 
juat one romp with the kids out 
there in the yard, just one quirt 
talk with the wife after a hard 
day's work was wor.bh all the 
fresh vegetables on sale m New 
York City today. And that ts 
Waving the amulets. My biggest 
girl—she’s 1$—call* them “ letters 
from liod," and 1 don't know but 
what chat is a pretty good name 
after all.

Of course, the schools are not 
as good as those in a city, but 1 
like to see my kids run in from 
school to grt something to eat and 
then run out again to play in the 
fresh pure air. If we lived in a 
city they would oft her have to 
play rig tit on the street or stay 
inside so much that they would 
look Hke little, pale, hot house 
flowers.

The second winter we lived in 
that little town our Wast one sick­
ened and died. You know, that is 
one time when the bigguat Oily in 
the world can’t equal the Irttle 
town. Adi the comfort frem the 
mightier* who came in to help, 
and the IMtle lining kindnesses 
they showed us. Ever since then 
1 have loved the little town a 
heap mole. Before then I had 
kind of laughed at the ways folks 
had around there, but after a 
part of us were out there in the 
grave-yard. 1 made up my mind 
that the little town is the place 
for me. I have stayed here evei 
since, and I guess ] will stay here 
till Uabnui blows his horn I 
want to, anyhow.

The .«mull town does have the 
city beat in a great many ways, 
especially in kindness You know 
ime hears a great deal of talk 
about the small town altitude 
of nund now a days, but come to 
think of ft, I had rather hav» the 
»mall town altitude than the big 
town attitude The big town at­
titude is tmatUy pride. Whwt the 
city people caU broadmindedness 
is usually just downright snobbish­
ness The most broadminded peo­
ple in «he world are the so-called 
folks from the «mall towns. In 
the htta* towns out here on God’s 
big prairies, *>«« fi Iks ju t seem 
to abaur*. some of his own grew 
derma-iacy snd love and granduer 
The moat dtwnocrwtac place on 
earth is a «mall town.

You sometimes read about tb' 
gosmpers and loafers in littli 
towns. 1 don't know how you fee1 
about it, but if I had to rhoos« 
between the little town gossiper 
and having all the scandals blaae 
In inrh high letters on the fron 
sheet of the morning paper, wher 
my kids could read it if the 
»sailed to. I'd choose the gossipe 
every time. She whispers th< 
tale, at the least. How about you"

But the thing I like best abou' 
a Imtla town is that there yor 
••an get a little closer to God.— 
Slaton Times.
