WASHINGTON, April T (UP—
The lightning has gone out of
Japan's lightning war after four
months of wspectacular advances,
military men agreed today.

They expect further enemy gains
and possibly such a bold new
stroke as an attack on Biberia.
But concentrationa of allled alr
power in Australin and India have
stemmed the main Japaness on-
rush.

Here Ia the view of military and
naval men as the war enters ita
fifth month:

The United Nations are ap-
proaching, if they have not actual-
ly asttained, numerieal airplans
equality with Japan in the Aus
tralia and Burma-India theaires.
This was shown March 11 in the
smashing of the first big invasion
thrust at Australla bafore it could
oven get under way from New
Guinsa. It was shown again last
weekend when a “Pear! Harbor”
attack on Ceylon became a bitler
Japanese defeat.

Over the western Pacific as a
whole, however, Japan still has
supsriority of plane stremgth and
may have it for months. Thus I
she makes an all-out drive in any
particular region she undoubtediy
oan win control of the air there
Unfortunately one theatre In
which the Japaness have under
taken a detormined campaign Is
one where there Is no prospect of
asrial reinforoemants — the Phill-
ippinea.

If the Japaness decids to take
Batasn at any cost they can bring
such ruthless :pressure agalinst
Geaneral Wianwright's forces that
oventually he must fall back on
the fortresa of Corregidor. No one
knows how Jong Corregidor can
hold out under heavy enemy
bombardment.

The Japaness apparently want
to end the main Philippines cam-
palgn befors ths rainy season
which begins In two or three
weoks.
