Many drills now In use will not 
sow alfalfa aeeg properly They feed 
It out loo fast, thus making the 
stand too thick oo the ground To 
meet this condition It Is aomeUtnes 
mixed with road dust o. some other 
aubstance When thus sown It Is 
not eaay to regulate the amount of 
the seed used

Those who are purchasing drills 
should ise  to It that they purchase 
one with an attachment for growing 
grass and other small seeds that will 
feed the seed Into the large tubes of 
the drill so that It will be burled la 
the soil It may be sowed with the 
grain or separately, as may be de­
sired The seed mav be covered to 
any depth that may be desired This 
attachment may be so made that It 
wUI drop the seed oa the surface, but 
as a rule It should run It Into the 
large apouts The amount of aeed 
sown may thus be perfectly coo 
trolled

In some places It answers fairly 
well to sow grass seed, along with 
the grain, the seeds going In together 
with the grain This plan la some 
times adopted on the soft soils of the 
Dakotas On hard soils It would be 
a complete failure Graae seeds may 
be sown by theae drills separately 
from the grain by running the drills 
nrrona after the grain has been sewn

These drills will he first class tor 
sowing dwarf cases rape, also for 
sowing millet In all at Ita varieties 
It will enable the farmer to sow al­
falfa In rows wide apart: whan thus 
sown It may be cultivated The rape 
and also the millet may be put In 
similarly.

Tha problem of growing cro^a la a 
dry season—and by this w» mean a
season of lews than tbs normal rain­
fall of the section—la mainly a mal 
ter of bolding the moisture. We can 
not ma :e It rain, hut must simply use 
the moisture we have. To save the 
moisture Is of special importance this 
year, because throughout the entire 
Mississippi valley the pas' year the 
shortage o f rainfall waa about twelve 
or thirteen per cent. We raised fairly 
good crops last year, for the year 
ISIS began with moisture seeping out 
of the soil nt ever* pore Thut sup­
ply la now practicably exhausted. sad 
we must depend to an extent greater 
than usual on that which comes from 
shove. Hence It Is Important to save 
all the moisture possible as long aa 
the season keeps t - y ,  whether that 
t.o 'sturs la secured from below or 
SbOTS.

At a special meeting of the 
O||)own council Wednesday after- 
' noon the city dads took uy for 

discussion the msIMrof provid­
ing
fire _______________
— M r  in th t  bMVHh&r portion of 
the town. I t  is slso the general 
sense of the council that some 
arrangements should be made to 
get rid of the well and windmill 
that occupies the middle of Main 
street as it Is unsightly and in 
the way.

At the suggestion of T. M. 
Wolf the council Invited F. M. 
Faulkner into its counsels and 
asked in in what arrangements 
could be made for the use of his 
well and equipment which oc­
cupies the lot just beck of the 
E . H. Sm all building. Mr. 
Faulkner said that he would be 
glad to do any thing that would 
add to the protection and assist 
in the advaacment of town He 
proposed to let the city have 
the see of the well and sufficient 
■pace for towers, etc , for a 
period of three years free of 
charge provided they would 
furnish him with water. This

On the main floor the 
handsome new shelving reaches 
to the ceiling and M r. Cook has 
it well Ailed with a big stock of 
hardware.

The bank building, which oc­
cupies the corner, is held up 
waiting the arrival of more tna 
terial. This will he the hand­
somest building of the three as 
to flnisli. The front part of the 
banking room will be floored 
with tiling up to the marble fix 
lures and behind this a plain 
plank floor haa been laid. In 
the rear are two large ofltoa 
rooms. Both front »^d side are 
well lighted with targe plate 
glass windows.

The entire row of buildings 
are neat and substantial in ap­
pearance and Contractor Huff is 
to be congratulated on the man­
ner in which the work has been 
conducted. As a brick and ce 
inent foreman he is a decided 
success. T. A. Cooke and John 
Haynes bossed the woodwork 
and Frank Kachelhoffer is doing 
the painting. All of these gen­
tlemen are workmen of ability 
and the three new buildings are 
monuments to their skill.
