SAFETY rOK SWIMMERS

By Dr William J. Scholes

from childhood until well along tn 
middle age

In proportion to the number of 1 
people who do more or less swimming 
each summer, accidents tn the water 
are oosnparatlrely few. Some of these 
are the result of Inability to swim 
sufficiently well. Same result from 
taking too many risks. Others are 
the result of disease, cramps and 
fatigue.

Lean  Heart s t ondlUen
Before one attempts to indulge tn 

much swimming he should learn the 
condition of his heart Swimming is 
sometimes strenuous exercise It may 
oall upon the heart for considerable 
effort. While a sound heart may be 
well able to respond to any ordinary 
demands made upon it. a diseased 
heart may not A knowledge of one's 
capacity to stand strain should en -, 
able one to stay within safe limit* 
of activity

Fallow Old Rales
Then there are some old rules In 

regard to swimming which still hold 
good One of these Is to avoid 
swimming Immediately after a meal 
I. is best to wait for about two hours 
Another Is to avlod phihgtng Into

•south Dakota was the demand on
Hu part of the cttlxens gathered there 
that the school district» of the county 
publish the proceedings of thetr meet­
ing» In llw newspapers There 1»  a 
state law which require» thl* of In- 
lependent district«, and almost wlth- 
ut exception officials comply with It. 

County boards, of course, publish 
their proceedings, and we dare say 
tl>at there are few things read more 
closely than are the minutes of these 
government bodies.

Occasionally, newspaper men become 
Hie butt of oversealous officials who 
think the cause of economy can best 
be served by eliminating some of these 
required publications. That?» the 
same type of reasoning as argues for 
saving by eliminating periodic audits 
of public acounts and of books of co­
operative and mutual organisations. 
The stockholders in a co-operative 
organisation are entitled to the pro­
tection which an annual audit pro­
vide* them. They have a right to 
•mow exactly now matters »uud in 
ttieir own concern.

Exactly the same holds true In 
live larger co-operative venture of 
government. Otlice-holders are ar.d 
should be held accountable by Un­
people »ho elect them. Citizens aie 
entitled to full knowledge of how the 
money which they provide Is spent. 
A few dollars may be saved in con­
densing financial statements. In skimp­
ing on the allotment to the printer 
f or bringing people the informal ion 
which 1» theirs by right. But thus« 
savings are indefensible when they 
result in denying citterns full Infor­
mation regarding the conduct of thetr 
own public affairs.

Thr South Dakota taxpayers had the 
right Idea. There can be no intelli­
gent dlscuslson of taxes. ex|)endltures 
or sny other topic, unless authentic 
Information Is provided in abundance

Now, more than ever, the people 
want to know how the affairs of their 
government are conducted. They are 
entitled to that knowl«^-. and cer­
tainly no effort should be made to 
withhold It Minnesota Mascot.
