In such
a time, a variety which ripens ten

lays or two weeks later will be head.

for the early variety. In this case,
the later varfety will make a good !
crop when the early one will fall,
With these facts before us, we can
see that it is a good plan to sow two
varieties of oats: Kherson for early,
and Swedish Select, or Colorado No,
37, for the late variety; then, 1If}
drought strikes either variety, it may
Eive a small yleld of bay. The later
varieties of oats will usually make
mwore straw than the early ones, so
they may be planted for hay. Land
