being done In certain areas tn the Bl( 
Itend country In Washington True, 
these crops cannot bs obtained every 
year, but they are obtained once In 
two years. It may not be poestble to 
depend on getting a crop of fruit ev­
ery year on a rainfall so low. but It 
may be done tn areas not ton far 
south on a rainfall o f twelve tc fifteen 
Inches. A grower In Colorado has ob­
tained excellent returns from growing 
apples, plums and cherries, without 
Irrigation, on a rainfall of about 
fourteen Inches. In Tunis, northern 
Africa, ollvea are grown on n precipi­
tation of about fourteen Inches In a 
year.

To try to grow trees, however, as 
they are grown In humid areas, would 
be folly. If a bole Is dug tn the ground 
and the tree la put In there and left 
It will almost certainly die either the 
year of planting or the year follow­
ing The ground must be properly 
prepared, the tree muat be carefully 
planted, and It must be given careful 
cultivation for several years after It 
Is planted. Fruits muat be given 
equal care, even tho small varieties.

It should certainly be the aim of 
the homesteader to plant a windbreak 
at the earliest date possible He should 
break up some ground on which to 
plant the trees as soon as this can be 
done The ground should be summer- 
fallowed for at least one year before 
the trees are planted. Moisture Is 
thus allowed to penetrate the soil 
snd the grass Is given some time In 
which to decay.

The natural history work of the ex­
pedition was under the charge of Mr. 
Hollister, He paid especial attention, 
however, to the mammals, four of 
which he describee—a chipmunk, a 
mantelet! ground squirrel and two 
bate. All the specimens came from 
the neighborhood of Mt. Robson, 
which lie* In the wild and unexplored 
parts of Urltlsh Columbia, at about 
14,l>00 feet elevation.

The chipmunk Is a new speclea, and 
all the specimens of It come from the 
region along the boundary line be­
tween British Columbia and Alberta, 
from Yellowhead Pass northward. The 
ground squirrel is a beautifully mark­
ed and highly colored form of the go- 
nua, and waa found living In the 
alpine meadowa and rocks of the 
enow-covered region above timber llpe. 
The head and shoulders are a rich 
and glosay Mora brown, and the aides 
■re marked by conspicuous lateral 
at ripe*.

While the two new species o f bats 
resemble some well known forms, ex­
ternally they are quite distinct and 
readily distinguishable by the ahape of 
the skull. One of them curiously 
enough, most resembles a species 
known only from Mexico.

BURN BUILDING TO KILL GERM

Only Way to Oet Rid of Them, and 
Occasion Was Made a Good 

Object Lesson.

A ramshackle building In Wlnston- 
Halem was recently burned at tbe re­
quest of the local Anti-Tuberculosis 
league because It was said to be alive
with tuberculosis germs and could not 
be proiwrly fumigated. -

For -luy* before the building was 
burned huge placards announcing tbe 
hour of destruction and giving reg­
ions for the burning were bung about 
In prominent places. Among other 
things the placards said: “ Within tbe 
past IS months two men who sold 
fruit, etc., here have died of tuber- 
culotla, but unconsciously left millions 
to tubereuloaia gerrns by careless 
spitting The buildlug la so open that 
It cannot be effectively fumigated. 
The only prartk-ul means of disin­
fecting Is by Are.”

At the appointed hour, while mil­
lions of tuberculosis germs were be­
ing burned, 5,000 pamphlets telling 
how to prevent consumption were die 
tribuied to the crowd looking on.

Fishes Survived Drought.
A curious drought survival by fishes 

to reported from France The <"tch
or moat of Monaco, completely dried 
up last summer, although usually a 
canal three miles long and fifty feet
wide, with five feet of water. All carp, 
teur-h, perch and pike disappeared, 
leaving dry mud. A recent sudden 
rainfall however supplied a little wa- 
ter, and the fishes were actually seen 
rising—aa lively as ever—from the 
mud In which they had burled them 
selves.
