Corporate Tax Bill

OPPOSITION In the senate finance
committee to the corporate profits 

tax In the administration'* *803.01)0.001) 
revenue bill was so strong that both 
Democrats and Republicans sought for 
some compromise. Treasury officials 
were heard in favor of the measure ns 
passed by the house, but former treas­
ury officials and various business and 
industrial leaders S|«enklng In opposi­
tion were seemingly more persuasive. 
Senator Tom Connally o f Texas put 
forward a plan he thought all might 
agree upon, it would retain the 15 per 
cent corporation income tax and re­
peal only the capital stock and excess 
profits taxes. Instead of repealing all 
corporation taxes as proposed In the 
house bill, in addition It would super­
impose a graduated tax on undistrib­
uted earnings, exempting the first 20 
per cent on the amount retained. The 
house bill reaches a maximum of 421k 
per cent of the total income If none 
la distributed.

Senator Byrd of Virginia, another of 
the Democrats opposed to the bouse 
Mil. showed. In a letter to Secretary 
Morgenthau, that 11 of the largest 
corporations tn the country would pay 
no taxes under the Roosevelt bill.

Democrats voted almost solidly for 
Mr. Roosevelt.

Crops Classified 
by Effect on Soil

N ational Farm Program  
Lists Them All in 

Three Groups.
By 1,. R. SI HONS, Plraetor of Extension.

U. S D«i*ariim-ot i>( Agriculture —
WNU Service,

Crops nro classified In three way* 
to determine bases nnd rates of pay­
ment under the national soli conserva­
tion program. These are soil-deplet­
ing. soil-conserving, and soll-hulldlng 
crops.

Classified us soil-depleting nre the 
crops tlmt take plant food out of the 
soli or leave the land exposed to 
severe erosion. The soil-conserving 
crops do not necessarily mid fertility 
to the land, hut hold the soil In place 
nnd help to maintain plant food In the 
soil. The soll-hulldlng crops are those 
which, when used in certain ways us 
when plowed under as green manure, 
definitely add to the fertility of the 
soil.

Furthermore, says the United Stutes 
liepurtment of Agriculture, two classes 
of payments are provided. The first 
la called a roll-conserving or diversion 
payment and Is made for substituting 
soil-conserving and soU-hulldlng crops 
on soil-depleting "base" acr«*s. The 
muximum acreage on which this pay­
ment Is made Is 15 per cent of the 
soil-depleting base acreage on a farm 
In New York state. Tim rate of pay- 
meut for the entire country Is $10 an 
acre, hut varies according to the pro­
ductivity of the laud. It may be 
slightly larger or slightly less In parts 
of New York state.

The second type of payment Is 
called a soil building one and Is made 
for planting soil-building crops on land 
which has produced at least one har­
vested crop, other than wild hay, since 
January 1, lil-'tO, or for upproved soll- 
hulldlng practices on crop land or pas 
lure. These payments will be made 
at rates and for practices recommend­
ed by the stale agricultural conserva­
tion committee and approved by the 
secretary of agriculture.

Work Animals Need
a Balanced Ration

For economy and elllcleney, the horse 
and mule are hard to heat. Good work 
animals supply a highly satisfactory 
form of pulling power for farm Imple 
meats anil machinery, and they utilize 
feed crops that can he grown at home. 
Rut to get the Iiest service out of work 
stock, car«» must he exercised to feed 
it properly.

Corn, oats, aud hurley are about 
equal In feeding value, hut corn is u 
little cheaper, usually, for fouling ms 
ture animals. Rarley should be crushed 
or ground before feeding. A great va­
riety of hays Hre suitable for horse or 
mule feed. For each grower, the best 
type to feed Is that grown on his own 
farm. Professor Uuffner of North Caro 
linn State college stated

Among the hays and roughages fed 
with good results are: l.espedezu. tlm 
othy, clover, corn stover, soybean, cow 
P«*u, alfalfa, and peanut. When tlm 
oth.v nnd «>ar corn are fed. It Is well to 
Include n quart of wheat bran each 
day to balance the diet.

