One way to keep from being one of 

this year's 36.ouo killed and 885,000 
injured ln automobile accidents ls to 
learn where and how and when last 
year's accidents occurred and avoid 
such WHERES and HOWS and 
WHENS

More than 85.000 accidents occured 
last year on the wrong side of the 
road. All right, then. I. for one am 
going to stay on the right ride of the 
road and keep out of that group. 
More than 55.000 cars drove off the 
roadway to some sort of doom. All 
right, I ’m going to drive slowly enough 
to stay on the road—and stay out of 
that group.

When I'm driving on a nice straight 
road ( I  drive by speedometer not by 
•ear” ), I tell Mrs Herold not to let 
me get a mile over 50. because I 
know that NINE out of TEN auto­
mobile accidents involving driving er­
rors are caused by excessive speed. 
I'm told my car will do over 80. but 
50 ls my top on the best of roads.

__ . ciety circles that the
King Edward bachelor monarch
will abdicate in favor of his brother, 
the Duke o f York, and m arry the 
attractive woman who has shared 
so much of his time in recent 
months. In support o f this rumor 
b  the reported fact that plans are 
being made for renting the farms 
of the Sandringham estate in Nor­
folk, which is the king's private 
property. Also, there is a story 
that this estate may be sold to the 
Aga Khan, the immensely wealthy 
spiritual head of the Ismaili sect 
of Mohammedanism.

Should Edward give up the throne, 
N would eventually be occupied by 
Princess Elizabeth, eldest daughter 
af the Duke of York, and this suc­
cession would be decidedly popular 
with the people of England. The 
abdicating king might revert to the 
dukedom of Cornwall, which pro­
vides a net income of about $350,000.

There is nothing in British law to 
prevent the king from marrying 
whomsoever he pleases, but no ruler 
ad the country since Henry V III has 
wedded a commoner. Court gossip 
h> London says that Prim e Minister 
Baldwin and the archbishop of Can­
terbury recently appealed to Ed­
ward for greater discretion in his 
relations with Mrs. Simpson and 
were hotly rebuffed by the king.

English newspapers imposed on 
liem selves a voluntary censorship 
to this affair, but it has been broken 
by the Sunday Referee which prints 
an article declaring the king "m ay 
marry by spring," that this would 
result in postponement of the coro­
nation, and that tradesmen have 
been insuring themselves against 
such a delay.

Japan "N o t  F o rtify in g”
Isles Under Mandate 
CpOR some time there have ap- 
* peered in print stories about 
how Japan was establishing aw and 
submarine bases in the former Ger­
man blands of the South Pacific 
ever which she holds a League of 
Nations mandate. It has been ex­
pected that the league's mandate 
commission would investigate these 
reports, and now Japan seeks to 
forestall such action by a formal 
report to the league in which she 
asserts she has “ no fortifications, 
military or naval bases" in those 
telands. The Tokio government says 
M is scrupulously observing that 
•art of the mandate which forbids 
(he use of the islands for m ilitary

Following establishment of a 
south seas bureau in April, 1932, all 
Japanese armed forces and men of 
war have been withdrawn gradually 
from the islands, the report says, 
adding that the natives of the is­
lands never h a v e  been subjected 
•a m ilitary training.

Five Groups Accused by 
Trade Commission 
p*H AR G ES filed in Washington by 
^  the federal trade commission 
accuse five trade associations of at­
tempting to corner the automobile 
parts and accessories business. The 
groups, which were ordered to show 
Cause why they shoald not be com­
pelled to cease their alleged com­
bine, are the National Standard 
Farts association, Detroit; the Mo­
tor and Equipment Wholesale as­
sociation, Chicago; the Automotive 
Trade associations of Greater Kan­
sas City, Mo ; Mississippi Valley 
Automotive Jobbers association and 
the Southwestern Jobbers associa­
tion. Their officials also are de­
fendants in the suit.

The commission points out that 
the associations represent a “ sub­
stantial proportion of the total vol­
ante of business of all manufactur­
ers and jobbers of automobile parts 
and accessories throughout th e  
United States." The commission 
charges that these groups “ have 
combined together with others joint­
ly, preventing the establishment of 
•ew  and additional competitors," 
and with “ executing certain agree­
ments and conspiracies among 
feemselvcs and with others.”

The day of a plebiscite to decide 
on the question of restoration of the 
Hapsburg claimant to the throne is 
“ not yet in sight," the chancellor 
said. But, with Princess Adelheid, 
sister of Archduke Otto, listening, 
he declared that monarchist propa­
ganda has a “ proper place" in Aus­
trian life.

