Including almost ev­
ery reform tn labor relations, trade 
practices, and corporation structure 
and financing that has ever beer 
proposed during the past 25 years 
A more sweeping, drastic, and all- 
inclusive proposal could hardly be 
drafted It was warmly indorsed 
by the American Federation of La-

The O’Mahoney bill would vest 
the licensing power in the federal 
trade commission, enlarging the 
present board of five members to 
nine It was thought likely that 
the Richberg draft would eliminate 
the commission and vest the licens­
ing power in a new board or com­
mission created to administer the

ation of all inhabi­
tants along the riv­
er between Cairo,
111., and New Or­
leans. The details 
for this mass move­
ment were worked out to the last 
point by commanding officers in the 
region and thousands of motor 
trucks and railroad flat cars were 
collected. Headquarters for the 
evacuation were set up at Jackson,

The secretary of war authorized 
the use of not only regular army 
troops but also members of the 
Civilian Conservation corps, the Na­
tional Guard, and the Red Cross.

General Craig said that if the bil­
lion dollar levee system, erected 
after the great 1927 flood, failed to 
hold, about the same area affected 
then would be inundated Many 
thousands of people already had 
been removed from homes along the 
Mississippi, but cities like Memphis 
and Vicksburg, being on high 
ground, were believed to be safe.

At this writing the effects of the 
flood may be thus summarized: 
Homeless, nearly a million. Dead, 
probably more than 500, including 
200 in Louisville. Damage, conserv­
atively estimated at more than 5400, 
000.000.

Congress hurried through a defi­
ciency appropriation of $5,990,000 
which the President promised would 
be made available for flood relief; 
and the American Red Cross, work­
ing at high speed, was raising a fund 
of $10,000,000 to which the people 
of the entire country contributed 
liberally. Supplies of food, drink­
ing water, clothing and medicines 
were poured into the stricken areas.

Paducah was completely evacuat­
ed. and most of the inhabitants of 
Cairo were removed. The flood wat­
ers at the latter city were creeping 
up close to the top of the rein­
forced levees and it was feared 
the protections would not be suffi­
cient.

Harry Hopkins, WPA administra­
tor, and other members of the spe­
cial flood relief committee named 
by President Roosevelt, went to the 
flood areas with the expressed in­
tention of seeing that the job of car 
ing for the refugees was well done. 
Mr. Hopkins indicated he was pre­
pared to spend $790.000,000—the en 
tire deficiency work relief budget— 
for flood relief if necessary.

Accompanying Mr. Hopkins were 
Maj. Edward T. Markham, chief of 
army engineers; Surgeon General 
Thomas Parran, Jr.; James F. Fei- 
ser, vice chairmen of the Red 
Cross, and Colonel F. C. Herring 
ton. Jr., WPA engineer.

¡hose who have paid their taxes for 
he years 1933, 1934 ar.d 193», a re­

bate of 40 ., will be given by ths 
city in the form of refund certificate», 
which can be used for die payment 
of future taxes. This is said to be the 
first time on record In which tlv  
person who has iwld his taxes Is 
given recognition through a refund 
or rebate.

Brownsville's mayor said at that 
time Ural if the collections on de­
linquent taxes came in as expected 
under the new plan, lire present tax 
rate of $190 should be reduced to 
not more than $1.25 next year

Other taxing agencies in Oameroo 
county have followed the precedent 
set by the city of Brownsville. The 
Brownsville Navigation District has 
announced a similar plan in which a 
M'„ discount is offered on all do 
llnquent taxes, and a 50"« rebate to 
all who have paid their taxes, to be 
credited against future taxes over a 
period of five years The Browns­
ville independent school district ‘t 
placing In effect a tax-cutting pro­
gram. and the oity of Harlingen 
has directed a 25' l reduction in tnat 
city's property assessments. Num­
erous water districts over the Valiev 
have worked out successful refunding 
plans under which their tax situation 
has been placed on a sound, equitable

Who Can 
Afford It?

By Bruce B. Brewer

“They can afford it I can’t.” That argument, 
used by a local merchant when he is reminded that 
large national concerns profitably use small city ad­
vertising space, simply doesn’t hold water.

In the first place, the big national concern prob­
ably grew to largeness from a start in using small city 
advertising. Secondly, it costs the national advertiser 
far more to use the paper than it does the locai 
niei chant.

The big advertiser must use thousands o f papers. 
Divide the number o f papers used into his total sales 
and you quickly see how costly it is for him, and yet he 
uses this advertising only because he knows by ex­
perience it pays him.

To illustrate: A national advertiser’s sales in 1,000 
small cities are $2,000,000 annually. He spends foi 
advertising an average o f $100 in each small city, or 
$100,000 in all. His $100 in each city must bring $2,000
in sales.

On the same basis, a retailer with sales o f $10,000 
should spend $500 with $25,000 he should spend $1,250; 
f n $50.000, his advertising should amount to $2,500; on 
$100,000, it should be $5,000.

In addition, the merchant secures a lower rate, so 
his money buys more advertising, which makes his 
advertising-sales cost lower.
