FARM AGENT HOLDS
PLANNING MEETINGS

According to County Agent Ralon
R. Thomas, 250 farmers have attend-
ed farm planning meetings held in
eight Gray county communities. At
these meetings plans for a long time
farm program, together with the goal
in achieving this program, that farm-
ers expect to reach in 1938 were dis-
cussed. Farmers filled out plan sheets
showing what changes should be made
in their farming operations both fu:
a long time progiam and in 1938,

According to the plan sheets turn-
ed in, the producers and operators
show that they are in favor of divert-
ing approximately 15% of the general
base; that is, wheat and feed crops;
and 30 of the cotton base, to soil
conserving crops and practices. The
acreage for these various bases were
taken from the practices ol tle farm.
ers previous to the Agricultural Ad-
justment program.

Summaries of these plan sheets wil
be made by the county agricultural
conservation committee, composed of
John Turcotte, J. 8. Howard and Ed-
win G. Nelson. Then they will bc
submitted to the state office after
which summaries will be made of the
data of the various counties from
which the state plan will be formu-
ated. These state plans in turn will
then be used by the Agricultural Ad-
justment Administration in forming
future adjustment programs. It s
hoped that by the making of thes»
plans by the farmers themselves a
more satisfactory program will be
effected.

Paste, derived from the Italian
““pasta,’”’” food, is a plastic material
that can be made to resemble pre
cilous stones, but in appearance only
It is gemerally composed of glass
and the resultant stone is so soft
that it can be scratched with ordi
nary window glass.

Imitation paste diamonds need no
coloring matter; for rubies, sap
phires, emeralds or amethysts suit
able metallic oxides are fused with
the paste.

Temperance Sunday brings a |
greatly needed opportunity to con- |
sider the entire question of intoxi- |
cating liquors. When the prohibi- |
tion amendment was under fire the |
proponents of repeal contended that |
it would reduce taxes, cut down un- |
employment, eliminate bootleg lig- |
uor, return men and women to tem- |
perate and decent habits. It is |
worthwhile noting that not a single |
one of these expected benefits has |
materialized.

Taxes on liquor have not reduced |
general taxes. After all, what de-
{ cent American would want his taxes |

cut with “blood-money''? Bootleg- |
ging thrives more flagrantly thnni
ever. Evasion of liquor taxes in- |
dicates that about half of America’s |
| liquor is “bootleg.” The specter of |
unemployment still stalks the land. |
And are our people temperate? One |
could laugh if it were not so tragic! |
The consumption of liquor is fast |
becoming a national disgrace. And |
the tragedy is that Christians have |
for the most part supinely said |
“What can I do?"” and have done |
nothing. |

The repeal of prohibition was |
ibrougm about by the indifference
| of American voters. The issue was

finally settled by the votes of less
| than 23 per cent of the registered |
voters. Where were the other 77
per cent ? Where are they now?

But our lesson goes deeper than
the matter of intoxicating liquor.

| It deals with two contrasted modes |

of living. What a mah is deter-
mines what he does. If he lives
for the flesh he will pander to its
| tastes. If he lives in the Spirit he
will not only be right in his atti-
tude toward liquor but toward every
| phase of life, yes, even toward eat-
ing.

{ Let us consider these two ways of
life—and weigh carefully our own
life decision. In which way do I
walk? Remember that one may live
to the flesh even though he is not
a winebibber. It is a matter of
heart interest and relationship to
God.

I. Living in the Flesh.

The word flesh In Scripture does
not refer to our physical flesh and
blood, except as it is dominated by
self-will. But when self-will rules
the body, and God's will is ruled
out, a man lives In the flesh.

Our lesson gives a terrifying pic-
ture of such a life. It makes a man
a senseless lover of pleasure for

' pleasure's sake (Prov. 21:17). He
is a lover of wine, a glutton (Prov.
23:20, 21), careless (Matt. 24:48),
disorderly and unfaithful (v. 49),
and a professed follower of Christ
because of what it brings him
(John 6:26). His end even in this
world is disgrace and poverty, and
in the world to come, eternal judg-
ment (Matt, 24:51),

II. Living in the Spirit.

*“They that are Christ's have cru-
cified the flesh with the affections
and lusts” (Gal. 5:24). They are
therefore admonished to “walk in

| the Spirit,” that is, to submit their

lives to the control and guidance
of the Spirit of God. In other words
seek God's will, not self-will,

What kind of men and women are
those who live in “the spirit”? A
re-reading of our lesson texts re-
veals them as, wise, faithful, dili-
gent, temperate, not following the
Lord because of any gain to them-
selves,

What is their reward? In this
life they are entrusted with more
work for their Master (Matt. 24:47).

The Kurt Woermann took passengers and crew of the Lulu Bohlen
aboard, and then proceeded down the coast to look for the rest of the
crew—those who had set out in one of the boats to bring back the captain
and those others who had remained behind on the wrecked ship.

“We sighted them,” says Chris, “about 30 miles from the
wreck, and the landing party that went after them found them

in terrible state. They had barely got outside of the river mouth

when their boat was wrecked in a heavy surf. They swam to

shore, only to be met by a crowd of natives, who followed them,
stole everything they had, including most of their clothes. Some

of the natives even hit the plumper ones in the arms and chest

until the more civilized blacks drove them off.”

Those fellows never had reached the Lulu Bohlen. They had fol-
lowed the shore line for more than a week, walking first, then stag-
gering and close to exhaustion. For the entire time they had had
nothing to eat, for their supplies had been lost when the boat over-
turned in the surf.

Sea Slug Industry Has
Followers in Australia

On a white and sandy sea floor,
and above the multi-colored ridges
of growing coral, move the black
and gaudy objects. Their motion is
so slow that you must watclf them
intently for minutes to see them
in action. They are sea slugs and
in the northern Australian seas they
are the basis of one of the strangest
of industries, being taken up and

prepared by natives as a delicacy |

for the bowls of China, writes a Syd-
ney correspondent in the New York
Times.

An intent observer finds that these
sea slugs are feeding. Spreading
out dozens of tiny tentacles, they
cluteh and swallow masses of sand
in the hope that it will contajn a
morsel or two. Waste matter passes
quickly through their bodies.

The trepang, or sea slug, is very
plentiful around the northern coasts
of Australia and exists in thirty-
three varieties. These range from a
few inches to three feet in length
and are of all colors, the black type
being shaped like cucumbers or
sausages.

The northern trepang boats are
mostly two - masted luggers of five
or six tons. They are manned by
from ten to sixteen natiyes, who
work in small dinghies, paddling
t the slugs on
the sea floor. The blacks then be-
gin diving for the catch and place
their prey in bags or baskets. Cur-
ing is done when the slugs are taken
back to the mother ship.
