cae family. There are all sizes and
'h',m of gourds. Not only does
their form vary, but their color dif.
fers also. They may be striped or
spotted, squatty or tapering, yellow
or purple. Some have bumps and
others are smooth. But all of them
are gourds — not pumpkins or
squashes. Although they are mem.
bers of the same family, they are
definite species and cannot be
crossed with other species, suc h as
the pumpkin and the Squash, to pro-
duce fertile hybrids.
