Two methods of preserving indef-
initely in their natural colors such
agricultural specimens as leaves,
flowers, fruits, seeds, insects, and
other biological material have been
developed by chemists of the United
States department of agriculture,
The processes, while supplementing
each other, have different fields of
application—one for dried and the
other for fresh material.

In the method studied by Dr.
Charles E. Sando, specimens are
suspended and embedded in metha-
crylate, a crystal-clear plastic sim-
ilar to materials used in making
nonshatterable airplane windows.
In this process, the specimens must
be dehydrated or dried out to pre-

cient, as sometimes happens.”
