THE WAR
Mostly Aerial

The war was becoming increasing­
ly acra l and submarine m its es­
sential nature. The armies were 
qpiet. for they had little to do The 
Germans had released the Dutch. 
Norse and Belgian war prisoners, 
and sent them home on parole. Some 
130.000 Polish prisoners were ex­
pected to be next, with the French 
not too far behind The German 
troops were playing “ skat" in weary 
garrist >n duty, from the Arctic cir­
cle down to Portugal, and they were 
infiltrating into Spain. It looked 
as if the Spanish and Rumanians 
might enter the war on the German 
side, and already the British foreign 
office was trying to back up little 
Bulgar.a in its claims for some Ru­
manian territory.

Russia, the bear that walks like a 
man, as Kipling put it, increased its 
Soviet hold on the three small Bal­
tic states of Estonia, Latvia, and 
Lithuania. and on the Rumanian 
proven* * of Bessarabia as well. But 
the pr wpect of German-Russian 
warfare did not appear to be very 
likely The European continent was 
quieting, and it was slowly consoli­
dating in its new "continental" form. 
The Germans. Rumanians. Hungari­
ans. and Bulgarians conferred at 
Salzburg, m what used to be Aus­
tria. Over the conference loomed 
the red shadows at Stalin and the 
Staliniti s.

aiders itself the natural leader and 
champion of Spanish America, 
•gainst Uncle Sam, Hitler, and the 
Mikado alike. Argentines think that 
Mexico. Cuba, Bolivia, etc., should 
take advice from themselves—and 
not from the Yankee Colossus, as 
they call the Americanos.

The aerial loaaes of Germans and 
British were ao conflicting, in the 
reports, that nobody could hope to 
judge So were the amounts of dam­
age done, but the unhappy Dutch 
were probably suffering as severely 
as anybody, along with the English 
east coast and the German Rhine­
land. It was indecisive, criminal, 
and stupid. Rumors of peace con­
tinued on all sides, and the conflict­
ing radios blared incessantly. Def­
initely. the Vatican was peace-mind­
ed. and ao were the Hollanders and 
(it was variously reported) General 
Goer in k and Mr. Lloyd George 
Would the lightning-war Blitzkrieg 
turn into s Blttzfried. or lightning

What about universal military 
service in peace time? That was a 
burning question before all the 
Americans. Some of the best mili­
tary critics opposed it as inefficient, 
and the Republican Senator Vanden- 
berg and the Democratic Senator 
Wheeler did not seem to like it ei­
ther. Neither did the pacifists, nor 
many of the isolationists. A real 

| congressional debate over the issue 
was taking definite shape.

Was it scientific, in the light of 
modem warfare, which demands 
highly trained small groups of me­
chanical specialists, like tankmen 
and flyers and motor-minded tech­
nicians? Perhaps it was. Perhaps 
it was not There was need for 
cool, hard rationalizing, and no place 
for hysteria or emotionalistics. Some 
of the best generals were for it, 
and so were many public-spirited 
citizens By and large. American 
youth seemed to be anti-conscript, 
and some people linked intervention­
ism with the proposed draft. It was 
a fair field for patriotic debate, and 
intelligent study. Many good U. S. 
nationalists went at it in that en­
lightened spirit.

Wendell Willkie planned to win 
Democratic converts in the solid 
South He was an ex-active Demo­
crat himself; and northern Demo­
crats, of a conservative stripe, were 
deserting to the Willkie standard 
daily (around New York, they still 
persisted in calling him W ilx).

In the South there are many so- 
called Tory Democrats and econom­
ic royalists who have opposed New 
Deal reforms, the TV A project, and 
the row over utilities. These people 
would naturally be meat for Mr. 
Willkie And the anti-III term feel­
ing really appeared to be growing, 
although one interesting historical 
fact carye to light. George Wash­
ington did not go in for a III term, 
due to ill health, and not from prin­
ciple. It seems that Jefferson and 
Lafayette were anti-III termites, but 
not necessarily Farmer George.

Priestly said they were rude and 
boorish about it and challenged not 
only their time sense, but their sense 
of propriety and their fitness for 
their jobs.

That must have gone deeply 
andrr Mr. Priestly’s skin, since, 
as the “ Voire of England" at a 
moment when time, at any rate 
irrms to be real, he takes a 
short-wave, short jab at radio 
commentators in this rountry. 
lie thinks that “ people who are 
not prepared to fight anything, 
anywhere" should mind their 
manners and not belittle others 
who can and will fight.

