Indian of Today, Like His Forefathers, 
Proves lie ’s ‘First-Class Fighting Man'|

Warning! Hundreds Offer Home to Soldiers W aifi

More Than 11,000 Ked Men. Most of Them Volunteers, 
Are Fighting for Their Native Land as

Soldiers, Sailors and Marines.

e’T 'H E  recent announcement by the War Department that 
1 Maj. Clarence L. Tinker Jr. of the United States army 

•ir forces w.ts missing in action in North Africa was a tragic 
coincidence, iff that just a year ago the War Department an­
nounced that his father, Maj. Gen Clarence L. Tinker, com­
mander of the army air forces in Hawaii, was missing in 
action. He had led a flight of army bombers to attack the 
Japanese fleet east of Wake island and he was killed in the 
B attle  of Midway

Interesting, too, is the fact 
that the Tinkers, father and 
§on, were North American 
Indians and. at the time of his 
death. General Tinker was 
called "the greatest Indiun 
fighter in the present war. 
But although they are out­
standing examples  of the 
"fighting red man.” modern 
version, they are only two of 
an estimated 11.04a) Indians in 
the armed forces of the United 
States and most of them didn't 
wait to be drafted for service 
but enlisted voluntarily.

Taken by itself. that number does 
not seem large But in proportion 
to the total number of "native 
Arr.er « an»-' In the On led State* to­
day, It Is a more Imposing record 
If sn equal proportu n of white men 
bad likew ■* voluntarily crusted we 
would have an army at nearly four 
BtUlion volunteers In addition to the 
millions who sre In the army 
through selective service.

Incidentally, an Interesting situs 
ttor. in regard to the enrollment of 
bid ant in Uncle San ’ » service arose 
soon after the Selective Service act 
at 1940 was patted. Into federal 
court In New York city one autumn 
day In 1941 marched five brilliantly 
dressed Indians to watch a white 
man fight for their rights according 
to the white man’s rules They 
were descendants of the warriors 
who awsy bark In 1784, made a 
treaty with the United States by 
which the young and struggling fed­
eral government recognised the Iro­
bots Indian Confederacy as a sov­
ereign and independent naUon.

They had come into court to main­
tain by legal means their identity as 
members of that confederacy which, 
as an indepefider uncot.quered re- 
law," was subject only to Ua own 
lawmakers and not to the congress 
of the United States.

Tippecanoe in t ill.

One of the first of the "fighting 
red men" of today who attempted 
to enlist in Uncle Sam’s armed 
forces was Kiutus Tecumseh, a de­
scendant of the great Shawnee lead­
er. He was rejected for military 
service, however, because he was 

** | partially disabled by wounds he re­
ceived while serving aboard a navy 
sub chases during World War I.

There was a time when the name 
of Ceronimo was a name of hatred 
and terror in lha great Southwest, 
tor this Apache leader blared a trail 
of death and destruction through 
New Mexico and Arisons. Run to 
earth at last in 1886 by soldiers un­
der the command of Gen Nelson A. 
Miles, the "Apache Devil" was held 
as a prisoner at war In Florida. 
Alabama and finally at Fort Sill. 
OMa . until his death in 1811. Thirty 
years later. Homer Yahnozha. a 
Mescalero Apache and a direct de­
scendant of Gcronlmo, was one of 
the heroes who fought st Bataan and 
Corregidor.

Out in Nevada a county and a 
city perpetuate the name and fame 
at Wlnnemucea. great chief of the 
Piules. who hi his day was a "first- 
class fighting man." Today that 
fighting tradition is carried on by his 
great great.grandson, Stanley Win- 
nemucca. who la a "Fighting Ma 
rtne "  Although more Indians have 
gone into the army than Into the 
marines or the navy, there is at least 
one who holds high rank in our tea 
forces. He is Frsncis J. Vice, a 
Chippewa, bom in Detroit Lakes. 
Minn . a commander in the navy. 

The Model American Neidtrr •
If the Indiana in World War It 

follow the precedent of those who 
fought m World War I. then some 
of our greatest heroes of the pres­

ent conflict may be copper-skinned 
soldiers, sailors or marines. For 
more than 17,000 Indians heard the 
call to arms In 1917 and among 
them was Odis N Leader, a Choc­
taw, who was foreman of a cattle 
ranch in Oklahoma It ia an Ironical 
fact that, soon after we declared 
war on Germany, this "First Amer­
ican" was the victim of rumors that 
he was a German spy! To prove 
his loyalty, he gave up his business 

! and enlisted He saw action at Can- 
i tigny. at Soissons. at St. Mihiel and 

tn the Argonne. He was twice 
wounded and gassed and when the 
French government sought a "mod­
el American soldier," of whom an 
oil painting w as to be made tb hang 
on the walla of the French federal 
building, where types at all the Al­
lied races were to be represented. 
Sergt. Odis N Leader was chosen 
for that honor!

