M< I»**n to Alanrred.

Tin- suit was filed Monday in 
the office of District Clerk Dee 
Patlrraon by Attorneys James W. 
Witherspoon and John D. Atkin 
of Hereford In behalf of the local 
district

The action l.x being brought by 
the local dlilrlrt. and names as 
defendant« the Alanreed Independ­
ent School District, the Donley 
County Stltool Board, and the 
Gray County School Board. It 
wa* brought about by the adlon 
ot the Duitley board In shifting 
the two district*— Whitefish and 
Glenwood common school district* 
—from McLean to Alanrred after 
Ute legal deadline for annexation 
under thr provisions of the new 
Gllmer-Alkln minimum education 
foundation program.

According to statement« in the 
IteUUon filed, students of the two 
district« have been attending the 
McLean schools since the districts 
liuve been dormant for a number 
of years. The petition also states 
that Ut June ot this year, a 
majority of the residents of the 
two dt-trlcls requested the Don­
ley board to annex them to the 
Mc lean district

The pHJtlon added that this 
action was taken on July 2, ac­
cording to a xtorv Ui the Pampa 
Dally News, and that the two 
districts were annexed to McLean 
on Uiat date later, however, 
on July II, acoorxllng to the word­
ing of Ute jxd.lt ion. the Donley 
board met again, rescinded the 
July 2 order, and consolidated the 
two district« with Alan reed Dead­
line for annexing district* under 
the Gllmer-Alkln law, was July 
8 The jietiUon charges that some 
"unknown person" and "outsiders" 
wanted the change because of the 
tax rate difference between the 
two districts. The petition also 
charges Uiat the action was Illegal 
because the change wa* made 
after the law wa* In effect and 
that It had no authority to make 
the change The petitioners also 
claim they could offer better ed­
ucational facilities than the Alan- 
reed district to the school chil­
dren.

Proposing an amendment to 8«-*- 
Uon 3 ui Article VI of the Con- 
slitution. repealing the proviaton 
making the payment of a poli tax 
a qualification of an elector; re­
quiring the Legl.lat ire to pass a 
general registration taw (or vot­
ers; providing for the necessary 
•taction, proclamation and pub­
lication by the Oovemor, and 
making an appropriation 
BE IT  RHSOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OP THE STATE 
OP TEXAS

Section 1 . Section 3. Article 
VI of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas be and the same 
Is amended hereby so as to read 
hereafter as follows:

“Section 3. Every person sub­
ject to none of the foregoing 
disqualification who shall have at­
tained the age of twenty-one i21> 
yean, and who shall be a citizen 
of the United States, and who 
shall have resided in this State 
one ( I i year next preceding an 
election and the lar.t six 16) 
months within the district or 
county in - which such person of­
fers to vote, shall be deemed a 
quail fled elector provided that be­
fore ottering to vote at any elec­
tion a voter shall have registered 
as an elector before the first day 
ol February next preceding ruch 
•lection. This provision shall be 
self-enacting The Legislature 
•hell pass a general registration 
laar requiring registration of vot­
ers at a time not later than the 
first day of February for each 
ejection to be held for that cal­
endar year and the Legislature 
shall have power to prescribe a 
registration fee. The Legislature 
may authorise absentee voting "
