S. J. K. NO. 4
ON NOVEMBER 8, voters ot the Slate oi Texas will decide 
whether or not women should be allowed to serve on 
grand and petit Juries In tilts state In the future.

The proposed amendment to the constitution reads as 
follows ‘ The Legislature shall prescribe by law the qual 
Mention ot grand and petit Jurors; provided that the 
qualltlcatlsin of no person for service on grand or petit 
juries shall be denied or abridged on account of sex. and 
no person shall be exempt from service on grand Juries 
or pelit tunes on account of sex.”

In other words. If the amendment Is approved by voters, 
women will not be denied the privilege and duty of 
serving on Juries as has been the law since the state was 
formed.

Many states have done away with the provision that 
women cannot serve on Juries. Texas Is merely behind 
them In trying to decide what to do about the situation.

The old law Is out-dated. No one can deny that women 
throughout our state hold positions equal In responsibility 
to that <>( men For a long time, women were even denied 
the great American privilege of voting, but a national 
amendment gave them that privilege.

Now It Is up to the voters of the state to allow women 
to serve on Juries The News feels that the amendment 
should be passed by an overwhelming vote If women are 
qualified to serve as executive*, or work in any other 
position regardless of how low or how high that position 
might be. then women are qualified to serve a* Jurors.

We have denied women this privilege and duty long 
enough. We feel that the amendment should be approved
