IT IS THE BELIEF of The Nrw.s that the city council 
mad«* a wist* derision In selecting the site for the con* 
Btructlon of the new auditorium-gymnasium, providing, of 
course, there are no legal difficulties In building the 
structure on the City Park land.

It is also our belief that It would be wise to enlarge the 
interior of the building, so that it would accommodate 
more people at the various activities The structure Is be­
ing built to be used for at least the next 25 years, and 
It certainly should be constructed with that In mind.

Perhaps it should be explained that the city is going 
to run short of funds before the building is completed. 
If the contract Is definitely awarded to the Pam pa man 
who was the low bidder, all the 950.000 realized from the 
sale of the bonds will be used In Just the construction of 
the building. Borne other method for the construction 
might be worked out which would be less expensive, but 
even so all the money will be needed.

The city has already spent a portion of that money. 
Part of it was used In tearing down and moving to Mc­
Lean Uie surplus gym at Pam pa which the school board 
bought last year That required about 93 000. Then addi­
tional money was spent In working out a means whereby 
Uie city could use Ute materials, which, of course, were 
bought In Ute school's name So part Of that 950.000 has 
already been spent.

flome arrangements for equipping the building with 
bleachers is going to have to be worked out It Isn’t likely 
that Ute city will have sufficient funds to do this part of 
the financing So someone is going to have to come up 
with a fund raising Idea, or ideas, or else there will likely 
be no seats

What we mean is this If you have some Idea in the 
Ha**it ol your head whereby bleachers can be obtained, or 
whereby the money can be raised to get them, let it 
be known Everybody's help will be needed The building 
simply will have to have seats.
