Naturally, wr all like to know the number of people liv­
ing in our community, regardless of whether the population 
is large or small The figures arrived at In this census 
will be with us for the next ten years, so it Is important 
In that one respect. We all take pride In our com­
munity. and Uke to tell others the number of residents 
we have If our community has increased In population, 
we Uke to brag about It. If it hasn't w* can stiU point 
with pride to the number of residents we do have 

The population Is also Important In another respect. 
The primary reason for beginning the census In the early 
days of our country was to determine the proper number 
of representatives from each locality In our national House 
of Representatives Fbr accurate representation of the
