Although the allocation ot the funds hos not yet 
been made, the report will guaiantee payment after the 
McLean Housing Authority has submitted application for 
the loan. This application will be the next step toward 
gaining the Units in McLean.

When granted, the $2,000.00 will be used to sur­
vey the town, survey lots, clear titles, etc. on the desired 
locations of the new homes. Although the number of 
proposed units now stands at ten, the town survey will 
ultimately decide the exact number to be constructed 
This will depend upon the population figured with the 
need for housing..

After the application has been made and the 
$2,000.00 granted, then engineers will be called in for 
the surveys. When a definite number of units has been 
established for the proiect, then a final grant will need 
to be made for the actual building-of the homes.

If there were deliberate plans being carried on to 
promote socialization of industry in the United States 
they couldn t be more effective than the interpretation 
of the Internal Revenue Act which would deny electric

If this con be done by the Internal Revenue Service 
with electric companies the process con be extended to 
any industry seeking to defend itself ogamst political 
plans to substitute government ownership for private 
ownership of property. The ruling would naturally not 
apply to tax exempt government agencies which com 
pete with private business. This is pretty much like 
tying a man s hands so his adversary con beat him to 
death.

It is unthinkable that in a free country free enter 
prise should be subjected to punitive tax interpretations 
which leave it and freedom of expression subject to 
bureaucratic whims.

By indirection this would tend to control the press 
by discouraging the use of informative advertising

MAKE THIS COMPARISON

Writing in National Review, Robert V. Jones describes 
the Soviet price system It is a system whereby the 
state fixes all prices and all wages, and establishes 
whatever relationship it desires between them These 
prices, save for certom absolute necessities of life, are 
extraordinarily high when translated into the hours of 
labor a man or woman has to put m to buy commodities 
To cite one example, it takes about 300 hours for a 
skilled foctory worker to earn enough to buy a suit of 
clothes.

In the course of his article, Mr. Jones soys something 
that should be of particular interest to American con­
sumers, who are used to going into our retail stores 
and finding what they want at a price most families 
can afford to pay He writes- ‘ In a free market con­
sumers express their wants by bidding f ir  particular 
goods, and as prices for particular goo« t rise or fall 
producers odjust their production occcrcmgly The 
Soviet administrative bureoucrocy can otftiin no such 
information from the price mechanism, I y  they them­
selves have set all the prices They on .onsequently 
compelled to order production in accordc Are with their

Soviet citizen has very little opportunity for self-expres­
sion in his use of the material things of life. He eats 
the food, wears the clothing, and occupies the housing 
that is ordered fev him. . .

The Soviet shopper is offered an extremely limited 
assortment of shoddy goods at high prices. Compare 
this with American retail stores with their almost in­
credible abundance of offerings. When you make the 

comparison, you are octually comparing the competitive 
free enterprise economy with a government controlled 
and dictated economy. •

per acre noch

After a month or 10 anyone

■nnd Meld and readily notice the 
nuge growth of foliage from any 
angle The fertilizer simply made 
•heae few selected rows grow to 
a fantastic proportion.
