H-gh 
Soviet spokesmen spoke in general term s of Russia's desire to 
work with the United States and the rest of the world to end war 
and assure peace.

So m atters stand now. The great question is w hether Russia is 
sincere— or whether her curren t peaceful attitude is simply a blind 
to lull to sleep the W estern world, to cause a cutback in the defense 
program, and thus to prepare the stage for more ostensive Soviet 
aggression on a future date. No one can answer th a t question with 
conviction, and those who carry the heavy responsibility of framing 
high policy are treading wanly. At the same time, some hard- 
headed experts think that Russia may be pretty  much on the level 
this tim e—if only for the reason tha t he has more than enough 
headaches to deal with at home, and hasn 't the resources and 
energies to spare for costly foreign adventures.

In any event, the P res'dent has given this country and the 
world as clear and as positive a program  of principle as anyone 
could ask for. None can doubt where we stand.

RUSSIA'S MOVE
PEW  SPEECHES of recent tim es have been received with the 
enthusiasm  given the one made by Presiednt Eisenhower before the 
American Society of Newspaper Editors. Many agreed with David 
Lawrence, long a fo rth righ t critic of our foreign policy, who called 
it, "The g rea test address of our tim es of international affairs . . . 
The President himself evidently considered it to be of top import- 
a nee— he was painfully ill with food poisoning but insisted on 
m aking the address in person against the advice of his doctors.

It was not the speech of an estrem ist. He did not reject recent 
Russian peace overtures—nor did he accept them at fase value 
He laid down a positive program  for ending today's hot and cold 
wars, and with it a set of principles which hold tha t self-government 
and free elections for ell nations are inalienable, and are the hey 
to  peace. He told the Kremlin, in effect, tha t it could have peace 
or war. a t  it may choose, and pledged that the United States is ready 
to  "serve the needs, ra th e r than the fears, of the world.” There was 
no shred of appeasem ent in the speech—and there was no arrogance 
or saber ra ttling  either.

The P resident took the large view tha t Korea is simply part of a 
world-wide problem—not a separate problem, complete in itself 
This, of course, ie the view that practically all informed observers 
hold. And he called upon the Soviet Union to cooperate in certain 
specific deed*, which can be summarized as follows:

1. An imm ediate end to hostilities in Korea, coupled with political 
discussions leading to the holding of free elections in a United 
Korea. 2. An end to the com m unal inspired wars in Indochina 
and Malaya. 3. A treaty  for Austria which will free tha t unhappy 
little  nation from  economic eaploitation and m ilitary occupation 
♦. An end te  the divit-on of Germany, which he term ed unnatural 
and the establishm ent of "a free and united Germany, with a 
governm ent based upon free and secret elections.”

By sta te  law, ham burger is d e ­
fined as "chopped o r ground fresh 
beef, w ith or w ithout the addition

say. makes it unlawful to add
chemical preservative« or fillers 
such as cereals o r skim  milk.

It prevents unsuspecting house­
wives trout paying ground beef 
prices for a high-fat content pro­
duct. o r one which has txvn 
doctored w ith inexpensive cereals 
It protects the consuming public 
against a spoiled or adulterated  
product w hich could be h az a rd -1 
ous to  health.

More than 9ft per cent of the
meat products analyzed in sta te  
laboratories last vear w ere ham ­
