Gray County Judge J. B. Ma­
guire Jr. has authorizi'd The 
McLean News to announce hi* 
candidacy for re-eh'otion to the 
office he now holds, subject to 
the action of the Democratic 
primary in July.

"This is an informal announce­
ment," Maguire said, "and f will 
announce formally at u later date 
and file with the secretary ol 
the Democratic Executive Com­
mittee later. I will continue to 
conduct the business of the 
Commissioners' Court, acting as 
chairman of said Commissioners' 
Court, in as efficient manner 
os possible, being fair to all 
citAaona of Gray Comity and 
showing partiality to none. And 
in any rases tried in the County 
Court. I will conduct the trial 
in a fair and Just manner, show 
ing partiality to none.”

Maguire, bom May 21, 1921, 
in Shreveport, I .a., graduated 
front Byrd High School in Shreve- 
poit in 1937. He received his 
bachelor of science degree In 
commerce in 1911 from Louisiana 
State University, and worki'd 
with his father as a public ac­
countant for about one year.

In June. 1'»I2. Maguire entered 
the IT. S. Army, and served in 
the field artillery, tank destroy- 
ers. He later became a first 
lieutenant in the nir corps, and 
flew 15 missions as a pilot of a 
B-24 bomber with the 8th Air 
Force. After receiving the nir 
medal With oak leaf cluster and 
the European operation ribbon 
with bronze star, he was released 
from the service in September. 
1945. He then entered law 
school at Southern Methodist 
University in Dallas, and receiv­
ed his law degree in November. 
1947.

In December of that same year, 
Maguire moved to Pampa, and 
became associated with the law 
firm of S tennis and Osborne 
Ijitor. he practiced law with 
William Jarrel Smith. Arthur 
Teed. Tom Wade, and Curtis 
Douglas, lb ’ was elected to the 
fins it ion of county judge in 1952. 
taking the office January 1, 1951.

He l* now president of the 
Pampa Kiwanis Club. He is a 
member of the Moose lodge 
Knife and Fork Club, Masonic 
lodge, and Methodist rhim-h. and 
Ls an active worker with the 
I toy Scout*.

Captain J. W. Blackwell, com- j 

maruung oificer ot District No. 
5 of the Texas Highway Patrol, 
with headquarters at Amarillo, 
announced this week that high­
way patrolmen would begin is­
suing tickets to prisons whs 
operate an auto on the streets 
and highways alter April 15 with­
out a current inspection sticker.

The patrol captain said that 
the men in his command have 
all received orders to that effect 
as the result of a directive issued 
at Austin by Homer Garrison 
Jr., director of the Texas De­
partment of Pu b 1 i c Safety. 
Blackwell said that Garrisons 
order was made following definite 
instructions from the State Public 
Safety Commission that enforce­
ment of the modified motor ve­
hicle inspection law which was

W HAT THEY TH IN K  THEY’VE DONE

THE JANUARY ISSUE of Nation’s Business, a magazine whicn 
it published by the Chamber of Commerce of the United States, 
is unique. The uniqueness lies in the fact that it includes a 
signed article by each of the members of the Cabinet, concern­
ing what has been done since the new administration came to 
power and what is intended and hoped for the future.

In summarized form, the views of these 10 Cabinet officers 
run about as follows:

JUSTICE; Attorney General Brownell says that there is evi­
dence in the hands of his department, resulting from FBI investi­
gations, which would prove espionage in certain cases ’’but this 
evidence cannot now be used because of present rules of evidence." 
He adds that a change in the rules will be sought so that his 
department may proceed in these cases.

DEFENSE: Secretary Wilson says that during the past year
his department has recognized a three-pronged communist threat 
to American security— psychological, economic, and military. In 
the light of this threat,” he asserts, “we are maintaining effective 
military forces and are equipping these forces with the most 
modern weapons.’*

STATE: Secretary Guiles writes: "The Soviet rulers arc on a 
diplomatic defense. The free world now has the diplomatic and 
moral imative. We hope to keep that Imtiatitve.’’

INTERIOR There has been a very marked change in policy
here, particularly in the direction of home rule of natural resources. 
Secretary McKay says that, after 20 years of centralized federal 
monopoly of natural recources policy, the government is giving
the states, communities, and even individual citizens a voice in 
resources development and planning. He urges a partnership plan 
for the government and private enterprise In natural resource 
development, particularly In the field of electric power.

POST OFFICE: Secretary Summerfield states that hit depart­
ment is now saving 91,000.000 a day through more efficient 
management, and will reduce its annual loss by about $440.000 000.

COMMERCE: Secretary Weeks says he opposed the past
philosophy of government “running too many enterprises In 
competition with private industry * From now on, he says, the 
administration "aims to foster business rather than to spoon­
feed business against its wishes."

AGRICULTURE Secretary Benson states that the administra­
tion has been developing farm policies and programs which will
“carry us toward permanent farm prosperity." Past ideas, in his 
visw, “are too restrictive, too defeatist.”

LABOR Secretary Mitchell’s mam point io that labor “is not 
a class apart.” He writes. “The welfare of wage earners can 
md must be promoted with due regard for the national general

HEALTH. EDUCATION, AND WELFARE: Secretary Hobby

praisos the administration’s past achievements in thi« field, par­
ticularly in the matter of administrative Improvement, and pre­
dicta that future developments “will make news.”

TREASURY Secretary Humphrey states his philosophy in these 
vords: "This nation, as the land of opportunity for the young 

. . . cannot long endure as such under the restrictive taxes 
which we inherited. They must be further reduced.”

This is the way the top people in the government have put 
themselves on record. Only timo can tell whether they will 
succeed m their objectives. But the attitude in Washington now, 
in administration circles, is one of quiet confidence.
