A critical report von British com-
mercial and diplomatic activities
may be lald before the senate in
executive session by members of a
five-man inspection committee
which just returned from.a 40,000
mile trip to the worlds’ battle-
fronts,

While committee members de-
clined to discuss publicly this
phase of thelr extensive Inquiries
In the war zones, there were indi-
cations they feel that American
diplomacy and ecenomic activity
are falling far behind that of the
British,

The gist of their complaint, it
was said unauthoritatively, is that
British postwar policies already
are functioning in a practical way
while American representatives
are at a loss to know what this na-
tion's attitude will be on many im-
portant world questions when the
fighting is over,

As a result, the commitice
members were sald to have
found that'the British stand to
reap postwar benefits from
many American lend-lease con-
tributions to other countries.
Senator Brewster (R-Me) sald

the British have had representa-
tives of cabinet rank In intimate
touch with their military leaders
in North Africa and the Middle
East. He sald the American diplo-
matle front s “undergoing some
strengthening that is encourag-
ing," but added that the situation
in India is “mixed up."

Dump Exploded
By Liberators

Powder Stores
Were To Be Used
On MacArthur

ALLIED HEADQUAR-
TERS IN THE SOUTH-
WEST PACIFIC, Sept. 30
(AP)—A huge store of am-
munition which the Japanese
painstakingly had transport-
ed overseas for use against
General MacArthur's advane-
ing New Guinea troops was
exploded Tuesday at Wewak
by Liberator bombers in the
greatest pyhotechnic display
ever seen in the Southwest
Pacific.

This new blow, following by a
day the destruction of more than
60 planes and seven ships at We-
wak, was reported today In a
communique which also announced
that hard fighting Australians
have inched through bitter Japa-
nese resistance to within 600
vards of the main jeity of Finsch-
hafen.

The Japanese utilized 40 fight-
or planes and concenirated bat-
terles of antl-alroraft guns In an
effort to prevent further de-
structlon at Wewak, where ap-
proximately 500 of their aircraft
have been wiped out In Uitle
more than a month.

But the raiders shot down eight
interceptors, added 145 tons of
bombs to the 108 tons dropped
Monday and departed intact while
smoke from the munitions blast
covered the whole Wewak penin-
sula, The fighting caliber of the
opposing pilots-led returning fliers
to believe they were erack navy
airmen rushed In from Rabaul.,

The resultant flames afler the
slorage  depot was hit could be
seen for 60 miles. A large fuel
dump and several supply dumps
also were destroyed.

Nearer the ground fighting at
Finschhafen, Liberators caused
landslide obstructions with 1,000-
pound bombs on the coastal road
south of Madang.

The Finschhafen garrison was
menaced by a force which cross-
ed the Illebe ereek behind the
base and by a force moving
along the coast from Lae., The
defenders were dive-bombed and
shelled by artillery.

In the Solomons, 35 Liberators
and Lightnings hit Japan's big
Kahili airbase on Bougainville
with 600 bombs after which near-
Iy 100 torpedo and divebombers
worked over nearby gun positions.
One of 30 Zeros which attacked
the Liberators was downed and
20 Corsairs and Hellcals got a
second in high altitude fights with
30 more Zeros. One United States
plane crash-landed but the pilot
was saved.

LONDON, Sept. 30 (7 — Three
British war correspondents with
the American Fifth army have
been killed near Niples, It was
announced today. They were list-
ed as A. B. Austin of the London
Daily Herald, Stewart G. Sale of
Reuters News Service and Wil-
liam J, Munday of the Sydney
Morning Herald and the London
News Chronicle.

The British news men were with
the leading units of Lt. Gen, Mark
W. Clark’'s armor advancing upon
Nocera, and it was after they had
seen enemy opposition wiped out
on the outskirts of the town that
they were killed. .

Ironically, the news the cor-
respondents had been killed
reached London only a few hours
after a prophetic story by Aus-
tin had appeared In.today's

Daily Herald under the head-
ing “On the Road to Death.”

“Along the road of dealth we are
driving to the plain of Naples*
the dispatch began.

