And it is on hio policies and 
philosophy of governm ent th a t the Dem ocrats m ust cen te r, much 
of the ir fl re.

A t one tim e there was a feeling  in Republican ranks th a t tho 
President wasn't aggressivs enough. It  was w idely said th a t he 
wasn't doing much of a fob M pushing his am bitious legislative  
program . In  tom e respects hi« press relations w eren ’t  too happy. 
Some Congressmen of his p arty  had about deeded th a t he w ouldn't
