The amendment would increase the amount the State Legislature 
can appropriate for old age assistance from 34 million to 42 million 
dollars; and secondly, it would require the Legislature to enact I 
laws under which the names of recipients of public assistance would ! »he would contact tin- museum 
be available to the public. wh* '  th *> ,h,nk

Naturally, the uppermost question in the minds of m o« people ' *** ! •****• , 
is, "how much will the increase amount to each per»on on the 
assistance rolls?*’

The last annual report of the State Department of Public Welfare 
indicates that little. If any. addition would be made to th# monthly' 
payments received by those now on the rolls. In the fiscal year 
1*43. the full amounts of grants, determined by the depirtment dn 
the basis of individual need, were paid except In one month; and 
the reduction in that month amounted to 24 cents per person for 
recipients of eld age assistance and aid to the blind.

Approximately one out of seven m the old age assistance group 
rocoives the maximum of 444 per month. This maximum is not 
increased by the proposed amendment. Better than one Out of 
flvo recipients of aid to the blind and better than one Out of fivo 
recipients of aid to dependent children are already receiving the 
maximum,
