ABOUT EM PLO YM EN T

L A T E L Y  T H E R E  has boon a grsat deal of discussion about tbo
employment situation, with the emphasis on unemployment. As
IS inevitable in such m atters, much of tho talk seome to have 
generated more heat than light, and hae tended to create  an
erroneous or distorted view.

This is not to  deny the ta c t that there is unemployment. Recent 
figures indicate 270,000 out of work In Michigan, which is one of 
tho big surplus-labor areas in the nation. Much of this unemploy­
ment is due to seasonal shutdowns m tho automotive industry 
L ate reports also indicate full-time unemployment in IUmo«e at 
150.000. To take another esam plc, sales of coal have dropped, 
and again the unemployed rolls show the trend. But Such events 
are  not reflections of the whole picture, and m tho caeee m en­
tioned there ie real hope th at changee for the bettor are coming.

S ecretary  of Labor Mitchell recently wrote a review of labor's
status which appeared in a number of largo dailies. It contains 
some highly interesting facts and opinions, and it may help to 
correct a number of misconceptions.

Mr. Mitehell begins by stating that "the working men and women 
of A m enea are  doing w elt." P er the past two years, production Noe 
w orkers have averaged $70 a week. In Septembar. the average  
reached $71 .BE. tho Highest level for that month in hiatory. Take- 
home pay— the amount the worker actually gets a f t tr  all the pay­
roll deductions are made— also reached a new high of 444.7S in 
September

Then the secretary  observed that "this is not the full story Of 
our progress'—obviously, if prices had continued to show Sub­
stantial increases, the mere wage figures would have small moan­
ing. But. for two years, prioos have shown a remarkable degree Pf 
stability. Se our -real w ages’ -Our actual purchasing power—  
have risen, too.

Mr. Mitchell does not minimi IS unemployment—tho governm ent, 
he writes, is taking ait possible steps to reduce it. But ho po'nts 
Out that, while there are fust over 3.000.000 unemployed. 42.000.- 
000 people are employed Me writes, “ f believe that In Our na­
tional concern over the welfare of the mdividttai worker this em  
ployment side of the picture has received too Nttle attention

pert men t It maintains t.TOO employment offices, and last year
these helped place 14.000.000 men end women in joke It works w-th 
both labor and m anagem ent, promoting training to fit people for 
highar skilled |Obe It has instigates factory safety program s which 
have produced striking rsoults. It enforces tho wage and hour laws 
ft oellects and publishes ail manner ef facte end information about 
Jbbe. To gu sts him once more. “ In the labor departm ent, wo take 
very seriously our mandate from congreos to prom ote, develop, 
and footer tho w elfare of the wage earners of tho United States,. 
T e us this means all the wage earnero—orgamsod and unorganised ”
