Certain deductions can be taken before you arrive a t your adjusted 
gross Income, from which you can still deduct 10% a s  a  standard

other deductions.

For example, s  business man can 
deduct hi* reasonable and neceeeary 
eiprnses for travel that keeps htni 
away from hi* home city overnight 
before arriving at his adjusted 
gross Income So can an employee 
when traveling for his employer 
Thie waa true under the old law 
and remains In effect.

The employee was at a disadvan­
tage. however, when deducting other 
eipensee In connection with hi* 
work These could not be treated 
the «ante way—unless they were re 
Ini burned by hte employer (In which 
case, the reimbursement would be 
counted a* Income).

Kven If you don't use your car 

for business, there are  still some 
deductions you can take If yoa 
don't use the standard deduction or 
tax table. For example: state and 
local salsa taxes on purrhaeea of 
car, auto registration fee. state 
gaeollne tax, and losses from aa 
accident not due to your "willful 
negligence" and not covered by 
Insurance.

H om e O w n er D eduction»
If you parrhaaed a home during 

l>&4 you probably agreed with the 
previous owner on a schedule of 
adjustment* for taxes. Insurance, 
water rates, and sim ilar Items Un­
der the old law you were not al­
lowed to deduct any of Iho property 
taa If It waa a  Ilea on tbo toiler 
a t the time of sale.

The new law aaye: you and tho 
previous owner ran deduct thte tax 
In proportion to the number of days 
of the property tax year that each 
of you held the property—whether 
or not you agreed to apportion tho 
tax. You are considered to  have paid 
your sbare of the ta s  when you 
bought the home This applies to 
any other real estate you may hava 
purchased

Other deductions for a  home 
owner Include: the Interest portion 
of your mortgage payments, real 
estate taa paid directly or through 
th* bank. Interest on FHA homo 
Improvement loans and other loans, 
and damage caused by fire o r other 
casualty.

If you sold your home a t a  profit 
In 115* read the tax Instractlona 
carefully to see how you can avoid 
tax by building or purchasing a 
boms coating no leas than th* net 
proceeds of tho sals of yoar former 
home.
