If you had happened to be alone 
or. an Island somewhere with­
out tho benefit of a calendar -  
you would never have known that 
Monday was the first day of 
spring

Spring-like weather had been 
present in the area most of the 
[wist two or three weeks. But 
Monday, that fatal first day of 
spring, was different.

A cold front blew in Sunday 
night, dropping the temperature 
from a warm 70 of Sunday uftei - 
noon to a low of 14 degrees in 
Mcls*an early Monday morning.

Snow flurries startl'd during 
the night and continued through­
out Monday morning. The wind 
was somewhat severe, along with 1 
the snow, and that made it teem 
even more cold. The blowing i 
snow did not register enough 
moisture on the official gauge of • 
Pete Fulbnght, local weather ob- j  
server, for measuring purposes, : 
however. The snow was of the ; 
"dry" type, but the moisture did , 
help to settle the dust.

Slill One-third 
O f Autos in State 
Not Yet Inspected

With but on* month remain­
ing in the current motor vehicle 
Inspection period during which 
motorists must get their autos 
inspected, Col. Homer Gerrteon 
Jr, director of the Tesae De­
partment of Public Safety, thi* 
wees issued an appeal to one- 
third of the state'* car owner* 
who have not yet complied with 
the law.

"There le Just one month 
remaining," Garrtaon said, “ in 
which about one-third of tho 
ear owner* in Tesae must have 
their vehicle« inspected if they 
see to continue operating them 
on tho streets and highways."

According to information re­
ceived by ihe Gray County 
eha|»tcr, the vaccine will not 
necessarily have to be proved 
100 per cent satisfactory, but 
will have to be proved helpful 
in preventing the dreaded dis­
ease of polio

If the vaccine Is lieen* d. the 
shots will In- given in McLean 
as aoon aa the supply allocated 
hen- arrive*. Brforc student* 
are inoculated, however, parent* 
will have to request the service. 
The student* of the first and 
aecond grades, both here and at 
Alanreed, will take requests 
home to their parents, the par­
ent* must sign ami return these 
requests before the vaccine will 
be admimsteri'd. In Ihe nearly 
two million test* made to date, 
there lias been no read ion to the 
shots.

A meeting will lie held within 
the next few day* to determine 
the routine to he adopted here 
in tlm giving ot the shots Ac­
tually, all vaccine will be ad-

The officials hope to admin­
ister the three shots to each 
child prior to the loosing of 
school. This means that the 
first si tot will have to be given 
on or before April 15. the »--oond 
one week taler, and the third and 
final »hot exarily one month 
after that Alanreed student* 
will be hraught to McLean for 
their shots.

Dr Joe Gates, reeently ap­
pointed county health officer, 
will be In charge of the county 
program. The vaccine will be 
shipped to the State Health De- 
fuirtment from national head­
quarters; this supply will be for 
the entire "fate. The state de­
partment will then ship each 
county its supply. Thi* proced­
ure will he used only, ot course. 
If the vaccine is approved and 
licensed.

In the tests last year, enough 
vaccine for two million shot* was 
left over. The national founda­
tion ordered an additional 25 
million shots, making a total of 
27 million the amount necessary 
to administer (he three shots to 
each ot nine million praple.

help establish markets for the produce from these herds.

It has long been the objective of Hereford aseociations, the 
angut associations, and all the rest of the var.au» breed aseocia­
tions, to better their animals, to produce more meat at a cheaper 
rate. The new association would work with all types of breeders 
associations m record hoepmg. etc., to enable the cattle growers 
of America to put out more beef at a lower price and still retain 
high quality.

IN 1955 CENSUS

A total of 4(50 were enumerated I 
in the annual census o f school- 
age children of the Mol-can In­
dependent School District. The 
census was recently completed 
and released through the office 
of B. R. Nuckola. county super­
intendent.

The number of children in the 
district showed a slight decrease 
from the 467 counted in 1954, 
Nuckols explained.

Pampas district was the only 
one in Gray County sliowlng much 
increase That district showed 
an increase o f .161 school-age 
children. Pampa now has 5,120 
children of the proper ages (6 
through 17), as compared with 
4.759 in 1954

The I-efor* school district enum­
erated almost the same .358 this 
year as compared to 359 one 
year ago
