TO  THE CREDIT OF THE SENATE
The Senate was urged to extend the provisions of 

the minimum w age law  to certain enterprises, including 
retailing, which have been exempt every since the law 
was first passed in 1938. It is to the credit o( the Senate 
that it did not do so, and that the exemptions are re 
tamed in the bill it passed this session.

Retailing is a purely local enterprise every store 
must compete locally, ana it will succeeJ or fail as it 
meets varying local de res and needs Retailing also 
has employment opportunities for numbers of unskilled 
people wltose services are of relatively small value, but 
w ho can gain experience that will qualify them for 
better paying jobs in the future If *he cost of this 
marginal labor was artifically forced up by law , retail­
ers w ould have no choice save to pare employment to 
the utmost. The people harmed would be those the
m inim um  w age is supposed to help.

SUPPOSE THE PO STM AN W O U L D N ’T SERVE YO U !
There has been much discussion of the preference 

clause m laws relating to the saie of government pro­
duced (which means tax-subsidised) electric power. But 
m any people don t know |ust prhat this involves, or 
realise how indefensible it is.

Under the preference clause, government electricity 
must firxi be offered to publicly owned distribution 
systems and only w hat they don t want, if ony, can 
be sold to the taxpaying, publicly-regulated investor- 
ow ned utilities. Thus, 20 per cent of electric consumers 
— the customers of the socialised systems get first 
opportunity. The 80 per cent w ho are patrons of in­
vestor owned utilities are pushed aside, though they do 
have the privilege of putting up the tax money that 
makes preference electricity possible

In print.pie, that s exoctly as if the post office hod a 
rule whereby each postman gave preference to a certain 
small group of people on a route and served the rest 
of us only if he happened to have any time left.
