ELECTRICITY BRINGS 

THE PASTURE TO THE COW
Fantastic, No? Latest inno­
vation of the application of 
e le c tr ic  pow er a c tu a lly  
brings the pasture to the 
cow, and dairymen in many 
sections of Texas are using 
the machine for supple­
mental feeding. The magic 
equipment is a cereal grain 
“ incubator” which grows 
grass 6 to 8 inches in six 
days.
Secret of the installation, 
called a Herbagere machine,

is in the use of electric heat 
pumps for accurate temper­
ature control and a practical 
application of hydroponics. 
Hydroponics is the cultiva­
tion of plants by plactng the 
roots in liquid nutrient 
rather than in soil.
The cereal grains are pre­
soaked, allowed to drain, 
then put in trays and racked 
like a file cabinet. With 
proper control of heat, hu­
midity, light, and chemically

treated water, seeds are
sptoutrd and a plrcnomenal 
growth is completed in six
da>s.
The experience of dairymen 
using  this ma ch i ne  has  
shown that 20 pounds per 
day per cow will increase 
milk production from 10 to 
20 percent and butterfat 
content 2 to 3 points. Cost 
of the forage has been from 
S8 to $12 per ton. Annual 
production in a 40 cow unit 
equals that of 80 acres of 
farm land, the plantings are 
spaced to yield 800 pounds 
of forage daily.
IJI a n k e n s h i p D a i r y ,  
Amarillo, is putting a 12 by 
20 foot machine through its 
paces at this time. This ma­
chine has 120 trays with 5 
grain baskets per tray; it 
produces grass for 40 head 
and will produce over 140 
tons of gt ass per year.

The "Listening Post section of Newsweek magazine 

finds that the Senate invesfigar on of labor racketeenng 
has given great impetus to proposed laws, both federal 
and state, designed to prevent abuses in the future. It 
also finds that there is markedly increasing sentiment 
for the right to work law, which outlaws compulsion 
and puts union membership on a strictly voluntary 
basis. As on example, it cites Idaho, where earlier this 
year such a law passed the House but met narrow de­
feat m the Senate, and sayV A number of legislators 
feel it would pass hands down if brought to a vote 
today.”

Actually, the right-to woik law is the really basic re 
form that is neded. No longer could union officials 
force a man to join and pay dues or starve. They 
would have to sell their ervices on the basis of 
merit. This would inevitably make for better unions, 
with more responsible and efficient executive and ad 
ministrative staffs, and it would do more than any other 
single thing to get rief of the crook, the exploiter, and 
the labor dictator.
