POETIC JUSTICE
Business Week reports: ’ Since the nation s makers 

of farm equipment began feeling the recession earlier 
than most in the hardgoods field, it s only poetic justice 
that they can now descry some ¿unis of hope m their 
future. The article goes on to say that employment 
in the industry has been holding up well, that dealers 
have found keen farmer interest m new products, and 
that most of the manufacturers expect 1958 sales to 
equal last year's and that some even anticipate an im 
provement.

As a general rule, the dealers stock farm equipment 
m the first quarter of a year and make deliveries to 
the buyers in the second So we will soon know
whether or not this attitude of hopefulness is well- 
founded However, it i$-difficult to see how the long 
term trend in the industry can be anything but favor 
able With today s inflated labor costs, mechanized 
farming is an absolute necessity and that goes for 
the family farm, which remains the bockbone of ogri 
culture, as well as the big corporation-type farms.

Business Week fells of some of the improved ma 
chines Combines ore now offered which cut swaths 16 
to 18 feet wide, as ogamst last years 14 to 16 feet 
Planters and cultivators can work six rows at a time 
msted of four. So it goes down the list.

Farm machinery can t be judged by the price tog 
alone The big foctors are how much time, money and 
labor it can save the farmer m his operations. Judged 
by that sound criteria, the persent offerings are A  I 
buys.

IS FREEDOM A DEAD DUCK?
It is heaitening to report that there has been a vast 

omount of protest over a ruling of the Internal Revenue 
Service concerning certain institutional advertising ploced

by the taxpaying electric utility companies of the country. 
This advertis'ng, in general, has presented the private 
enterprise side of the power question as against the 
socialized power side. And the IRS said that it could 
not be regarded as a legitimate business expense in 
making tax returns.

A  typical view is found in a resolution passed by the 
Southern Newspaper Publishers Association: ", . . such 
a ruling . . .  is a threat to freedom of speech, freedom 
of the pfess, and freedom to communicate, and this 
ruling infringes upon the constitutional rights of inde 
pendent power companies, other businesses and individ­
uals, and is a violation of the fundamental principles 
upon which this country was founded and which have 
made it flourish under economic, political and social 
freedom “

Editor Jack W Gore of the Ft Lauderdale, Fla., Daily 
News, reprinted that statement and added: "If the 
private power companies can be penalized in this fashion 
then any private industry, including the press, can be 
throttled in much the same way. In other words, the 
federal government can propagandize the people all 
its wants to and even use our own money against us 
to accomplish its ends. But free enterprise, threatened 
by government encroachment into its field of business 
endeavor, can t take its case to the people and treat 
the cost as a legitimate business expense."

If taxation can be used as a weapon to prevent the 
ainng of the views of any business or group, we can
write freedom off os a dead duck in this country.

THE MEAT SITUATION
Meat has been in comparatively short supply and, 

consequently, prices have risen. Growers are building 
up their herds and so are marketing fewer animals.

This matter prompted an interesting editorial obser­
vation m the Portland Oregonian. It pointed out that 
Department of Agriculture experts ore afraid that meat 
producers may expand their breeding stocks too rap­
idly, and thus bring on a meat oversupply accompanied 
by plummeting prices about two years from now. Then 
the Oregonian said "The ideal would be for producers 
to send |ust enough animals to market to maintain fair 
prices but not to boost them to the point where con­
sumers will rebel. . . . But stringent controls would 
be necessary to ochieve such a situation, and this no 
one desires. Government controls and price supports 
have complicated other phases of agriculture. Cattle 
growers have got along without them and so they 
should continue, even though steaks are high now and 
may be cheap two years from now."

Meat moves in a free market. Like any free market 
commodity, meat prices wiil vary drastically on occasion. 
But one thing is sure— in the long run both producers 

I and consumers get a fair price break. Another point 
needs mention here. Despite price increases, the av­

erage worker earns enough money in 29 minutes to 
, buy a pound of round steak today as compared with 
36 minutes in 1948.

Recent research into the body's use of fa ts  indicates tha t certain 
kinds of fa t may be essential not only to produce energy but to sup­
port body chemistry very much a« vitamin* do. In fact, such faU  
have been called “essential fatty  acids,” and they a re  even being 
incorporated in m ulti-vitamin and mineral form ulas for older per­
sons and children. * --- ---------

suggest the importance of these 
fa tty  acids was D r.A nld Hanson, 
a professor of pediatrics a t  the 
University of Texas School of 
Medicine. Dr. Hansen, who has 
been studying fa tty  acids for 
y e a rs , re cen tly  re p o r te d  th a t  
m other's milk is much richer in 
one of these substances than  is 
cow's milk. Noting th a t certain  
skin conditions seen in in fan ts 
may result from a lack of es­
sential fa tty  acids. Dr. Hansen 
suggested th a t it is desirable for 
in fan t form ulas to contain as 
much of them as breast milk.

, Another sim ilar study carried 
out in New Jersey indicated th a t 
asthm a in children may. in sosne 
rases, be relieved by addition of 
the essential fa tty  acids to the 
diet. Since these — like the corn 
oil, peanut oil and Ash oils which 
a re  the best sources -  a re  un ­
pleasant to take day a fte r  day, 
pharm aceutical m anufacturers 
nave incorporated them in cap­
sules for easier adm inistration. 
One such capsule, called Lenic, 
has been formulated to contain 
eleven v itam ins, ten  m inera ls  
and appreciable amounts of all 
five easei. tlal fa tty  acids.

I One of the most interesting 
a reas of research relates to the 
possible role of unsaturated  fa tty  
acids In prevention of heart dia-

Recause of these prelim inary 
Andings, there ia a t  present in­
tense research in pharm aceutical 
laboratories directed toward de­
term ining precisely how the body 
usee f a t  The liver plays a very 
im portant role in absorption of 
fa t from the intestine* and a  
number of complicated chemical 
processes are involved In bring­
ing fa t out ef the tissues where 
it is stored and transporting  it 
through the bloodstream to areas 
where it ia burned to produce 
energy.

On.- recommendation made by 
a ll d o c to rs  co n ce rn ed : o v e r­
weight persons should cut down 
Uieir fi»«l intake, but should not 
exclude from their diet any of the 
factors needed fo r nutritional 
balance. These element* include 
protein, carbohydrate and fat.

While pharm aceutical compan­
ies are  pursuing this complex 
area of research, there is one
