Leros Falls To German Invaders

Aerial Forays
Heavily Damage !
Enemy Posfs

ALLIED HEADQUAR-

ALGIERS, Nov. 17 (AP)—
U. 8. heavy and medium
bombers in a double-ply blow
ripped up two nazi airfields
near Marseille yesterday, and
other bomber fleets cracked
again at German objectives

in Greece and Yugoslavia, it
was announced today,

On the Italian land. front, mud,
rain and snow bogged activities,
but American troops Iin one brisk
patrol actlon regained some high
ground on Monte Santa Croce
north of Venafro which they had
lost Monday.

American Flylng Forlresses
knocked down 12 out of 25 to 30
defending German fighters over
he air base at Istres Le Tube near
Marseille, where the nazis have
soncentrated bombers against Al-
lied Mediterranean shilpping.

L~ Many grounded bombers were left
in flames, and large fires and ex-
plosions sowed over the field.

The fortresses hit Istres Te
Tube shorily alter noon. Fifteen
minutes later, U85, Marauders
escorled by P-38 Lightnings be-
gan showering bombs on the
nearby airfield at Salon. They
downed one German fighter, hit
grounded aireraft and possibly
an ammunition dump.

Hundreds of miles to the east,
other medium bombers from Ital-
ian bases again battered the Elevsis
airfield at Athens, starting 10
{fires, Another force of mediums
attacked Sibenik harbor in Yugo-
slavia, while Tighter-bombhers ham-
mered a 300-foot vessel near An-
cona, Italy, and a smaller ship
near Groltammare,

For the third consecutive day,
the Italian {ront line remained
virtually unchanged, rounding out
a week in which Allded gains have
been measur:d in yards instead
of miles.

Snow falls in the higher
mountain areas hampered move-
ment of men and supplies.

Near the western coast, British
troops intercepted an enemy pa-
trol which crossed the Garigliano
river, shooting it up badly, In an-
other aptrol clash on the mountain
road beyond Rionero in ‘central
Italy, more than a dozen German
prisoners were seized.

Forts Have
Done Damage

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS,
Alglers, Nov. 17 (#) — U. 8, Fly-
ing Fortresses in their first year
of operations in the north African
Lheatre destroyed or damaged
1,348 enemy planes, and dropped
26,101 tons of bombs on enemy
targets in Tunisia, Libya, Sicily,
Sardinia, Pantelleria, Italy,
France and Grecce.

An official announcement {o-
day said that 87 fortresses were
lost from all causes, and that the
losses amounted to only 67/100ths
of one per cent of total sorties,

The big planes, operating
under command of Brig, Gen. J.
H. Atkinson of Dalhart, Tex.,
were credited with shootling down
775 enemy planes, probably des-
troying 294, and damaging 279
more since they made their first
bombing raid from a morth Afri-
can base Nov. 16, 1842,

Statistics compiled by LL. Her-
man W. Bandel, Poriage, Monlt,
slatistical officer at bomber head-
quariers, disclosed that one veter-
an forfress group In 117 missions
had flown a total mileage equiva-
ient to 65 trips around the world.

The fortresses had their big-
gest day June 10 when they un-
loaded 673 tons of bombs on Pan-
telleria Island. The heaviest
single raid was on Rome's rall-
way yards when 436 tons of
bombs were dropped. ’

Tom Turkey Will Be
Missing Thanksgiving

CHICAGO, Nov. 17 (/ — Tom
Turkey, the big bird that is sym-
bolic of the holiday dinner, will
be missing from many of the na-
tion's dinner tables on Thanksgiv-
ing.

Although this year's turkey
crop is only slightly smaller than
in 1942, trade experts -said today
wartime faviors have created a
unique situation and many large
cities, and most of the eastern
states, will find the turkey sup-
ply limited.

However, they reported the sup-
ply of chickens is plentiful and
turkeys will be easier to obtain
for Christmas and New Year's.
They saild the supply of ducks and
geese was only fair,
—The- 1843 turkey crop—totalod
33,060,000 birds and about one-
tenth, or approximately 36,000,000
pounds, have been consigned to
men in the armed forces, But the
demand for turkeys has been
heavier this year, tradesmen said.

Russian forces pushed west from their bridgehead on the Spzh
river north of Gomel, while other units struck beyond the Dnieper
south of the city, broadening their wedge below Rechitsa; an important

The Russian push In the Uk-
raine, meanwhile, though slowed
dowrl by adverse weather and stiff
German counteratiacks, particu-
larly In the Zhitomir and Fastov
sectors, continued to edge toward
Korosten, the rall junction con-
trolling traffic or. the Leningrad-
Odessa and Kiev-Warsaw rallways.

(A Reuters dispateh from Mos-
cow said the German hold on
Korosten had been further weak-
ened by severance of the third of !
six rail lines converging there.
The dispalch added that Gomel
was being heavily shelled by Rus-
sian field guns and that the city
was cirtually isolated.)

