The long-«waited special 
finance teuton of the Texas 
Legislature hat been called for 
10 a .m . June 14.

Gov. Preston Smith tuued 
the proclamation last week, 
stating repeatedly he plant to 
present a 1973 budget which 
will require no new taxes.

The govemor.who hat Implies 
he would veto a tax bill, tatd 
he does not think lawmakers 
can pau one without his plac- 
In 4 the subjecy of revenue on 
the special teuton agenda.

Under the proclamation. 
Smith will allow legislators to 
consider "such other subjects 
as the governor may submit 
from tune to tim e."

However, he made clear he 
does not plan to open the call 
to any other business until the 
1973 budget--financing state 
operations from Sept. 1. 1972- 
August 31. 1973--Is finally 
patted.

Smith vetoed all 1973 fiscal 
year appropriations adopted by 
the legislature during the 1971 
regular teuton. In anticipation 
of more federal aid that never 
was received), the legislature 
did not enact a 1973 welfare 
budget--which, made a spec la 
teuton Inevitable even without 
the governor s veto.

A proposes sa te  officials'

When time permits, 90 to • tornado cellar, cava or underground excavation which should have en sir ou*l»l 
to help equalise the air prassura. It should be kept fit for use. frea from water, gas or debris; and pr»*- 
ably equippad with pick and shovel. THERE IS N O  UNIVERSAL P R O TE C TIO N  A G A IN S T  TORNADOES 
EXCEPT U N D ER G R O U N D  EX C A V A TIO N S .

If you are in open country:
1. Move at right angles to the tornado's path. Tornadoes usually move ahead at about 25 to A0 rniles 

per hour.

2. If thoro is no timo to etcapo. lie flat in tha naarast depression such es a ditch or ravina.

If in a city or town.
1. Sook inside shelter, preferably in a strongly reinforcad building. STAY A W A Y  F R O M  W IN D O W S-

2. In homas: Tha cornor of tho basamont toward tha tornado usually offars greatost safaty. particularly * 
frama houses. People in houses without basements can somatimas ba protacted by taking cover u 
haavy furnitura against intid# walls. Doors and windows on tha sidas of tha housa away from tha ♦orn 
may ba opanad to holp raduce damaga to the building.

3. Stending against tha inside waft on a lower floor of an offica building offers some protection.

IV If In schools:
1. In city areas: If school building is of strongly roinforcod construction, stay insida, away ,̂om 

remain naar an insida wall on tha lower floors when possible. A V O ID  A U D ITO R IU M S  AND 
N ASIUM S with Urge, poorly-supported roofs!

2. In rurel schools thet do not heve strongly reinforced construction, romovo children end t#ache-t *0 
ravine or ditch if storm shelter is not eveiUble.

V If In factories and Industrial plants:
On receiving a tornado warning, a lookout should ba posted to keep safety officials advised of the 
approach. Advance preparation should be made for moving workers to sections of tho plant o • "9 
greatest protection.
