No. 1. The Constitutional 
amendment to provide for 
annual regular sessions of the 
legislature: and to provide 
ap Minn. 1 salary of $15,000 
and per diem for the members 
of the legislature, effective 
in January, 1975.

No. J .  The constitutional 
amcnJmcnt to include within 
the scope of homestead prot­
ection the real property of a 
single adult person which 
meets the other requirements 
of homestead property, and 
to provide that a family 
homestead may not be aband­
oned except with the consent 
of both spouses.
