Breakfast begins a new day 
so start our right.

September is "Better Break­
fast Month" and the ideal 
time to get into the habit 
of eating a good breakfast, 
Frances Reasonover, foods 
and nutrition specialist,
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texas A&M Univer­
sity System, said.

It’s important to every 
family member--especially 
youngsters starting back to 
school. Generally, students 
make better grades and learn 
more when they eat break­
fast.

Breakfast is exactly what 
the name indicates--ea-ding 
the fast from the night be­
fore.

However, it doesn't have tc 
consist of bacon, eggs, cer­
eal or toast--any nutritous 
food will do if it furnishes 
one-fourtr of the day's needs.

Try hot dogs, hamburgers, 
cheese, beans, peanut butter, 
and jelly sandwiches, soup, 
macaroni and cheese, cream ­
ed meat or fish over potatoes, 
or cottage cheese and fruit.

Through imagination and 
planning, children can be 
well-fed at breakfast--even if 
the mother works away from 
home and has limited time 
for food pro pa ration.

Such working mothers can 
prepare foods the evening 
before and refrigerate them, 
rflen family members can 
grab these breakfast foods 
before rushing off to work or 
school.

Some examples include 
sandwich makings, reconstit­
uted fu it juice, nutritious 
cookies or meat pies.

Mincemeat, oatmeal-raisin 
or other nutritious cookies 
make ideal quickie breakfast 
foods that can be eaten on the 
run--so keep plenty on hanci

Another possibility involves 
having pancake hatter made 
up and the skillet ready to 
use. This way, a child just 
turns on the heat and pours 
batter onto the hot skillet.

It takes only a few minutes- 
and a little effort on the 
child's part--to have piping 
hoi pancakes and syrup.

CATTLE MARKET

Just about everyone 1 run 
into has asked me to stick 
my neck out on a cattle price 
forecast.

I'm in the process of com ­
piling data and waiting for 
a September 13th cattle on 
feed report before I get my 
neck stuck out too far.

For the benefit of those 
that have said a lot of cattle 
have been withheld from 
the market, they need to read 
an August 30, 1973 release 
from tne U .S .D .A . on live­
stock slaughtered during July. 
This report shows 2,651 m il­
lion lbs. of red meat was 
slaughtered in July 1973,
This is almost the same as 
was slaughtered in July 1972. 
This report is a most accur­
ate report and should dispel 
the theory held by a lot of 
forecasters in high places. 
These forecasters said a 
large withholding action was 
in progress.

In my opinion there was 
less withholding in August 
than in July, especially 
after the decline started in 
cattle price in August.

Last Thursday (one week 
ago) the Future's Market 
dropped the limit on live 
beef ca ttle  On Friday it 
was up the lim it. On Mon­
day this week it was down 
the lim it. The entire market 
and price setting system has 
been totally disrupted by 
the freeze. By the time you 
are reading this a seven 
state cattle on feed report 
is to be released (Sept. 13}
In my opinion this report 
will show a further decline in 
placements on feed. Should 
this be the case this will 
mean a five month drastic 
drop in placement on feed. 
This could set off an upward 
spiral in the live beef cattle 
future market. Should this 
happen you will see a steady 
rising cattle market.

such staggering financial bur­
dens.

Recognizing that chronic 
kidney disease patients face 
financial crises for lack of 
peRonal financial resources to 
pay for the expensive equip­
ment and care necessary for 
their survival, the 63rd Legis­
lature passed SB 386 (VCS 
4477-20), the Texas Kidney 
Health Cate Act. Asa result 
of that act, the Division of 
Kidney Health Care has been 
created within the Texas State 
Department of Heaitb to pro­
vide the care and treatment 
of chronic kidney disease.

The program provided by 
the act is designed to bring 
to bear all possible resources 
of the State and to coordinate 
the efforts of the State in the 
matter of renal disease.

Most important, however, 
is that the act provides for 
treatment services to chronic 
kidney disease patients for a 
fraction of the cost such pa­
tients would normally have 
to pay. The Texas Kidney 
Health Care Act has given a 
new lease on life to some 
500 Texans afflicted by chron­
ic kidney disease each year.

Environmental related as­
pects of health are the focus 
of several interim Senate 
committees created before 
the end of the legislative ses­
sion to investigate the need 
for additional health legisla­
tion the 1975 session.

One committee was created 
to study all aspects of solid 
waste, while another will 
seek to determine the adequa­
cy and enforcement of envir­
onmental laws.

The House Environmental 
AffaiR subcommittee on pol- ; 
lution control was directed to 
study the effectiveness of air 
and water pollution control 
efforts, while still another 
committee will examine ways
in which state agencies can 
improve their programs of 
maintianing the environment, 
maintaining the environment.

An executive order has 
been issued by Gov. Dolph 
Briscoe creating the Division 
of Rural Community Services 
in the Texas Department of 
Community Affairs.

Governor Briscoe, who has 
listed rural development as 
one of the priorities of his ad­
ministration, created the new 
division in response to what 
he termed “the urgent needs 
of rural areas.”

In announcing the new ru­
ral services office. Governor 
Briscoe said the role of the 
Texas Department of Com - 
munity Affairs is to make all 
state resources available and 
accessible to local communi­
ties as they strive to help 
themselves.

