An application for an in­
crease in basic telephone 
rates--the first such request 
in more tlian 5 years--was 
filed by Southwestern Bell 
with the McLean City Dity 
Council.

Gary Stevens, manager 
tor Southwestern Bell, stated 
that under the present regu­
lations issued by the Cost of 
Living Council, the rate in­
crease may be effected when 
approved by the City Council

Stevens went on to tell the 
Council that "continued in­
adequate earnings on our op­
erations-- in the face of to­
day's high cost of doing busi­
ness--leaves us no choice but 
to ask for this increase in lo­
cal rates."

The new rates requested by 
the company include » mon­
thly increase in busin -ss one- 
party from { >,50 to 518; resi­
dence one-party from $5.50 
to $6,25, and residence two- 
party from $4.50 to } 1.75.

"Present rates in M Lean 
were established in If 9, " 
Stevens explained, 'mucc 
then, salaries, wages and the 
company's investment in Mc­
Lean have all grown to the 
extent that we mu't sock this 
increase. The. present vtes, 
based on 1968 operatioi ; are 
simply too low to meet the 
company's cost of doing busi­
ness today.

Stevens stressed tltat the 
company has been able to 
hold the line on basic rates 
over the use of numerous 
technological advances in . 
equipment and facilities. 
These factors, he pointed out 
allowed the company to meet 
some of the increased coits of 
doing business without asking 
for an increase.

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Aoudad Sheep Not 
Really A Sheep

Not that it really makes 
any difference but what is
popularly known as the aou­
dad "sheep" i> not really a 
sheep.

Before proud aoudad tro­
phy owners rip down their 
prize , let us explain tliat the 
aoudad is a member of the 
genus Ammotragus which is 
closely related to both true 
domestic and wild sheep as 
well as goats.

Such a pedi gree Lou Id 
not make tile aoudad or Bar­
bary sheep any less prized 
by sportsmen.

Aoudad sheep hunting is 
one of the most challenging 
sports in Texas. Unlike deer 
and antelope, aoudad do not
have any large patches of 
white on their bodies to aid 
the hunter in sighting the 
animals.

A native of the Atlas Moun­
tains in northern Africa, some 
44 of these sheep were first 
released in 1957 in the Pan­
handle’s Palo Dura Canyon.

The hunt is physically de­
manding and in some instan­
ces the kill is just the begin­
ning of hard work if no pack 
animals arc available to haul 
out a 3 - -pound ram.

According to a question­
naire sent to some 900 aoudad 
hunters by the New aoudad 
meat was good if cared for 
properly.

Responses ranged from "bet­
ter than eighter 
ter than cither deer, antelope 
ar elk" to "everyone took a 
helping of both roast beef and 
barbary sheep at a recent 
lodge dinner and those who 
returned for seconds took the 
Barbary sheep."

The New Mexico survey 
also found tliat 94 percent of 
the hunters would bunt aoudad 
again it they had the oppor­
tunity and 73 percent of them 
regarded the aoudad as an ex­
cellent game animal.

There arc now an estimated 
3,217 aoudad in Texas and 
only the approximately 600 
animals in the Palo Dura 
Canyon area are considered 
game animals by the Parks 
and Wildlife Department and 

«regulated as such.
Aoudad season in this por­

tion of Texas is Nov. 10-16, 
limit of one sheep per season 
by permit only

Elsewhere in the state there 
art* no closed seasons or bag 
limits.

Prior to introduction of aou­
dad in the Palo Dura, the 
Panhandle had only a few 
species of wildlife to attract 
big game hunters. Some mule 
and white-tailed deer lived 
around the perimeter of tin. 
canyon, but the population 
was small and little hunted.

Food habits ot the big sheep 
indicate tliat it can compete 
withbothmule deer and cattle.
However, the aoudad browes* 
the more difficult and rugged 
areas of the canyon. Muir 
deer usually stay on the gen­
tler slopes and cattle seldom 
venture at all onto the treach­
erous sides.

Barbary sheep or aoudad 
are remarkably disease-free 
in both the wild and captivity.
New Mexico studies show that 
of 100 species shot and exam­
ined only one* -*  and old 
sheep - -  was in poor health.
Potential predators include 
cougars, coyotes and bobcats 
but no instances of predation 
on the well-armed sheep have 
been recorded.

Adapted to both beat and 
cold, aoudad have the curious 
tvs hit of digging in soft, moist 
sand with their horns to dissip­
ate heat.

The horns have small ridges 
which seem to increase the 
surface area much like the 
fms of a radiator.

Four justices of the peace 
from Gray county were among 
the 72 judges who participat­
ed in a regional 20-hour 

in-service training school 
held in Amarillo Oct. 23-26.

The training scliool was 
held under the auspices of the 
Texas Justice of the Peace 
Training Center, headquart­
ered at Southwest Texas 
State University in San Mar­
cos. It was the second in a 
series of 10 which will be 
held throughout the state.

