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Gray County Project Included In 1983-84 Texas Program
A project In Gray 

County is included in the 
1983 ¿4 Texas Farm to 
Market Road program 
approved recently by the 
Texas State Highway and 
Public Transportation 
Commission 

A m a r i l lo  D is t r ic t  
Engineer A L McKee 
said the program pro 
vides $435,600 to extend 
Ranch to Market Road 
3302 from 4 miles south 
of State Highway 152 
south 2 7 miles to the end 
of Ranch to Market Road 
1474, 1 9 miles north and 
east of FM 1321 

The road currently is a 
graded county road 

The State Highway and 
Public Trani -ortation 
Commission authorized 
construction of 194 miles 
of new farm to market 
roads statewide Wednes 
day The action allows 
the highway depart­
ment's 24 districts to

move forward with de 
tails concerning design 
and righ t of way 
acquisition for their re 
spective farm to market 
road programs for the 
1983 84 period 

Actual construction of 
the proposed roadways 
must await the accrual of 
necessary right of way 
which is the responsibili 
ty of local officials in the 
64 counties where the 68 
new projects have been 
authorized That process 
often takes several years 
or more Most of the 
projects involve upgrad­
ing existing county roads 
which have rapidly in­
creasing traffic volumes 

The money for the new 
construction comes from 
the state s general fund 
and the $50,250,500 is 
roughly the same budget 
as for previous years A 
decrease in inflation in 
the last three years has

allowed the highway 
department to get more 
miles of work with Its 
budget During the high 
ly Inflationary 1979 80 
budget period, the 
department authorized 
only about 60 miles of 
new farm to market 
construction per year 
The current commission 
action allowing 97 miles 
per year is made possible 
by that decrease 

The increase is 
characterized by depart­
ment officials as "catch­
up”  construction from 
the lean inflationary 
years This increase is 
irot nearly keeping up 
with the traffic volumes 
generated by rapidly 
develping Texas com 
munities At its monthly 
public hearing, the Com­
mission listened to re 
quests for highway pro 
jects by several Texas 
cities and to requests for

highway projects by 
several Texas citias and 
restated its inability to 
accommodate tra ff ic  
needs with the currant
