“ Medical science," said the 
court, "has established a rational 
relationship between the percen­
tage of alcohol in the blood and 
( the) condition of being under the 
influence of alcohol.

The idea of a presumption of 
intoxication, at a certain alcoholic 
level in the bloqd, has spread na­
tionwide. Almost insatiably, it has 
been held to be constitutional.

Nor can a motonsi avoid taking 
a sobriety test on grounds of self- 
incrimination. Traffic laws usually 
provide (hat a motorist consents 
in advance, when he takes out his 
driving license, to submit to test­
ing or lose tbe license.

Of course, the test must still be 
administered properly to stand up 
in court. Suppose that ihe equip­
ment was inadequate. Or that too 
much lime elapsed between the 
arrest and the test. Either circum­
stance could invalidate the results.
, In one case, the officer who had 

administered a sobriety test ac­
knowledged at the trial that he 
was not well trained in operating 
the device.

Result: the defendant motorist 
was set free. The court said the 
law would not automatically ac­
cept test results as valid merely 
because they happened to come 
out of a machine.

Texas Highway Dept. 
Accept Bids

The Texas Highway Depart­
ment received bids on a new 
highway construction project 
in Gray and Donley Counties. 
Fliis project is an addition 
to the nationwide interstate 
highway system. The Units 
o f this project arc from State 
High way 70 near Jericho to 
2.0 miles east o f Groom. Thi: 
project w ill consist of the sign­
ing and delineation of this 
portion of interstate 40 on 
which a persent contract lot 
grading, structures, base and 
surfacing is- in progress and 
anticipated to be completed 
in the near future.

Aztec Manufacturing Com ­
pany of Crowley, Texas was 
the low bidder for this signing 
and delineation contract at 
$82,275.95.

The construction engineering 
w ill be handled by the Pampa 
office o f the Texas Highway 
Department, under the super­
vision of Mr. T .R . Kelley, 
supervising resident engineer.

A preconstruction meeting 
was iield at the Texas Highway 
Department office in Pampa or 
November 13. Various aspects 
o f the project were discussed, 
and officials o f the Texas 
Highway Department and A z- 
tei Manufacturing Company 
stated that this construction 
would begin November 13, anc 
the target date for completion 
would be January, 1975.

Mr. Kelley stated that traf­
fic would be routed through 
the project during the entire 
construction period. Motorists 
passing through are requested 
to exercise extreme caution 
and be alert for special detour: 
hariicades and warning signs, 
which w ill be prominently 
displayed.

AU STIN , Tex. —  The whop­
ping state surplus expected to 
be available to the legislature 
will permit $500 million in 
new spending without gener­
ating tax bills fo r arother 
eight years.

This was the good news 
handed a House revenue and 
taxation sub-committee last 
week.

However, Texas Research 
League added the warning 
that spending all the billion 
dollar surplus in sight would 
make a $1.43 billion tax bill 
necessary in 1977.

leg is lative Budget Board 
has told lawmakers present 
spending levels, plus manda­
tory increases for state em­
ployee salaries and emer­
gency school aid, will “ leave 
over” $1.502 billion at the 
end of fiscal 1977.

A TR L  projection handed 
the legislative sub-commit- 
tee discussed creation of a 
tax stabilization fund as one 
alternative for dealing with 
the unprecedented surplus.

Creation o f the fund would 
make it possible to avoid new 
state taxes for at least eight 
years and still permit- new 
program spending o f $250 
million a year increasing to 
$500 million a year by the 
1982-1983 biennium, TRL 
calculated.

However, TR L  conceded:
“ It  may be unrealistic to 

suggest that the next three 
sessions o f the Texas legisla­
ture might be willing to hold 
in trust such a large surplus 
solely for the purpose o f 
avoiding tax increases in fu­
ture years. There is no his­

toric precedent for such 
restraint.”
SCHOOL A ID  ALTERED  —  
An attorney gen^raTs opin­
ion, hailed as one of the most 
significant in recent months, 
signaled a new approach to 
state formulas for finance 
aid to schools.

Atty. Gen. John Hill held 
the Commissioner o f Educa­
tion should require county 
tax assessors to report the 
percentage o f market value 
used in determining assessed 
projierty value.

And he said the commis­
sioner should use that data in 
“ computing the county eco­
nomic index to achieve uni­
form ity o f property values 
o f each county as compared 
with every other county.”

Education Commissioner 
Dr. M. L. Brockett last 
week wrote all county tax 
officials requesting the data, 
md Baid it will be used for 
computing the 1975-76 econo­
mic index to be considered 
by the State Board o f Educa­
tion next March.
NEW SM EN OUT —  Rep. 
Bill Clayton o f Springlake, 
expected to be named speaker 
next January, said considera 
tion is being given to bar­
ring news reporters and oth­
er non-legislators from the 
House o f Representatives 
floor.

No firm decision has been 
made, however, Clayton stat­
ed.

Meanwhile, the House ad­
ministration committee nam­
ed a three-man sub-commit­
tee to consider what facili­
ties may be made available 
for reporter* covering the 
legislature i f  they are bar 
ned from the floor during 
legislative debate.

Clayton said he considered 
the move only in the interest 
o f promoting “ decorum” in 
the legislative process He 
said onlookers at the t.apitoi 
are dismayed by what they 
see on the House floor, and

anything that helps restore 
order may be a public ser­
vice.
COURTS SPEAK — Failure 
to buckle a seat belt is no 
legal cause to cut down com­
pensation to accident victims, 
the State Supreme Court 
held.

In another case, the High 
Court directed a fullscale trial 
o f a lawsuit by the widow 
o f a crane operator against 
an oil company in a contro­
versy over safe working con­
ditions.

A  retrial was ordered for 
a $250,000 alienation o f a f­
fections suit filed by a Bra­
zoria County man against a 
chiropractor.

The Court of Criminal Ap­
peals held that a person’s 
presence in a house where 
LSD is discovered is not 
enough grounds for convic­
tion of possessing the drug.

The same court concluded 
that former House Speaker 
Gus Mutscher and associates 
convicted of conspiracy to ac­
cept bribes must start serv­
ing five-year probationary 
sentences, although they have 
taken further steps to appeal.
AG OPINIONS— A police o f­
ficer may not break into a 
dwelling to execute a court 
seizure w rit on personal prop­
erty, Atty. Gen. Hill held.

In other recent opinions,
Hill concluded:

• University land lease 
record files (except for seal­
ed bids) are public informa­
tion no matter who requests companied by the 
access.

• Questions concerning va­
lidity, o f a proposed inter­
agency government agree­
ment should be submitted ini­
tially to the Board i f  Control.

• Student records are av­
ailable to i ’ icational insti­
tution perso ¡jrel, the student,
parents, gua tans or spouse.
