Cotton Harvest 
Is Slow

Cotton harvest progressed
ilowly over the Memphis 
area this week, according to 
W.E. Cain, In Charge o f the 
USDA, Agricultural Market­
ing Service O ffice. Harvest 
should increase next week 
as cotton plans become more 
dry. “This will be an aid 
both in harvesting and gin­
ning, " said Cain.

The Memphis Office clas­
sed 13,200 samples this week 
bring the season total of 
15,650. This compares to 
17, 500 on the same date a 
year ago.

The predominant grade this 
week was grade 41 with 42 
percent followed by grade 42 
with 22 percent, and grade
51 with 14 percent.

The predominant length, 
this week was staple 31 with
52 percent followed by staple 
30 with 33 percent, and 
staple 32 with 12 percent.

Micronaire readings show­
ed 50 percent in the desirable 
range of 3.5 to 4 .9 , 12 per­
cent 3 .3  t )  3 .4 , 20 percent 

t o  3.0 to 3. -, and 12 percent
2 .9  and below.

Pressley tests showed 91
percent tested 75, 000 psi. 
or higher. Thf average for 
the week was 82,000 psi.

The cotton market remain­
ed dull to inactive over the 
Memphis area this week. 
Growers continued to resist 
bid prices. Offerings were 
light and prices were about 
steady compared to last 
week. Prices for grades 41, 
51, and 32; staples 31 and 
32, ranged from 32.00 to 
35.00 cents per pound. This 
was for cotton in the 3.5 to
4 .9  mike range.

The average price paid 
farmers for cottonseed at the 
gin was $120.00 per ton.

A lot of lawmakers are 
conceding, too, that the fact 
they are confronted, for a 
change, with a fat general 
revenue surplus is almost as 
big a problem as a modest 
shortage.

If they spend all the 
mounting surplus in sight, 
fiscal realists warn, they 
will be assured of having to 
pass a nightmare tax bill of 
more than $1 billion in 1977.

Creation of a state utility 
commission is also on many 
priority lists, although the 
proposal is certain to set off 
some bitter opposition.

Prison system reform is 
another widely-publicized ob­
jective. Reformers want to 
halt construction of large pri­
son institutions and switch 
to community-based correc­
tional programs, with release 
of 40 per cent of inmates to 
the new-type facilities.

In the wake of the 1974 
Constitutional Convention’s

failure, legislators also are 
seeking a way to salvage 
some of this year’s work
and assure eventual revision.

The list will grow longer 
and longer as January start­
ing date for the filth Legis­
lature nears.
