AUSTIN, Tex.—Texas voters 
will decide April 22 in a 
s t a t e w i d e  constitutional 
amendments election whether 
they want to increase retire­
ment benefits for school 
teachers and state employees.

Both houses of the legisla­
ture have agreed on the pro­
posal to lift the present six 
per cent ceiling on matching 
state contributions to the 
pension funds (replacing it 
with a 10 per cent limit).

If voters approve, retired 
teachers will get boosts in 
their benefits ranging from 
five to 18 per cent, and pen­
sioned state employees will 
get an additional 12 per cent.

Cost of the teacher bene­
fits' raise is estimated at 
about $98 million and the 
state employees’ pension im­
provements at $21.8 million.

Meanwhile, the House of 
Representatives also ap­
proved for the April 22 bal­
lot a proposed constitutional 
change to raise legislators’ 
pay from $400 to $600 a 
month and expense allow­
ances from $12 to $30 a day 
for length of a lawmaking 
session.

Senators may balk at the 
pay raise proposal which has 
been advanced in more than 
half a dozen forms over the 
last 15 years, without con­
vincing voters.

Gov. Dolph Briscoe said he 
will actively support the leg­
islative pay raise proposition 
if the Senate goes along with 
submitting it on the April 
22 ballot.

A quick recapitulation on 
emergency spending matters 
already before the legislature 
(or finally passed) indicates 
about $310 million in outlays 
have been committed during 
the first month of the 64th 
lawmaking session.

And Governor Briscoe sub­
mitted $672,000 more in rec­
ommended quickie appropria­
tions late last week.

FLOOD AID VOTED
A legislative resolution will 

allow the state to spend 
money already appropriated 
to the governor as matching 
funds to aid victims of nat­
ural disasters.

Immediately, funds can be 
used to provide the state’s 
25 per cent share of aid to 
residents of flood-hit Ander­
son, Bell, Cooke, Denton, El 
Paso, Hopkins, McLennan, 
Parker, Williamson, Falls 
and Nacogdoches counties.

The federal government 
will match state dollars 
three to one. The federal 
disaster act of 1974 provides 
for financial aid up to $5,000 
per individual or family.

PAY RAISES SET
One hundred and twenty- 

five thousand state em­
ployees were assured a $93 
million pay raise effective 
February 1.

Governor Briscoe signed 
the legislation into law to 
provide the raises over a 
seven-months’ period.

Most state employees in 
the low - to - medium pay 
bracket will receive a 13 per 
cent raise, and most of those 
in the middle-to-top cate­
gory will get a nine per cent 
increase. Additional raises 
are expected to be voted on 
a permanent basis after 
September 1.

LANDS LEASED
Leases of 88,506 acres of 

state land for oil and gas 
drilling brought the state 
$4,199,099.

Land Commissioner Bob 
Armstrong termed results of 
the sale better than ex­
pected.

Submerged tract bids to­
talled $2.26 million.

Highest bidder was Texas 
Oil and Gas Corp. — $708,400 
for 642 acres in Ward 
County.

The School Land Board 
leased 4,317 acres of uplands 
for more than $1 million in 
bonus payments; 28,761 in 
Texas bays for $901,664 and 
925 acres in Texas rivers, 
creeks, lakes and bayous for 
$27,114.

The L'SDA Cotton Division 
Classing Office at Altus 
classed 14,100 samples for 
the week ending February 7, 
according to C .E . Cox, offi­
cer in charge at Altus. The 
season total atood at 35-1,200 
samples classed, compared 
with 419,400 last year at 
this date. The backlog of 
unclassed samples was com ­
pletely cleared out for the 
first time this season, and it 
is,believed that this year's 
harvest is virtually com plete.

Total classed from Mem­
phis sub-office territory 
counties this year stood at 
18 ,800  samples classed at 
Altus, and 134,600 classed 
at Memphis, or a total of 
i S3, 400, compared with 256,* 
900 last year at this date.

Agricultural Marketing 
Service estimates showed 
grades on Eastern Texas Pan­
handle cotton classed during 
the week were 20 per cent 
White, 27 per cent Light 
spotted; and eigtu pet cent 
Spotted. Twenty-three per 
cent was reduced in grade 
because of Bark or Grass.

Staples ranged from 29 
through 31, but were pre­
dominantly 31. This 
length accounted for 52 pet 
cent of tlie total. Micron- 
aire readings were in the 
3 .5  to 4 .9  range dn 17 per­
cent of the samples. Seven 
per cent miked 3 .3  and 3 ,.4 ;

Estimates on Pressley pro­

One of the most hearten­
ing success stories in public 
health is being written in 
Texas--ttie dramatic, almost 
unbelievable decline of 
immunizable diseases.

