That is the case with Isla 
Cam pbell.

Isla Campbell is kcefer of 
scrapbooks and a collector of 
family photographs. For five 
decades, she has saved photo­
graphs. clippings and souvenirs 
to recall the incidents in the 
lives of her six active sons and 
daughters.

Her 
home reflects her strong love 
for her family w ith photos new 
and old displayed

"M y  only ambition, since I 
was a child." she admits, “ was 
to have a dozen children. I 
remember telling that to my 
grandfather, who told me I'd 
have to many somebody who 
could suppon that many! I am 
thrilled that the Lord saw fit to 
give me half of what 1 asked."

Isla Campbell's children are 
Marcella St. Clair of Bavton 
who is the mother of five 
children and the grandmother 
of six. Then there is Dorothy 
Edwards of Fort Worth who has 
five children and six grand 

children: Isla's son, John 
Campbell II. of Austin has four 
children and four grandchild­
ren.

Her daughter Wanda Sue 
Fenoglio of Dayton has four 
children and nine grandchild­
ren.

"M y  children," Mrs. Camp­
bell said, "enjoyed living in a 
big family and wanted large 
families of their own.”

Isla Campbell married Dr 
W .L. when she was lb.

“ I didn't know anything 
about raising a family.”  she 
said " I  was an only child. I 
played it by ear. I never 
worried My children have been 
such a blessing. They provided 
excitement and fun and still do

"Mother's Day.”  she contin­
ued. " is  one of my favorite 
days. I hear from all my 
children. The boys call regular­
ly and the others let me hear 
from them often. I will go to 
Dayton May 17 to attend the 
wedding of Wanda's son. and 
I'll be in Austin on June I for 
the marriage of John's daugh 
ter."

Acknowledging that her life 
has had its reverses along with 
its happiness. Mrs. Campbell

asserted however. "The  Lord 
has been merciful to us. I had 
one granddaughter who had 
polio and lost the use of her 
arm But she is now married 
and the mother of two children 
We have been fortunate to keep 
in good health."

Isla Campbell came to Borger 
to live in I9b9, to make a home 
for her father who had broken 
his hip.

“ A t S l ,"  she said, " I  trained 
as a nurse at Houston Medical 
Center, and then did private 
duty in Lubbock. I sold my 
home in Lubbock and came to 
Borger. where I took care of my 
father until his death."

3 eggs

In small saucepan, heat milk 
until bubbles form around edge 
of pan Remove from heat; set 
aside.

Preheat oven to 350 degrees 
Sift flour with baking powder 
and salt, in small bowl of 
electric mixer, at high speed, 
beat eggs until thick and lemon 
colored.

STRAW BERRY PRESERVES 
M ADE A T  H O M E

Strawberry preserves are an
all time favorite and are so easy 
to make at home. Here's how 
Wash and dram two quarts of 
strawberries to make four halt- 
ping jars Remove the caps and 
combine the six cups of pre­
pared berries with four and 
one-half cups of sugar in alter 
nate layers and let them stand 
for eight to ten hours or 
osernight in the refrigerator or 
other cool place.

Heat the fruit mixture to 
boiling, stirring gently. Boil 
rapidly, stirring as needed to

present sticking. Cook alout 
fifteen to twenty minutes or 
until the syrup is somewhat 
thick. Remove from heat and 
skini. Fill hot. dry jars sterilized 
by boiling in water for fifteen 
minutes. Fill to within one- 
nghth of an inch of top of the 
jar.

Seal with lids according to 
the manufacturers' directions.
