19 And 20 Year Olds To Register

Men born during the year
1960 must register for the draft
at the local post office during
the week of July 21, according
to Frank Simpson, post master.
Men born during 1961 will
register during the week of July
28, he said.

The registration was man-
dated by Congress in a recent
bill to register men. The bill

does not provide for a rein-
statement of the draft, but
simply a registration.

Simpson said that the 19 and
20-year-olds can register in any
post office in the United States,
but that it is better for them to
“‘register at their home post
office, in case the draft is ever
reinstated.”” Simpson said that
if the registration is eventually
used for the draft, that men will

be inducted from the
where they are registered

Registration is to supply
names and addresses of men
eligible to be called if Congress
renews the draft itself in the
future.

Selective Service Director
Bernard Rostker said that all
20-year-olds born in January,
February, and March will be
required to register at the local

town

post office Monday, July 21.
He said 20-year-olds with
birthdays in April, May, and
June will register Tuesday;
July, August and September
Wednesday; and October, No-
vember and December Thurs-
day. Friday will be a makeup
day. The following week the
schedule will be the same for
19-year-old men, he said.

Mclean Has 13 Consecufive Days
0f 100-plus Temperatures

Thirteen consecutive days
of temperatures over 100 ended
Monday with the thermometer
finally dipping below the cen-
tury mark, to 98 degrees to end
one of McLean's longest heat
waves.

The hot spell began June 24
when the temperature climbed
to a record 110 degrees and
then stuck over the 100 mark for
12 more days. June 25 the
temperature was 109, with 108
recorded June 27. July 1
marked the highest tempera-
ture of the entire period with
111 degrees recorded on that
date.

McLean has had no precipi-
tation since .08 inch was re-
corded June 17. The month of
June saw only .20 inches of rain
in the area.

Texas health officials warned
of a “'second wave of deaths'’ in
the cruel heat wave that has
already claimed over 100 lives
in a four-state area and wiped
out millions of dollars in crops,
poultry and livestock.

Forecasters said that the
lingering high pressure system
which is causing the record heat
may not move for several more
days.

City superintendent Bob
Glenn said that water con-
sumption in the city has jumped
from about 336,000 gallons per
day early in June to over

800,000 gallons per day since
the heat wave began.

The total water consumption
in McLean for the 13 days of
over 100-degree temperatures

was 10,847,000 gallons or a per
capita usage of about 10,000
gallons. Glenn said the city has
plenty of water from its four
water wells. “‘“We'll be okay as
long as the pumps don't go
out,”” Glenn said. One of the
city's three water pumps has
been out of service for about
two weeks, according to Glenn.

We won't run into any troub-
le unless a second pump goes
out,”’ Glenn said. ‘'l expect the
consumption to stay this high
until people give up on their
gardens, or until we get a big
rain,”’ he added.

McLean has 625 water met-
ers in the city limits.

Fireworks Start Fires

McLean fireman put out
eight fires caused by fireworks
over the July Fourth holiday,
according to fire chief Jim
McDonald. He said that the
department went to two fires
Thursday night, and then were
called out six times Friday night
between 9:30 and 11:30.

Four of the Friday night fires
were in the city limits, with one
fire west of the city and one
near Sandspur Lake.

McDonald said that all the
fires were minor, with no major
damage caused.

City secretary Stella Lee said
that there is still an ordinance
on the city books forbidding the
use of fireworks. "‘The ordi-
nance, written in 1922 when
T.A. Landers calls for a fine of
from $1 to $10 for exploding

fireworks in the city,”’ she said.
Mayor Sam Haynes explained
that city ordinances could only
be legally enforced by a city
policeman, which McLean does
not have.

“McLean was lucky this
year,”" Haynes said. ‘'With the
extremely Jry conditions, and
the number of fires started by
fireworks, it's just luck that a
house didn't catch on fire."

**Without a city policeman to
enforce the fireworks ordi-
nance, we just have to depend
on the parents to make sure
their children use fireworks
carefully,”” he said. Other law
enforcers were di '}

the use of fireworks in town,

Haynes said, “"but they (the
county and state officers) are
not legally required to en arce
our ordinances.’’

Telephone Company Asks Increase

Inflation and the contin-
uing need to poor billions of
dollars into Texas telephone
growth are prime factors in
Southwestern Bell's request for
$326.3 million in new rates filed
today with the Texas Public
Utility Commission.

“Our need for new rates is
basic,”’ said Doyle E. Rogers,
the ecompany's vice president
for Texas. ‘‘As a utility com-
pany, we have no choice but to
stay up with Texas' rapid
growth. Billions of dollars are
essential to meet that growth.
We cut expenses. We gain
revenue through increased
sales. But soaring double digit
inflation eats up all the gains
we make. We're at the point
where a request for additional
rates is our only alternative.

“The $326.3 million is our
full financial need,”” Rogers
said. ''Our case presented to
the Commission supports that
need."”

If the request is approved,
Southwestern Bell would net an
overall increase of 11.65 per-

cent in intrastate revenues.
“‘Percentage increases for in-
dividual services will vary,"
Rogers said. ““The 11.65 per-
cent increase applies only to the
overall revenue increase for the
state, and not to specific ser-
vices.

Rogers said Southwestern
Bell has spent about $3 billion
in construction in Texas during
the past three years, and will
add more than another billion
this year.

““We have an investment in

excess of 36 billion in Texas,”
he said. ‘It is imperative that
we earn at a reasonable level on
that investment in order to
secure the additional huge
sums necessary to continue
growing with Texas."

In 1979, the PUC authorized
Bell to earn 10.17 percent on its
Texas operations. “We need to
earn in the range of 12.5

rcent in Texas to provide the
incentive for investors to pour
in the dollars necessary to

provide continuing good phone
service for the state,”’ Rogers
said.

Rogers pointed out that tele-
phone rates have gone up much
slower pace than other goods
and services. “‘In the last
decade, the Consumer Price
Index has increased almost
three times as rapidly as tele-
phone rates,”’ he said.

Rogers said that the Bell
System continues to be com-
mitted to compliance with
President Carter’s anti-inflation
program. ‘‘The present guide-
lines expire on September 30,
1980, and guidelines for the
following year will not be issued
for some time. Therefore, no
guideline amount is cited in the
1980 filing. However, we have
assured the Commission that
we intend to comply with the
principles of any new guide-
lines which may be issued
before a decision is reached on
our rate request.”’ Rogers said.
