thing else, Take arthritis,
for instance, the most over=
looked, under=researched,
number one crippling disease
in the nation, There are i
bearly 100 forms of arthritis,
ranging from the mild type
which does little more than
"bother” its victim to the

Chonric arthritis comes on
slowly, gets worse slowly,

High Blood
Pressure Affects
The Young, Too

High blood pressure, com=
monly thought of as an adult
disease, «can strike teenagers
and grade school youth also,
according to the Gray Coun=
ty Heart Division of the
American Heart Association,

Since it can exist silently
for years, increasing an
adult's risk of heart attack,
stroke and kidney damage,
it seems prudent for parents
to hiave their children ex-
amined for high blood pres=-
surc--c;'pcciall)' if one or
both parents suffer from it,

hile the real cause of
hypertension in children
has not yet been discovered,
some research has suggested
that overweight and a family
history of it plays an impor-
tant role,

In one study, high blood
pressure has been detected
in children as young as four
years of age,

In a national health survey
the 18 to 24 age group show=
ed that 1, 7% of the males
had high blood pressure,
Among females in that age
group, it was 1,2%, But as
age levels, females grad-
ually catch up and then pass
males in the prevalence of
high blood pressure,

If untreated, high blood
pressure can lead to heart
attack, stroke and kidney
damage, The younger the
victim, the greater the re=
duction in life expectancy,

A disease that has no set
symptoms, high blood pres

sure can attack silently for
years with the first outward
sign being the involvement
of a major organ, By this
time the opportunity for pre-
vention of major complica=
tions may have been missed,

This is unfortunate because
even though high blood
pressure is a serious hidden
disease affecting one in
every six adults, it can be
detected easily, painlessly
and inexpensively and, in
most cases, it can be brought
under control by treatment,

TheeGray County Heart
Division is stressing the
need for people at all ages
to have their blood pressure
levels checked, Treating
even mild elevations can
reduce the incidence of ma-
jor complications, but only
a doctor can treat it,

was recently presented to
health classes of both Pam~
pa Junior and Senior High
Schools by the public edu=
cation committee of the
Gray County Heart Div= of
the American Heart Asso=
ciation, A film, "What
