BANGS DISFASE
I haven't kept up 

closely with the fight 
going on between the U. 
S.D.A. and the Texas Ani­
mal Health Commission 
with reference tothe Bru­
cellosis Control P ro ­
gram. But I have kept 
up closely with the pro­
gress of the Nat'l Bru­
cellosis Control Program 
since it got started back 
in 1947.

Back in 1947 when the 
U.S.D.A. started Its main 
effort to eradicate Bru­
cellosis in cattle there 
were over 6200 recorded 
cases of undalent fever 
in man. A6 thenumber of 
counties in the U.S. have 
become modified Bru­
cellosis free  and Brucel­
losis free  the incidence of 
Undalent Fever in man 
dropped to approximately 
250 cases by 1972.

Texas has trailed all 
states In its efforts to 
eradicate this problem.

A modified Brucellosis 
free county tolerates a 
certain degree of in­
fection so long that It does 
not exceed a certain per­
centage. A Brucellosis 
free county is free  or 
practical totally free of 
the disease.

Weare happy that Gray 
County is now Brucellosis 
Free. It is one of 15 In 
the state that enjoys 
this designation.

Of the 250 cases c# 
Undalent Fever in man in 
1972 most of the source 
of infection came from 
swlne-not cattle. So I be­
lieve we could safely say 
the main reason we have 
made such a dramatic 
drop in Undalent fever 
cases in a direct result

Youi first thought 
would be we will bar the 
shipment of all cattle 
from Texas until they 
get on the same level 
as we. The second thought 
you might have would run 
like this. "T h is  cattle 
business Is a tough thing 
anyhow. Texas is one (if 
the largest exporting 
states Into other states. 
Lets embargo them since 
we have a good excuse 
and buyers from thecorn 
belt and other Importing 
states will come to us 
making our female off 
springs worth ten cents 
a pound more than the 
same cattle In Texas.

Now I have made some 
pretty strong remarks 
and let me say the foot 
dragging in Texas might 
be a boon to the operators 
If the feeder and stocker 
operators can buy these 
heifers at a big discount 
they will be in a most 
competitive position.

So it boils down to this 
the people In Texas that 
are fighting this program 
will probably be the big­
gest loser. It will be a 
bad pill for all regist­
ered breeders. But most 
registered breeders have 
always been for the pro­
gram.

The U.S.D.A is the one 
taking most of the mud 
balls from the opposition 
in Texas. But the indivi­
dual states is the ones that 
are going to put it on the 
sore backs of a lot of 
Texas Breeders that are 
already reclining from 
the Impact of one the 
worst price drops this 
country has ever seen. 
Light weight heifers car 
now be purchased fot 
little more than 20 cents 
a pound. We don’t need 
any turther discount in 
Texas on these calves that 
are bringing about one- 
third what It cost to pro­
duce them.
