At the height of the

winter wheezing season,

people Dbegin to look
around at their ailing
neighbors and wonder

what they can do to avoid
catching influenza,

Physicians usually re-
commend flu vaccinations
mainly for the elderly and
persons with serious
chronic illnessessuchas
heart disease, lung dis-
ease or diabetes, The best
advice is to stay away
from infected people. A
number of people seem to
get flu-like respiratory
infections evern after be-
ing immunized. Often
vaccines taken in the mid-
dle of a flu epidemic are
not effective, especially
if a person has already
been exposed tothe virus.

Once the flu strikes,
the lexas Medical As-
sociation says, patients
often are encouraged to
rest, drink adequate
amounts of fluids and eat
a light diet. Aspirin and
cough syrup may ease
discomfort. [f fever is
high or persists, a phy-
sician should be consulted
since other diseases may
have symptoms similar
to flu.

Flu symptoms include
headache, cough, sore
throat, nasal dischage,
fever, muscle pains anda
general feeling of sick-
ness. The most uncom-
fortable symptoms us-
ually subside after a few

days but the patient is
likely tofeel verytired
and below par for a week
or more,

Flu seems to strike
most inwinter months and
often spreads rapidly
through classes, home
and offices, Health otti~
cials urge fly victims to
stay home until they are
recovered, for their own
well-being and to cut on
the disease’s spread.