Animals at work need 2 to ‘.'14 pounds 
of feed, day roughage nnd concentrates 
combined, for each 1oo pounds of live 
weight. A l.OOO-pnund mule should 
receive 10 pounds of hay nnd 1(1 pounds 
of grain

When animals have plenty of good 
hay or pasturage, nnd nre not working, 
the grain feed may U> cut In half.

Drying Grass
A number of experiments tn the 

United States have shown thut aril 
fletally dried grass has s higher f«*ed 
Ing value than grass which wns ex 
posed to Inclement weather In the hay 
making process. Now rnmes n report 
from England that hay making ns prac­
ticed there nlso Is a wasteful process 
In which losses of some 25 per cent 
occur, and that even hav made under 
fa vorahte natural conditions from ma 
ture grass Is of comparatively low 
feeding quality The English Invest! 
gallons have shown that grass cut 
young—that Is. from five to elgtr 
Inches high— and dried by hot air or 
other gases, compressed and stored 
will retain practically unlni|Nitred the 
qualities It possessed as fresh gruss — | 
Wallaces Farmer.

To believe Is to have faith. One 
must have faith In something or 
someone. The only saving faith is 
firm faith in Christ Jesus. To such 
saving faith we come only by the 
grace of Ood.

Faith is: "looking to Jesus as a 
bankrupt debtor looks to his endors­
er; depending on Him as a languish­
ing patient depends on the skill of 
the physician; leaning on Him as a 
weary pilgrim leans on his staff; 
clinging to Him as a drowning p*r- 
son clings to his rescuer.

“Faith is the dipper by which we 
draw the Water of Life from the 
reservoir of God's grace; the ring 
by which we are betrothed to Christ, 
our heavenly Bridegroom iHos. 2 
19); the key which opens unto us 
the gate of heaven; the hand by 
which we take the precious.gifts of 
our heavenly Father; the shield with 
which we quench the fiery darts of 
Satan, <Eph 6 16); the armour in 
which we are enabled to withstand 
in the evil day. <Eph.

The modern idea about horn, 
grounds U that every square foot 
should serve a punaise Land is ex­
pensive. and the time has passed when 
a honu* owner was content to use 
only that portion of his lot upon 
which his house stood. Today, if he 
is up-to-date, he considers his home 
to embrace the entire area of the 
ground to which lie has title, and 
he develops every part of it to per­
form a definite function, useful or 
ornamental.

Tills idea has resulted in a trans­
formation of the back yard. Form­
erly it was the most neglected part 
of the home grounds. A view of even 
a fine residence section from the 
alley was far from edifying Land 
of great value, and capablf of use 
which would Justify Us value, was 
usually devoted to rubbish heaps, 
clothes lines and miscellaneous stor­
age Houses turned thetr backs to all 
this, and owners only went to the 
back yard when wearing their o'd 
clothes.

But this has now been changed: 
and the buck yard in the modern 
home grounds is transformed into a 
beauty spot, the most Inviting part 
of the home, the outdoor living room

Many modern houses are designed 
so that the living apartments com­
municate directly with the outdoor 
living room; and this Is highly de­
sirable if K can be arranged It 
is often possible to adjust an old 
house to give this desirable connec­
tion; and alwavs. with some thought, 
an easy and inviting access to the 
back yard can be worked out.

The private garden in the rear 
offers more opportunity for individual 
expression than the front yard, where 
planting must be done for the public 
A certain restraint is called for In 
front, and harmony with netghboing 
plantings Is desirable

But in the private garden one 
should express his own idea of out­
door beauty There should be plant­
ing to give privacy and screen out 
unsightly views. This may be ar­
ranged so that passerby on the 
street can get a glimpse of the 
beauty wtthln without privacy being 
destroyed Comfortable furniture, 
perhaps a swing, seats, chairs and 
a table will give the yard the look 
of an abiding place. Bird houses 
will attract the featured visitors to 
entertain us. And flowers will help 
make the outdoor living room the 
--<>urce of Joy throughout the sum­
mer