“ N ew  Gold Standard"
T ried  by Uncle Sam
“ I T  IS a new gold standard, a

*  way of doing business which 
has never been tried before,”  was 
Secretary Morgenthau's character­
ization of the agree­
ment just entered 
into by the United 
States, Great Brit­
ain and F r a n c e ,  
whereby, subject to 
24 - hours’ cancella­
tion, they will ex­
change gold for each 
other’s currencies.
Financiers, econo­
mists and business 
men were taken by 
surprise by the 
move and immedi­
ately gave it close study. Some were 
disposed to label the maneuver "po­
litical expediency,”  but experts gen­
erally said it was s logical step in 
the sequence of monetary events but 
not positively in the direction of 
stabilization.

The new plan, Mr. Morgenthau 
said, differs from the old gold stand­
ard in that it will permit the export 
or earmarking of gold only to and 
between governments instead of 
private business institutions and 
traders.

"The door is wide open,”  said 
Mr. Morgenthau. "W e 're  not going 
out drumming up business, but we'li 
welcome all other countries which 
want to participate.”

According to the Treasury depart­
ment, the United States alone will 
announce a selling price for gold. 
France and England will «ceep their 
selling prices secret, though there 
will be a free flow of gold between 
the stabilization funds of the three 
nations.

It was believed that Great Britain 
was the prime mover in this new 
pact. As one commentator put it: 
"The agreement was made neces­
sary when France debased her cur­
rency and placed an embargo on 
gold exports, because Great Britain 
suddenly discovered that nowhere in 
the world was there left a fixed 
yardstick against which to measure 
international commitments and han­
dle international exchange."

"Anthony the 
Absolute.”  "The Passionate Pil­
grim ," "H ills of Han,”  "Silk, and 
"Bad Penny." He was associate 
editor of Success magazine from 
1905 to 1909 and editor the following 
two years.

Coast Maritime W orker*
M ay Decide to Strike 
A U T H O R IT Y  of the national 

maritime commission to de­
clare a permanent truce in current 
contract controversies is challenged 
by the negotiating committee for 
the Pacific coast maritime unions, 
and members of those unions are 
instructed to vote on a proposal for 
a coast-w'ide waterfront strike.

The maritime commission had 
peremptorily demanded that the 
Pacific coast ports be kept open 
while it sent an investigator to San 
Francisco to discuss the conditions 
which have long threatened to bring 
on industrial warfare.

In telegrams to President Frank­
lin Roosevelt and the commission, 
the committee said the commission 
had caused “ great unrest”  among 
the workers through its participa­
tion in negotiations between ship­
owners and dock and shipboard em­
ployees.

The seven unions, claiming a 
membership of nearly 37,000 work­
ers, are the International Long­
shoremen’s association, the Ameri­
can Radio Telegraphists' associa­
tion, the Marine Engineers' Benefi­
cial association, the Masters. Mates

Russia Using Spanish W ar 
to Foment Discord 
C O V IE T  RUSSIA made a second 
^determ ined effort to aid the be­
leaguered government of Spain, 
and sustained a second rebuff. Ivan 
Maisky, Russian ambassador to 
England, handed to Lord Plymouth, 
British chairman of the non-inter­
vention committee, n virtual u i 
matum demanding immediate con­
vocation of the committee to e 
sider blockading the coast of Por­
tugal against arms shipments dc; - 
lined for the Spanish insurgents. It 
was understood in London that Lord 
Plymouth replied that if the propo­
sition were seriously made, it should 
be presented through diplomatic 
channels to the governments con­
cerned. The Russian plan was for a 
blockade by English of French war­
ships.

Observers in Europe are con­
vinced that the Soviet government 
does not expect the powers to agree 
to any such blockade as is sug­
gested, but is chiefly interested in 
stirring up discord.

Leaders of the Fasi ists were re­
ported to have planned a steady, 
steam-roller advance on Madrid, 
and this offensive was already under 
way. The defenders of the capital 
were hastily building fortifications 
in the suburbs and surrounding the 
city with trenches. In Oviedo the 
dynamite-armed force of loyalist 
miners was still battling with the 
garrison and rebel troops sent to 
the rescue were about to enter the 
city.

used by those who wanted to "split" 
their votes, the procedure being to 
lick the mucilaged surface and paste 
the name of the preferred cand'date 
over the one that appeared on the 
party ballot.

Standing against the picket fence 
and strolling about the yard, the 
election "workers" patiently awaited 
citizens. Earh worker, his pockets 
bulging with cheap cigars, held with­
in his closed fists a bunch of his 
party’s ballots, and sticking out from 
between his fingers, like the quills of 
a frightened porcupine, were the in­
dividual pasters.

The method of open voting used in 
that period, had at least one decided 
advantage over the present mechan­
ized secret system of voting In 
these days any unscrupulous vote: 
could double-cross the buyer of hts 
vote by taking his fee. voting for the 
other side, and nobody being the 
wiser for his perfidy. In the good 
old days such a dishonest act wa« 
not possible. No buyer would en­
trust the ballot to live citizen from 
he purchased his vote, but would ac 
company the voter, shoulder to shoul­
der. right up to the voting window 
There, after answering the perfunct­
ory biographical questions, the votc- 
buyer would hand the citizen his 
ballot and stand by as he paved it 
through the window.