“ Time and the Conways”  a good 
play, it reveals Mr. Priestly, 
and no doubt England, as ready 
to meet all comers, and that 
seems all lo the good. Perhaps 
when television comes, we'll be 
saying, “ Smile when you say 
that, pardner."
This reporter, having once talked 

with Mr. Priestly, can testify that 
he has a nice smile. While his esti­
mate of our present or potential 
belligerency may have been some­
what tactless, in his novels and 
magazine articles he has shown 
much more sound discernment of 
the American scene than the writ­
ings of certain other visiting Brit­
ons, who kiss and run and there­
after engage in long-distance smear­
ing.

The health and egg production 

of the poultry flock next fall will be 
in proportion to the care given the 
pullets this summer.

One of the first “ musts”  in the 
grower's program should be the pro­
viding of clean ground not used by 
poultry for at least two years to 
range the pullets.

Then, too, an open air summer 1 
range mhelter should be located in ' 
a corn or soybean field, orchard, 
lespedeza pasture, or some other 
location where ample green feed 
and shade are available.

An ample supply of tender green 
feed will cut the feed bill greatly, 
as well as result in a more healthy 
flock Soybeans planted in rows or 
in corn make an ideal shade and 
source of green feed during hot dry 
weather. It is also important that 
the pullets have plenty of fresh wa­
ter supplied in a cool, shady place 
at all times

At least once a day, in the late 
afternoon, the pullets should be fed 
liberally on whole yellow corn and | 
whole oats. Also the birds need a 
high quality growing or developing 
mash. Many of the more success­
ful poultrymen keep whole oats and 
whole yellow corn in hoppers before 
the pullets as well as a hopper of 
mash.

Of course, liberal feeding of whole 
oats, corn, and green feed will re­
tard the sexual maturity of the pul­
lets to a certain degree, but this is 
to the advantage of the poultryman 
since the birds will have more time 
to become better developed. This 
will mean larger eggs.

Home-Raising of Foods
Ls Good Farm Practice

Home production of dairy and 
poultry products, fruits, vegetables, 
and meat from animals fed and 
butchered on the farm offers a two- 
way advantage to families with low 
cash incomes, the new department 
of agriculture yearbook points out. 
Home-grown foods usually improve 
the diet—both in quality and quan­
tity—and they release for other pur­
poses money that would otherwise 
be paid out for food.

In a recent survey of living costs 
on farms, food economists of the 
United States department of agricul­
ture were able to group 84 fami­
lies—each of which had about $630 
a year to spend for the family liv­
ing, and each consisting of a hus­
band and wife and one child under 
16 years of age—on the basis of 
how much food was produced on 
the farm.

Money expenditures for food 
dropped steadily as home produc­
tion increased. Some of these fami­
lies produced more than $400 worth 
of food on the farm and spent only 
about $160 for food. At the other 
end, part of the families raised only 
about $100 worth of food and bought 
about $200 worth The economists 
estimate that such a family would 
spend about $265 cash if it did not 
raise any food. Families producing 
the highest money values in food 
were in general the best fed.

Farming Advanced
By New Machinery

Trend in farm machinery toward 
durability, simplicity, speed, and 
convenience of operation, says W 
M. Hurst of the United States bu­
reau of agricultural engineering, 
“ probably has affected American 
agriculture as much as, if not more 
than, development of the reaper and 
steel plow a century ago.”

The gas tractor has been on the 
market for nearly 40 years. But 
only during the past 10 or 12 years 
has a unit suitable for planting and 
cultivating row crops, for plowing, 
disking, and belt work, been avail­
able. Of all general-purpose trac­
tors manufactured in 1937 nearly 
50 per cent were on rubber. Pneu­
matic tires not only permit higher 
s p e e d  in field operations but make 
possible road hauling with trailers

"Adapting field machinery to use 
with tractors," says Mr. Hurst, 
"constitutes the major recent de­
velopment tn what is generally 
known as farm implements A new 
plow, for instance, may look about 
the same as its predecessor, but on 
examination it will be found to be 
made of better material, to have j 
greater beam clearance for turning 
under trash, the shape of the mold- 
board of some is such aa to permit 
higher speed, and attachment* ar* 
available for increasing effective­
ness id turning under oover crop*."