Other Indians i ko received the 
Croix de Guerre ‘kcluded Sergt. 
James M Gordon, a Chippewa, who 
braved (hell fire to rescue a wound­
ed French officer; Chester Arm­
strong Fourbear, a Sioux, cited for 
hit bravery as a messenger at Belli- 
court, John M Harper, a Ute, Mar­
ty Beaver, a Creek. Bert Hay man, 
a Seneca Modoc, Gut Gertiez. a 
Pueblo bugler; Joseph Oglohombt. 
a Choctaw; and Corp Nicholas E. 
Brown, another Choctaw, who was 
killed In action and received the 
award posthumously.

Among those who received the 
Distinguished Service Cross of their 
own United Stales, as well as the 
Croix de Gueere of France, were 
Joe Schenderleon, a Crow and Na- 
Hiv-A-Ta, a Hopi; and Thomas D. 
Saunders, a scion of the most for­
midable fighters the United States 
army ever encountered In the days 
of the old frontier—the Cheyenne*. 
Here ia his record, at given tn Gen­
eral Orders of the Second division;

"Corporal Thomas D. Saunders, 
Company A, Second engineer», while 
a member of the first wire cutting 
platoon, made his way forward in 
advance of the unit until he was tn 
line with and In company with Pri­
vate Wilkerson. Company B. Second 
engineers, wert the first soldier* to 
enter Jaulny, then Infested with 
anlpera, and swept with wicked ma­
chine gunfire, being occupied by 
rearguard detachments of the en­
emy They alone captured 63 Ger­
man prisoners after searching the 
caves of a hospital with persistence 
and courage Thla at Jaulny, 
Franc*, on September 12, 1818

"Corporal Thomas D. Saunders, 
Company A. Second engineer»; at 
St. Etienne a Armes, on October 8, 
1918, he bravely conducted a patrol 
under heavy fire During the night, 
he made a reconnaiasanre close to 
the enemy, of the position which hi* 
section was to occupy In the front, 
and returning, conducted it to that 
position."

LESSON T E X T -U  John A l l ;  UI Joha 
3 11

GOLDEN TEXT- Bvloved. 1 pray that 
in i l l  things thou mayest prosper and be 
In health, even as thy sou! prospereth — 
III John 1

Christians need guidance, especial­
ly tn their home and church rela­
tionships. The apostle John, under 
the Inspiration of the Holy Spirit, 
wrote the two personal letters knowm 
to us as If and III John. They 

: abound tn sound spiritual, practical 
| advice. Note that these tWo words 
i belong together, for what is truly 
| spiritual cannot help but be tre­
mendously practical and perfect for 
the direction of thought and life.

In these letters five admirable les­
sons are taught. Let us gtve heed 
to them. They are appropriate to 
our day.

I. Set an Example Before Your 
Childrrn ill John 4-A1.

We may not like to admit it. but 
our children are largely what we 
make them by their training—or 
lack of it—In the home. Parents 
have the grave and at the same time 
precious responsibility of being what 
they want their children to be. We 
set the mold of their thinking and 
acting, not only about material 
things, but mentally and spiritually, 
which is far more important 

Above all we must teach them by 
precept and example to love God su­
premely. and to walk after His com­
mandments. Father, mother, have 1 
you done your duty’  Are your chil- * 
dren .Mslkii  ̂ in truth” <v « ?

II He on Guard Against False 
Teacher» 'l l  John 7-11)

We are not to countenance false ! 
leaching even by entertaining such 
teachers, or having close fellowship 
with them. To create the Impression 
bef ire the world and the Church 
that they are “ not so bad." by ap­
pearing as their friends, is to par­
take of their evil works (v. 11» This 
iv a serious matter, and one which is I 
a problem in the Church today.

Such teachers may easily be rec­
ognized They are aptly described 
by Dr Douglass: "In all ages the
Church has been plagued by those . 
who want to substitute something for j 
pure Christian faith, or to embroider 
it with bright ideas of their own con­
ceiving Such people may try to 
strip religion of its supernatural as­
pect and reduce it to a merely ra- I 
tionalistic system They may seek ' 
to slyly loosen the moral standards | 
of the Church because their own j 
lives are deficient when measured j 
by such standards They may try to 1 
minimize the teaching of the cross j 
because it stands for sacrifice/." 
Watch against them, and stand I 
against their destructive teaching. 1

III Be Diligent in Putting For­
ward True Teachers 'l l !  John 5-f1

TTvj door which should be closed : 
against false teachers should be 
opened wide to those who are faith­
ful teachers of the truth.

This refers primarily to the hos­
pitality of the home, and reminds 
us of a grace which has been all but 
forgotten In these days of small 
apartments.