In New York the magazine
Editor & Publisher sald the deaths
announeed today raised total
British war correspondents deaths
to ten since the war began.

sell for, The possible profit from
the speculative purchase of farm
land in periods of favorable prices
Is seldom worth the worry and
risk of losing all if a severe de-
pression should follow, You'll
remember that many farmers who
speculated in farm land went
broke after the last)war, In addi-
tion, it is well tolremember that
speéculation In farm land Is harm-
ful to agricultura and the natlon.

The fourth job of farmers is to
Invest In war bonds to help the
natlon to bulld financial reserves.
Farmers who are out of debt can

Rainfall Helps
Part Of State

AUSTIN, Sept. 30 UP — Fall
feed crops, pastures and fall and
winter truck crop prospeets have
been greatly benefited by recent
rainfall In south, south eentral and
southwest Texas, the United States
department of agriculture report-
ed today.
Reporting on crop and weather
conditions through Saturday,
Sept. 26, which did not Include the
state's most recent rains, the
USDA noted that precipitation
over the south and southwest and
the Edwards Plateau covered
many localities which had been
missed, and that range feeds will
be vastly benefited.

Harvest of feed crops and cotton
continued through the north and
northwest parts of the state with
dry weather favorable for the
work. In the goutheast coastal
area rice harvest was resumed
during the week, but progress was
slow in most areas due to scarcity
of labor and to recent rains, and
on the high plains, being more
gevere In the cross timbers and
low rolling plains areas,

Weather conditions in the north-
ern part of the state were almost
Ideal for cotton picking and rapld
progress was made. In the south-
ern half of the state most of the
crop had already been plcked, but
rains delayed completion of the
harvest. In the southern portion
of the high plains most of the
erop was open and ready for plek-

Dust Off The Old Family Meat Pot

Navy, lima, kidney and soy
beans, are good meat alternates
and should be used malnly for
that purpose. They are an excel-
lent source of iron, the blood
bullding mineral, of thiamine, the
morale vitamin of ribiflavin, a B
vitamin.

Here are some stick-tosthe-rib
flavorful bean dishes:

LIMA BEAN CHOWDER at-
tributes some of its goodness to
erisp bacon, To serve 6, soak 1
cup of dry lima beans mmllhl
in water to cover by 3 Inches. In
the morning; cover and simmer
untll beans are tender—about 45
minutes, Add 1 teaspoon salt and
14 teaspoon block pepper. Cook
1-3 eup each chopped celery and
onlons, for 8 minutes, in 1-2 cup
chopped salt pork, heated In fry-
ing pan. Pour into the cooked
beans and bean stock, add 1 cup
diced earrots, Cover and cook
slowly about 20 minutes or until
carrots are tender, Add 1 cup
pookel peas and 1-2 teaspoon sug-
ar. Sirumer until steaming. Serve
in hot bowla and top each portion
with aleed cooked bacon, Add
springs of parsley and pass crisp
crackers. Accompany by a cab-
bage apple relish salad and bring
on deep-dish peach ple or blue-
berry cobbler for dessert.

SAVORY BEAN LOAF uses
any cooked dried beans and some
of the abundant tomato crop, Mix
together 2 cups cooked beans, 1
cup soft bread or bolled rice, 1
teaspoon salt, 2 tablespoons each
chopped onions, green peppers
and parsley, 1-3 teaspoon paprika,
1 teaspoon sugar, 2 eggs, beaten,
3 tablespoons melted margarine
or butter and 2-3 cup tomatoes.
Pour into greased loal pan and
bake an hour in moderate oven.
Baste the loaf 3 times with 2
tablespoons margarine and 1
tablespoon catsup added to 1-3
cup bolling water. Serve this loaf
unmolded and cut in sliced. Pass
any preferred brown or herb-flav-
ored sauce,

Dry beans need to cook from
45 minutes to 1 1-2 hours. Soy-
beans require about 2 hours for
cooking. Never add soda to
cooking beans as that would
cause loss of vitamins,

A
waste of our food resources now
may prolong the war and will
cause the death of thousands upon
thousands of American boys.”