One Red army column, a Rus-
slan communique sald, already
had reached Turchenka, 14
miles south of Korosten, A sec-
ond coming In from the south-
cast captured Chepovichi, 15
miles away, and a third was at
Obikhodi, 15 miles northeast of

Korosten and within 13 miles of
the north-south Odessa-Lenin-
grad railway.

More than 1,000 Germans were
slain in the triple drive on Koro-
sten and 60 towns were liberated
by Gen, Nikolai Vatutin's forces,
the communique announced. Great
quantities of war material fell to
the advancing troops, it added.

The Red army columns batter-
ing the defenses of Gomel, having
cut the Gomel-Kalinkovichi rail
line yesterday, were driving to-
ward the latter stronghold, which
is still another rall junction im-
portant to the enemy supply set-
up.

Grown-ups — worry about chil-
dren's nerves 'when it's often their
own that are making the trouble,
Nearly always If a child's mother
Is courageous and sensible, a child
can fake wartime excitement and
anxiety gquite in his stride.

Frequently parents ask whether
they should permit thelr children
a constant diet of war and
radio, in the movies, magazines
often belligerent play with each
other, With father away and per-
haps in danger, such games often
seem shocking to grown-ups.

“Zoom, goom, zoom, I'm a dive
bomber,” cries Martin, “and ['ve
dived on you so you're dead, and
your -whole family and everybody
are dead, dead, dead!™

“I'm not either,” retorts five-
year-old Edith, ™I caught your old
plane by the tail and I pulled you
out and I stuck buth your eyes out
50 you couldn’t see o shoot,”

“Stop it, stop it'" cr:es maother.

But it goes right on and it's
bound to go on. Children have al-
ways dramatized In their play
whatever catches their attention
in life as it is lived around them;
today the spotlight is inevitably
on war, Violence, bloodshed, ad-
venture and killing, even in peace-
time, hold young minds spell-
bound.

However much their play may
distress their elders,—who -

get these things, children's con-
cern with fighting and conquering
is all too apparent.

Most children can stand a heavy

diet of these things, Most will
come threagh them no more in
love with war and fighting, no
more Imbued with hate—perhaps’
even less so—than children whose |
angry and violent wishes have

been earelully repressed and pret-
Lifled,

There arc ceriain children, how-
ever, who are especially timid and
fearful and for whom every new
experlence spells danger. ‘These
are not necessarily nbnormal ehil-
drén, but they are those for whom
the process of growing up is hard-

jer than for most,

These are the children who, war
or no war, are likely to wake at
night In terror. Perhaps they do
not even know what frighlens
them, L)r perhaps they say It is
“lions™ kldnappcn " "thundor-
storms” or “a greal big man with |

Mothers Asked To
Preserve Families

AUSTIN, Nov. 17 (#)—Mothers
tempted to over-indulge in aectivi-
ties outside the home were ecalled
upon today to guard against the
many-sided forces of war that are
attacking homes and families.

The speaker was D, Alige Sow-
ers, director of the family life in-
stitute of the University of Okla-
homa, before the Texas Congress
of Parents and Teachers in the
opening session of its annual econ-
vention,

“It i= important that mothers
consider the care of their families
and the companionship with them
as important contributions to the
home front during wartime, and
that they keep this In mind when
considering dutles which require
them to spend many hours outside
the home,” she sald.

“This does not mean that moth-
ers must remain at home all the
time x x x but it does mean that
today, when children are feeling
more insecure than many adults
realize, parents need to determine
its effect upon each member of
the famlily.”

She urged, for example, that
dinner not be allowed to degeper-
ate into a “sort of lupeh wagen
affair" despite the inability to ob-
tain pald help and because mother
is busy and father ls absent, Ew-

1o malntain tamily unity, she said:

WASHINGTON—Despite brave
comments to the contrary, demo-
cratie political clrcles here were
shocked at results of the off-year
elections.

The most stunning blow, of
course, was the loss of the gov-
ernorshlp in Kentucky. The elec-
tion of Simeon S. Willls marked
the fifth time In history and the
first time since the elections of
1927, when republicans were rid-
ing the erest of prosperity and
Coolidge, that this important bor-
der state has repudiated the
democratie party.

However, there were other im-
portant results: the huge ma-
Jority Republican Joe R. Hanley
piled up over William N, Haskell,
who was backed both by the dem-
ocrats and the American Labor
party for the New York licutenant
governorship; the fallure of the
once powerful democratic Hague
machine to stem the republican
tide in New Jersey; the plurality
of more than 63,000 for republi-
¢an Mayor Bernard Samuel over
William C. Bullitt, in Philadelphia,
where the G.O.P. won only by a
nostril in the 1942 elections. (

What does it all mean? I have
talked to a dozen political observ-
ers here and the answer Is almost
invarlably: “Nothing that hasn't
‘been known all along.”

What they intend to convey Is
that the republican trend that
started somewhere after the 1036
elections is still under way; that
it is almost certain to result in
the election of a republican housé
of representatives next year and
further inroads Into the demo-
cratic senate; but that It means
litle in the presidential race in
1044 if the democratic nominee Is
Franklin D. Roosevelt.

As a matter of fact, there are
a good many republicans here
who privately agree with Leon
Henderson's observation: Presi-