The Rural Community Ser­
vices Division will provide 
information and technical as­
sistance to rural communities 
and will assist in development 
of a sute policy for rural de­
velopment. the Governor said.

The new office will serve 
as a clearing house and will 
be a central state office that 
rural communities can go to 
for help, said Briscoe.

Raymond L. Prewett, exe­
cutive director of the Texas 
Rural Development Commi­
sion, has been named to head 
up the Division of Rural Com­
munity Services.

A major part of his new du­
ties, said the Governor, will 
be to assist rural communities 
in their relations with state 
and federal agencies and to 
direct communities with spec­
ific problems to the appropri­
ate agencies.

Along the same line, the 
Governor has acted to expand 
the Texas Industrial Commi­
sion to include three members 
from rural areas. In the past, 
membership on the Commi­
ssion has been two employers 
of labor, two employees or 
laborers and five members 
from the general public.

The Texas Industrial Com­
mission is responsible for plan­
ning, organizing and operat­
ing a program for attracting 
and locating new industries 
and to promote the expansion 
of existing industries in Texas.

New rural members of the 
TIC are James Hunt of Sonora, 
president of Stockman's Feed 
Company; James B. Bond of 
Navasota, an attorney and 
director of the Navasota Indus­
trial Foundation; and William 
A. Porter of Terrell, a farmer 
and businessman.
REVISION COMMISSION RE­
VERSES ITSELF - -  The Texas 
Constitutional Revision Com­
mission reversed its August 
25 decision - -  that the Texas

Legislature should meet ann­
ually -• and voted that the 
proposed new Constitution 
should require the legislature 
to meet once every two years 
But the time and duration of 
session or sessions would be 
set by the lawmakers them­
selves.
POT LAW RULING DUE - -  
The Texas Court of Criminal 
Appeals is expected to rule 
later this fall on an amend­
ment to the state’s criminal 
code to allow resentencing 
of persons previously convic­
ted of possession of marijuana

Ttavis County Dist. Any. 
3ob Smith, who argues again 
st implementation of the re­
sentencing provision, claims 
it amounts to commutation 
of sentence, a power which 
the constitution gives only to 
the governor.

"Just because you call a 
horse a cow doesn't make it 
a cow, ” Smith told the Crim­
inal Appeals Court. "Just be 
cause they (the Legislature) 
call it a resentence doesn't 
mean it's not a commutation, 
said Smith.

Lawyers on the other side o 
the question claim the resen­
tencing provision is an auth­
orization for the courts to re­
view sentences, upon request 
from the defendant, and a - 
mend them, if justified.

About 800 persons serving 
terms in Texas could be a f­
fected by the outcome of the 
ruling. Conviction of posses­
sion of marijuana carried pos 
sible sentence of up to life 
imprisonment prior to revisioi 
by the 63rd Legislature to re­
duce first-possession penali­
ties.
AG OPINIONS - -  Present cou­
nty commissioners may serve 
out their terms of office with­
out residing in the new dis­
tricts established by redistrict' 
ing, Attorney General John 
Hill held.

Areas affected by redistrict 
ing will retain their wet or 
dry status enjoyed prior to any 
redistricting of the commis­
sioners court --  until an e lec­
tion is called to change the 
county from wet to dry or 
vice versa. Hill held in the 
same opinion.

In other recent opinions 
Hill ruled:

• The Commissioners Court 
of Navarro County may pay 
the district judge no more anc 
.k> less than $4,000 per year 
for performing the duties of 
judge of the juvenile court.

• A court may direct the

Truth In Insurance

f illing out an application for 
life insurance, Edwards came to 
a question about his health. He 
said he had a clear record, fail­
ing to mention that a doctor had 
once given him aspirin for a 
cold.

After Pdwurds died, his family 
put in a claim for the insurance. 
But the company refused to pay 
off, charging that he had not 
told the whole truth in his ap­
plication. And in a court test, 
the judge agreed with the com­
pany that the policy was null and 
void. The family didn’t collect 
a cent.

Plainly, that was a harsh de­
cision. Hut it was handed down 
almost a century ago. It is hard 
to imagine a court today throw­
ing out a family's life insurance 
on such flimsy grounds. While 
you arc still expected to tell the 
truth in an insurance application, 
modem courts would judge your 
answers more reasonably.

In a recent case, an applicant 
for life insurance was asked 
whether lie used liquor to the 
point of intoxication. The man 
said lie did not. Actually, how­
ever, lie had been somewhat in­
toxicated on twq occasions dur­
ing the previous five years.

Was his answer wrong enough 
lu invalidate the policy? No, 
ruled a court, ordering the com­
pany to pav the family’s claim.

"An occasional use of intoxi­
cating liquor," said the court, 
“docs not (make) a man in­
temperate.”

Moreover, most life insurance 
policies now include an "incon­
testability clause” to further pro­
tect the beneficiaries. Under this 
clause, Ihc insurance company 
has only a limited period usu­
ally, two years to quarrel with 
answers in the application. After 
that time the validity of the 
policy is beyond challenge.

Still, even the incontestability 
clause won’t help if the fraud 
is extreme. One man, sickly him­
self, sent a healthy friend to take 
his insurance examination for 
him. This fraud, discovered after 
Ihc man’s death, was held so 
basic that not even the incon­
testability clause could save the 
policy.