The justice of the peace 
training program is part of 
the State Criminal Justice 
Plan and is funded by the 
Governor’s Criminal Justice 
Counci 1.

The in-scrvice training 
school was designed to help 
satisfy judicial training re­
quirements set forth by the 
state legislature. 'As a result 
of bills passed by the 62nd 
and 63rd legislatures, justices 
of the peace must complete 
a 40 hour course in the per­
formance of their duties 
within one year of taking 
office and then complete one 
2 0 -hour course each year 
thereafter.

Record P ra irie  
Chicken Harvest

A record 759 prairie chicker 
were harvested in the two-day 
Oct. 20-21 season in 12 Pan­
handle and Permian Basin 
Counties.

According to J.D . Peer, 
Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment information officer in 
Lubbock, tills is more birds 
tlian the previous estimated 
high of some 500 birds in 
1971.

Last year’s harvest was 390 
prairie chickens during the 
brief season.

"There were a lot of birds 
in this area, said Peer, and 
cooperation between huners 
•and landowners was excellent.

Only seven game violations 
were filed by department 
wardens during the two days 
of hunting. Six were for 
failure to check birds at one 
of the Parks and Wildlife 
Department check stations 
and one other hunting 
citation.

"One. rancher who has lived 
in the area since 1936, "said  
Peer, "told me that this is 
the most prairie chickens lie 
has seen sim e he started 
ranching."

We had the smallest acre - 
ige of dryland rnilo this 
/ear we have bad in years. 
This was due to the 75 days 
•f extremely dry weather at 
»ianting tim e. We estimate 
bout half of botli the dry- 
and and irrigated milo has 
>een harvested in Gray Coun- 
y. Over the state, over 

three-fourths ol the mi to has 
seen harvested.

Yields on the irrigated 
land is running from 5000 
lbs. per acre up to over 
8000 lbs. The wide varia­
tion is due to date of plant­
ing. Planting date was a f­
fected by moisture condi - 
lions.
WHEAT PASTURE

A good rain would produce 
more wheat pasture than you 
have seen ui years. In the 
absence of rain there will 
be very little pasture. Here 
is the key to the price of 
stocker calves. From Kan­
sas North earlier rains kept 
firmer» out of the field and 
all the wheat Is very late. 
There will be little or no 
wheat pasture in that area.
We probably have largest 
and most promising pasture 
acreage prospects than we 
save had in years. By the 

time it dried up after a '2 
inch rain there would be 
four times as much pasture 
as there is cattle to put on. 
it . This would cause an up- 
procedented jump in the 
price of light calves. If it 
doesn't rain, don't expect 
stockers to do anything un­
til shortly before the grass 
gets here.

Throughout recorded history 

the use of animal waste has 
made an important contribu­
tion to domestic agriculture. 
Within the last few decades 
commercial incorganic fer­
tilizers have come into pro­
minence as a source of plant 
nutrient'-. Without doubt com ­
mercial fertilizer will retain 
this po-r on but since their 
price creasing and inade­
quate plies arc in prospect 
it is ti c to take a new look 
at feedlot waste as a source 
of plant food.

The USDA Southwestern 
Great Plains Research Center 
at Bushland lias been studying 
the effects of feedlot waste 
since 1968. Their chemical 
analyses of material item 23 
feediots sho w that on an aven 
age 10 tons of manure are 
much higher than those pre­
viously reported for barnyard 
manures. The material varied 
in nitrogen content with ex ­
tremes being 226 and 392 Ib .̂ 
N in 10 ton».

Their research indicates 
that about half of the nitrogen 
present in 10 tons ol manure, 
or some 120 lbs. of nitrogen, 
is available to the first sor­
ghum crop. Sixty lhs. of the 
remaining nitrogen will be 
available the second year and 
30 lbs. nitrogen will be avail-| 
able the third year.

The rate at which phosphor­
us becomes available for plant 
use appears to be similar to 
that of nitrogen. Potassium in 
the material is readily avail­
able. In consideration of less­
er crop removal and the slowe 
ercrop removal and the slower 
mobility of phosphorus and 
potassium when compared to 
nitrogen, it is highly proba ble 
that application rates sufficient 
to supply adequate nitrogen 
will be more tiun adequate 
to supply these elements even 
on soils known to be deficient.

Ten to 15 tons applied any­
time after harvest and just 
ahead of cultivation is gene­
rally adequate tor high yield 
of irrigated sorghum or com. 
Additional commercial ferti­
lizer is not likely to be necd-
mA•

Tile possibility of introduc­
ing weeds from seeds couta in ** 
ed in the waste perhaps war­
rants consideration. Even dis­
tribution and good incorpora­
tion into die soil soon after 
application will insure best 
results.