In 1974, a combined total 
of only 641 cases were report1 
ed to the >tate Health De­
partment for diphtheria, te t­
anus, pertussis, (whooping 
cough), measles and rubella. 
And for the second straight 
year there was no polio re­
ported in the state--another 
milestone in itself.

While all preventable dise­
ases may never be wiped out, 
the Texas State Department 
of Health— along with 
private physicians--is work­
ing toward that goal.

Last year, reports State 
Health Commissioner Dr. 
lames E. Peavy, was the 
best year in history in pre­
venting the immunizable 
diseases. Provisional Health 
Department reports show no 
cases of polio, nine cases 
of diphtheria, four cases of 
tetanus, 99 cases of pertusis, 
212 cases of measlc- and 
317 cases of rubella.

With almost a quarter- 
m ill ion babies born in Texas 
each year, it would take only 
a few years for a giant disease 
reservoir to be built up--lF . * 
these children went unprotect­
ed.

The State Health Depart­
ment is making sure tins 
doesn't happen, and its im ­
munization program is pri­
marily aimed toward tlie pre- 
sctioolers--that large group 
of youngsters who could be 
the target for disease.

Among the pre-school 
group, special emphasis is 
given the newborns. Federal 
and state funds have author­
ized the hiring of a group of 
Community Service Aides 
who are stressing the need 
for early immunization.

When a baby is born in 
Texas, the Immunization 
Division gets a computer 
printout showing the baby's | 
name, parents' names and 
home address. The Bureau 

'of Vital Statistics of the 
State Health Department pro­
vides this information.

Parents of newborns receive 
a card informing them of 
immunization schedules and 
recommending vaccination 
times. They are asked to 
return the card and indicate 
which immunizations have 
been started.

That's where the Comtnuni- 
. ty Service Aides come in. 

They take referrals from the 
Immunization Division and 
attempt to track down those 
who don't respond. List

I first met R. T. "Windy" 
Wood in the early forties, 
working all across the country 
w ith such groups as the Plains­
men, Cliff Bruner, the* Callahan 
Bros and others, but always 
looking for a better and differ- 
nt sound
This album is, without doubt, 

t giant step in the right direc­
tion. and long overdue. It is 
as the title indicates, the Big 
Band Sound of Western Sw ing. 
Lots, of effort has gone into 
the special arrangements of 
Spade Cooley's "Minuet in 
Swing." Duke Ellington's "A- 
Train." 'Bob Will's “Faded 
Love’’ and "Maidens Prayer,” 
Cliff Bruner's "Jessie Polka” 
and many others.

I asked Wood what gives the 
band the big sound? "Lots of 
musicians,” he grinned "Well, 
first, you must have a good 
solid rhythm section and I think

we have one of the best, good 
lead musicians that can really 
take off, and in our case we 
have probably the worlds best 
twin five-string fiddie players 
in Frankie McWhorter and Jack 
Bailey.”

Other musicians in the record­
ing session were: Jimmy Carr­
oll, pedal steel; O J .  Kieth ami 
Kenny Williamson, lead guitar; 
J  L. Jones, rhythm guitar; 
Herman Wright and John Mar 
tinez, electric bass; Jerry Pow­
ers and Jim Benjamin, drums;

It s Not All Bad . . .  Bah, Bah, Bah . . .  Off-Farm Down, 
On-Farm Up? . .  . Grain Stocks Decline.

Not everything you hear or see about the livestock 
outlook is bad. There are some heartening signs. Take a 
look at the December meat production figures, for 
example, and look, too, at the cow slaughter picture.

Both in Texas and throughout the nation, production of 
red meats is increasing. In Texas, commercial production 
during Decemtier was up 38 tier cent from a year ago, and 
13 per cent higher than 1973. Nationwide, red meat 
production is seven per cent more than a year earlier. Beef 
production is up eight per cent. Cattle kill is up 13 per cent.

Cow slaughter the beef industry factory is also on the 
increase. Cow slaughter in 1974 totaled 7,600,000 head. It 
is projected that will increase at least a third more during 
1975

All of this means we are making progress in reduction of 
beef supplies. But until they decline even more, the 
livestock picture is not going to he bright.

Per capita consumption of beef continues to increase, 
too, but unfortunately. Iieef production is still ahead of 
consumption. It's estimated that we will produce about 125 
pounds per capita of Iieef while consumption is proiecied at 
around 116 pounds per capita.

Beef is now perhaps the best food tiuy around; look