The list price for votes was $2 (no 
disrouM or sales ta\> and election 
day was heyday for the flotaam 
and Jetsam of the town. After per­
forming their duties as citizens o( 
this great and glorious land, the} 
were corailed in groups and marched 
into the back yard of a nearby saloon 
where each received his due. As a 
general rule, the saloon-keeper was 
the cashier and It was not long after 
the payoff that most of the cash 
landed out had found its way into 
the saloon's till.

Of all the national elections that I 
can recall, the only one that stands 
out as being *i>eatacular is the con­
test between McKinley as candidate 
for the Republican party and Bryan 
as candidate for the Democratic party 
The great issue in the campaign was 
Bryan's theory of 16 to 1, a theory 
that was no more comprehended by 
the people at large than Is the 
Einstein theory of Relativity. The 
inability to understand the true 
meaning o f the most Important plank 
In the Democratic platform gave the 
politicians (who themselves did not 
know what It was all about) a 
splendid opportunity to use the flguus 
In such a fanciful fnanner as to de­
lude the poor and Illiterate Into be­
lieving that for every dollar they 
were earning, they would receive six-

EDITORIAL,

Many of the McLean citizens have 
been breaking the school bus law, 
either wilfully or by not knowing the 
state school bus law.

One of the McLean buses makes 
several stops on the east 66 highway, 
and even though the children are 
warned about crossing the highway, 
nevertheless sometimes they dash ac- 
cross the thorofare without thinking 
No one would like to kill a child, but 
this is something to think about, 
and if you could see some cars dash 
by the bus it would be easier to un­
derstand. I f  you are in the habit 
of passing a bus when stopped, you 
better stop to think about the trouble 
it may get you into. The officers ol 
Gray county are making an effort to 
stop this carelessness, and let's give 
them our support, as well as a 
thought to the danger the children 
are in when getting off of a bus.

Part of the law is as follows:
Article 301-B—School Bus Law:
"When a school bus vehicle stops 

every operator of a motor vehicle or 
motorcycle approaching the same from 
any direction shall bring such motor 
vehicle or motorcycle to a full stop 
before proceeding in any direction, 
and in «ten t such school bus vehicle 
Is receiving and or discharging pas­
sengers. the said operator of such 
motor vehicle or motorcycle shall not 
start up or attempt to pass in any 
direction until the said school bu» 
vehicle has finished receiving and ot 
discharging its passengers.

"Sec. 2. Any party who violate: 
any of the provisions of Section 1 of 
this Act shall, upon conviction there­
of. be guilty of a misdemeanor, and 
upon conviction thereof, shall be lined 
not less than Ten <*10.00» Dollars 
nor more than Five Hundred <*500.00» 
Dollars, or confined in the county 
Jail not to exceed ninety <90» days 
or both such fine and imprisonment: 
provided, however, that if death re­
sults to any person, caused either 
actually or remotely by a noncom­
pliance and or violation of any of 
the provisions of this Act. then and 
in that event, the party or parties 
so offending shall be punished as is 
now provided by law (Acts 1931, 
42nd L e g , p 368 eh 215».*'

Geisha Girls Are Fading
F rom  the C h orin e  C lass 

Geisha girls still are charming and 
beautiful, but competition from 
other forms of entertainment is 
causing a steady although gradual 
decline in the number o f geisha es­
tablishments, writes a Tokio United 
Press correspondent

The popularity of so-called social 
saloons where pretty hostesses en 
tertain the patrons, has cut into 
the demand for geisha singing and 
dancing, while the movies and gu l 
revues have taken away another 
segment o f the diversion seeking 
public.

Geisha are paid from 3 to )!> yen 
an hour ($.90 to $1.50) to entertain 
in the tea-houses The rale of pay 
depends upon the individual train­
ing. talents and accomplishments.
It is a steep price for the ordinary 
citizen and he can have delighttul 
feminine company in the resorts at 
a much more modest figure.

The geisha are among the more 
prosperous classes in Japan. The 
latest income tax figures phee the 
annual income of a noted geisha.
Katsutaro, at about $5,400.

The newest census of geisha es­
tablishments shows that the number 
o f geisha in Japan has declined 
from  100.000 to 78.500 in the last ten 
years. The number in Tokio is 9,92), 
a fa itly  constant figure since this is 
the capital and there are many offi­
cial or semi-official affairs at which 
geisha are in demand.

A new regulation that girls can 
not serve as hangyoku. or appren­
tice geishas, until they are fifteen, 
has also decreased the number of 
geisha. Form erly Rirls were start­
ed on this career at an early age. 
sometimes before reaching their 
’ teens

Many geisha live by themselves, 
in snug little houses, with their 
fesional “ mamas”  or managers and 
the girls have paid off the cost of ,, ..