Whether we are able to open our 
homes to God's servants or not. we 
can show a Christian spirit of genu­
ine hospitality In helping to bring 
them forward <v 6> tn their work 
This may be done by gifts of money, 
by kindness shown in time of need, 
by a real interest In their work, by 
recommending them to others who 
wish to hear the truth 

Do everything possible, then, to 
hinder Use false teacher, and be Just 
as diligent to put forward the minis­
try of the true man of God.

IV. Do Not Trust Proud, Self- 
Seeking Leadership (III John 9-11)

A man may be orthodox, and In­
tensely loyal to the denomination, 
and at the same time be a wicked 
man whose example it to be 
shunned.

Mulch does aeveral chorea for 
the arc hard l*t Pint of all It
helpa to conserve moisture, then 
It helpa to choke out the weed* 
and finally It aids In keeping fall­
ing fruit from being damaged toy 
brakes.

In times when manpower to 
scarce, the hortlculturtot suggest* 
It might be well to apply a 10 
or 13 inch mulch around every 
tree In the orchard thla summer 
Then when tile fruit became* ripe 
arid If hrlp la not available for 
picking, the fruit will not be 
damaged much by falling

Didn't dare go ashore, and anyway 
our Job was to destroy harbor ship­
ping—so what was left of It wouldn't 
fall into Jap hands."

The swine raiser's old enemy, hog 
cholera. In on the march again— 
and according to all indications It la 
likely to be one of the greatest 
threats to our 1943 war goals ln 
pork production.

Last season nearly 5,000 cholera 
outbreaks were reported to govern­
ment authorities, and there were 
probably that many more which 
were never officially reported. 
These widespread outbreaks have 
undoubtedly left the virus of chol­
era ln thousands of rural area*, 
ready to renew Its attack when It 
comes ln contact with suaceptlble 
swine No one can say exactly what 
the annual cholera loss Is at this 
time, but It la reliably estimated to 
be in the neighborhood of $20.000,- 
000. That much pork, tn itself, 
would go a long way toward meet­
ing our Increased production goals 
this seasqn, according to the Ameri­
can Foundation for Animal Health.

Ho, the first advice to farmers 
who are ro-operaUng tn Ihe na­
tion's stepped up hog program 
Is: "Watch out for cholera."
Hrre are a few common-sense 
pres autlons which every farmer 
should take to protect hli drove 
against this Na. I twine killer:
1. Have the entire spring pig crop 

Immunized against cholera by the 
local veterinarian, around weaning 
time. If this is done while pigs are 
small. It will take less serum and 
virus, conserving available suppliea 
needed to take care of thla year'* 
larger pig crop.

2 Isolate newly purchased swine 
fi r at least Vao weeks before al­
lowing them to mingle with the 
borne drove.

S. Do not let trucks or wagons 
drive through your hog lots or pas­
tures. They might carry the virus 
of cholera on their wheels.

4 Keep out of your neighbor's 
hog lot, and keep him out of your*.

5. Raise spring pigs on fresh, 
clean pasture, away from germ-con­
taminated old hog lots.

6. If any pigs show signs of sick­
ness. have the trouble diagnosed im­
mediately. so protective steps can 
be taken in time.

Experience shows that one of the 
principal problems ln dealing with 
hog cholera lo ita similarity to va­
rious other swine diseases Typical 
cholera symptom» include a high fe­
ver, partial or complete prostration, 
lack of appetite and listlessnes«.

Broom Com
Vacuum cleaners, carpet sweepers 

and push brooms made from trop­
ical fibers have decreased the mar­
ket for the ordinary broom made 
from the broomcom plant. At the 
aame time, lower prices do not in­
veigle people into buying more 
brooms.

Rroomcorn Is unique among 
agriculture products In that thr 
brush Is Ihe only part of Ihe 
plant now used. The stalk Is left 
standing In thr field and Is 
plowed under the next spring. 
Some is used for feed hut ts 
nol much liked by animals.
The plant will grow in moat states 

but commercial production Is con 
fined to small sections in Oklahoma. 
Colorado, New Mexico. Kansas. Tex­
as and Illinois. It la a highly spec­
ulative crop because It Is too costly 
to harvest. Any bumper crop will 
cause violent price fluctuations. Dur­
ing the last ten years, prices have 
ranged from $37 a ton In 1932 to 
$¡64 for a short crop tn 1934 About 
$70 per ton Is the average price to 
the farmer.

Scientists are trying to Improve 
the varieties by cross breeding with 
other sorghums. They hope to pro­
duce a variety with more palatable 
seeds which livestock will eat.

It would also be advantageous to 
develop a new kind that will not 
turn red as this lowers the commer­
cial value of th* brush. Manufac­
turers would also like a better brush 
without a center stem. Farmers 
would like one without hair on the 
chaff which irritates the skin of | 
those working with It.

To find possible markets for the 
brush, experiments are needed to 
perfect methods of using the tough 
fiber in weaving hats and mats.