The same thing Is true of the
gasoline supply, so vital to the
progress of the war machine
abroad. Every sale of a gas ra-
tlon stamp has been rightly called
a “stab in the back, not only of
clvilians, but soldiers.”

Many Americans are aware of
these dangers. But too many still
are seriously sabotaging the war
effort through their black-market
transactions.

“titude will comeé to the Depart=

ment of State, not on the basis of
what has happened to date but
what happens from now on.

The State Department building,

—flanking the White-House-on-the

west, is a relic of the last cen-
tury. It's a gray, towering rococ-
co firestrap. It's the oldest-fash-
ioned government bullding in
Washington and the department it
houses was the same way when we
were plunged into war.

None of our government struc-
ture, our Army, Navy, or State De-
partment was totally prepared for
global war,

When President Roosevelt start-
ed looking around for men and
agencles on which to place the
responsibllities of our relation-
ship with forelgn nations in this
struggle, he bypassed the State
Department almost completely.
The Board of Economic Warfare,
many phases of lenddease, the Of-
fice of Coordinator of Inter-
American Affairs, foreign relief
and rehablliation, part of the Re-
construction Finance Corporation,
forelgn propaganda (now under
OWD, and several other activities
all normally would have been
State Department activities,

The hidebound structure of the
State t couldn't pos-

_ sibly be stretched to include these
activities.

New agencies had to be
set up outside, with Secretary of
State Hull and his staff never em-
ploying more than certain advis-
ory and veto powers.

That some sort of a blow-up
was coming seemed inevitable to
many observers, but that it was
coming within the department
wasn't quite so clear, The differ-
ences between Secretary Hull and
his long~time under - secretary,

For State Deparifment

Sumner Welles, were fundamen-
tal. Primarily they are the differ-
ences between a log-cabin states-
man- who-has-given the best part-
of his life to purely domestic af-
fairs and a polished graduate of
Groton and Harvard who has de-
votéd his —entire career to the
{rock-conteddiplomacy  which—is
bound up in generations of State
Department tradition.

Nor was there ever any doubt
when the showdown came which
man would have to go. To sacri-
flee and court the enmity of a
man who commands the public
and Congressional respect that
Sceretary Hull does would have
beén an unthinkable Administra-
tion error.

1t is; perhaps, unfortunate that
elther had to go, It's well known
here that Roosevelt and Welles
were closer than the Presider..
ever was with his Secretary of
State. They think allke, with
minds tutored in the same schools
and same soclety. It's a foregone
conclusion that the President will
at least urge Welles to undertake
some important task for him.

That, however, is mostly water
under the bridge. The point is,
ean Secretary Hull reorganize his
department’ to meet the great
global jobs ahead? Can he ab-
sorb enough of those mew agen-
cles and the better talents that
they have brought out to bring
the reins of our world affairs once
more back into the State Depart-
ment?

Some steps already have been
taken, but it can't be called a
trend yet. Some of the best minds
in forelgn affairs in Congress are
positive that a lot of deadwood
will have to be ripped out and
new timbers put in, if the State
Department is to stand up under
the strain of world affairs now

being piled upon us.

The political problem (s being
handled by General Dwight Elsen.

There was questioning at home
here last fall when the Allles in-
vaded North Afriea and dealt with
Vichy's Admiral Darlan. But now
frank dispatches coming through
from AP Correspondent Edward
Kennedy in southern Italy say
that there:

The Itallan government of
Premier Badoglio seems ' detler-
mined to force itself upon the
United Natlons as an ally but
American and British troops are
unenthusiastic about welcoming
the Itallans in arms,

The Eighth army news demands
that the Italians be not treated as
allies but be made to “pay the
price of their folly” in following
Mussolini and fighting the Allies.

Officers of the Allied Military
Government of occupled terri-
torles (AMG) who went to Italy
to administer the sountry have
found their organizatlon side-
tracked while Itallans control eivil
power and they are resentful of
the situation.

radlo to urge Ttallan opposition to
the Germans, The Allled govern-
ments, however, long since proms
ised all freed peoples that they
would be allowed to choose thelr

But at the same “Free Italy”
