The parade had already passed and the woman standing 
beside me on the curb was still waving s small flag with one 
hand and trying to hide her sobs with the other The former 
hostages and their families had gone by en route to a White 
House welcome. 1 did not know the woman, who was 
well dressed and in her forties Was she all nght, I ashed She 
said she was Just overcome by the scene, glad the families were 
bach together again, you know I nodded Did the know any of 
the families. 1 asked. No. she didn't But she remembered when 
her husband had returned from the Pacific in 1946 He had 
problems adjusting and died in a V.A hospital One of those 
who couldn't adjust, you know I said I knew, though I didn t.

Any children? She said no-well. yes. She eiplained she had 
one child. Joe. He enlisted in 'hS. That's the way Joe was. 
Couldn't wait, you know I nodded, since I had a cousin who 
did the same thing in 'hS. I told her about Steve She wasn't 
crying now. and put down the flag She went on Her Joe came 
back from Viet Nam in December of '6b. she said And every 
Sunday since then she goes and puts a flower on his grave 
Except when the weather doesn't permit, you know.

And wasn't it good what Reagan said, she added, that "if you 
love your country, you love your country m e n "  And that's what 
all this parade is about, isn't i t ' She indicated the crowd, which 
was largelv gone by now And wasn t it nice what they did up at 
West Point, having those eight flags at half mast for the eight 
wrto died in Iran, she mused We mustn t torget. you know. No. 
I agreed She asked my first name and said goodbye and walked 
away, up the street Just like that.

I strolled slowly back to work in a nearby office building 1 felt 
totally possessed by the memory of my cousin and the many 
thousands like him who died, or who are languishing nghl now 
in V A hospitals all over America Psychological and physical 
wrecks from a war that somehow didn't make them heroes, that 
didn't turn out the bands and welcoming parades for their return 
home I thought about them and how appropriate for all the 
families bereaved by the Viet Nam war is the comment of young 
Diane Johnson, whose husband. Dewey, was one of the eight 
who died in the raid at Tabbas. Iran. Last April "They did their 
job.*' she said, "even though it didn't work out .”

When the hostages were finally on the plane to Germany. 
Mrs Johnson went to her husband's grave in Dublin Georgia.

"We took awav the Christmas tree we had put there." she 
explained "And I jusl stood there, quiet like, in the cold And I 
said to myself, Well, Dewey, you can finally rest in peace 
They're coming home on Sunday And you did your job.' "

And all over America the people cheer, the band plays, and 
the church bell toils- it tolls in my head when I least expect it. It 
tolls for mv children and a million others' whose war hasn't been 
scheduled vet For a million innocents

And it tolls for Joe and Steve, and for Dewey Johnson

What we will do is send a 
van converted to a mobile 
office with our representa­
tive to every town in the 
31st Senatorial District.
Manning the mobile office 
will be Henry Honea.

Henry has lived in our 
district all his life and is 
concerned about the prob­
lems we face.

The mobile office will visit 
every major town in the en­
tire 26-county district at 
least once a month and will 
visit every town in the dis­
trict it  least once every two 
months.

The main purpose of the 
mobile office is to bring 
state government to  you 
The mobile office will have 
literature from various state 
agencies, and it will give 
you the opportunity to ex­
press your opinions and 
ideas, and to register com­
plaints regarding issues af­
fecting state government.

As the third most-populous state in the nation. Texas 
faces many problems and challenges I have stated often 
during the last two years that providing an adequate 
water supply for our citirens. our agriculture and our 
industry, ultimately, may he the most critical issue of all.

If we do not accurately assess our needs in this regard 
and prepare accordingly, we could he in a crisis situation 

That is why I recommended in mv January 22 State of 
the State address to the Legislature establishment of a 
State Water Trust Fund to hold in reserve anticipated 
surplus revenues toward meeting our future water nerds 

Water is not an agricultural problem alone Neither, 
contrary to a widely-held view, is it a sectional or region­
al problem

Municipal water supplies and sewage treatment capa­
bilities must he assured in the small towns and large 
cities Our farms and ranches and industry will continue 
lo demand more water as our population increases from 
14 1 milium lo 22 million hy the year 2000 

Already. Texas is classified as a water-short state. That 
is. we are using our water taster than it is heing replaced 
by nature According to the Texas Department of Water 
Resources, wc are using statewide 7.1 million acre feel 
of groundwater per sear more than is being replaced 

The withdrawal is causing water level declines, de­
creasing well yields, land subsidence, movement of geo­
logic faults and saline water encroachment.

This 7.1 million acre feel deficit amounts to 41 per 
cent of water use in our slate annually. And it is twice 
Ihe amount we can take safely from our 10 largest lakes 

In a recent publication. Ihe Department of Water Re­
sources pointed to this long-term water supply outlook 

— Maior areas of the Stale will he limited in growth 
potential lo provide |ohs for increasing populations un­
less additional water supplies are developed

— Areas where some long-range (20 to SO years) water 
shortages are anticipated include Dallas-Fort Worth. 
Wichita Falls. Ahilcnc. San Angelo. Mulland-Odessa. 
High Plains Trans-Pecos. El Paso, low er Rio Grande 
Valley, Middle Rio Grande Corpus Christi and Ihe San 
Antonio area Implementation of projects can prevent 
projected shortages m mans of these areas

— The Middle Gulf Coast. Houston. Beaumont. East 
Texas. Northeast Texas and a pari of the Dallas-Fon 
Worth Central Texas regions can he supplied through 
intrastate local area development over the next 5(1 years 
if surface-water supplies are developed on a limelv sched­
ule as now planned

All of this led me lo the conclusion that establishment 
of a Water Trust Fund lo underwrite water development 
projects including additional reservoirs and distribution 
facilities should he a high priority goal

As I slated in my January 22 speech, this is literally an 
investment in our future It will ensure that the stale sur­
plus—unlike some m  the past—will he spent in an ac­
countable manner on a highly identifiable and critical 
need

It it a form of tax relief, because hv putting this money 
in trust, wc are preventing a future onerous tax burden 
that the Stale could he forced to lew as our population 
and w«er needs increase and our od and gas revenues 
decline

Back during (hr spring of 1977, 12 terrorists virtually held 
our nation’s capital hostage for three long days. A news re­
porter was killed, a member of the Washington City Council 
was shot and wounded and more than 120 people were held at 
gunpoint during the siege

One of those convicted terrorists is Abdul Hamid, who walks 
the streets a free man today He served only three years of a 36- 
to-108 year prison term after being convicted of eight counts of 
armed kidnapping, conspiracy to commit armed kidnapping and 
assault with a dangerous weapon

A Washington, D C. Superior Court judge recently released 
him from jail The judge, in effect, reduced the man's sentence 
to the time he had served

This is an outrage that mocks federal sentencing procedures 
I have long maintained that judges have too much discretion in 
the sentencing of convicted criminals and this decision clearly 
shows the burning need for reform.

We simply cannot allow this situation to continue We've got 
to see that the guilty are punished and that the punishment is 
just.

For several yean I have pushed legislation in the Senate that 
would substantially alter federal prison sentencing procedures 
My measure would abolish the system of "indeterminate" 
sentencing, which gives judges few guidelines to follow. Ii would 
be replaced with a new program called "presumptive” sen­
tencing. which would set up a policy of fixed, specific prison 
terms for specific crimes

Under the present "indeterminate" system the law often reads: 
"imprisonment for any term of years or for life." The judge 
has virtually unlimited leeway in setting any sentence under 
statutes such as this And. once the sentence is imposed, the 
convicted individual is generally eligible for parole after serving 
a third of that sentence

As a result, our system of criminal justice it not working as it 
should Mass murderers like Charles Manson and Richard Speck 
become eligible for parole Other dangerous offenders go un 
punished and glaring disparities in the sentences of those who 
are punished lead lo numerous and great injustices

My presumptive seuteuctug bill was included in a proposed 
revision to the U S. Criminal Code that was approved by ihe 
Senate in I97g. During the 97th Congress. I'll renew my efforts 
to gam final approval for these changes in federal sentencing 
procedures I'll strive for a system of justice that hammers out 
the certainly o f punishment, where it's spelled out in advance 
just how much it will com the criminal for committing a crime

The dangerous criminal should no longer be able to feel that 
even if he is convicted the odds a rt in his favor, that he may do 
violence at wiB to the b*es and safely of innocent citizens Cer­
tainty of punishment -H ie fact that the criminal believes punish 
meat »ill be imposed- n a strong deterrent lo crime

Our goal must he to attain a system of juMice in the words o> 
John Of ecu leaf Whittier "the hope of all who suffer, ihe dread 
of all »ho wrong "

During the past few decades, we Americans have 
witnessed the steady, painful growth of our federal 
government. It has curtailed our freedoms, wreaked havoc 
on our economy and changed many aspects of the way we 
conduct our lives both at work and at home.

President Reagan has gotten off lo a fast start, and I 
applaud his moves to show that he is serious in his efforts 
lo put government in its place.

Within minutes of taking ihe oalh of office, he has 
imposed a lough federal hiring freeze.

He has ordered cuts in government spending on travel 
and ended ihe consiani round of office redecorating that 
always seems to be underway in Washington.

And he has vowed to attack federal red tape by 
naming Vice President George Bush to head a task force to 
study ways we can thin out federal regulations on 
businesses and individuals.

This new hiring freeze shows promise of being more 
effeciive than those imposed in the past, which often fell 
victim to the momentum that has built up within the 
federal bureaucracy. The new Administration's hiring 
freeze could reduce the number of federal workers by 6 
percent a year.

And the President's efforts to trim government 
spending on travel and the use of outside consultants could 
create an additional savings to the taxpayers of up to $300 
million in this year alone.

Along with the growth of the federal bureaucracy has’ 
come a corresponding growth in federal regulations and 
the Presideni made ihe dramatic decision to halt action on 
all pc nding federal regulations for 60 days.

There is a clear and urgent need for such a move, 
especially in light of bushels of last-minute regulations 
promulgated in the last days before the arrival of a new 
Administration

This freeze on implementing new regulations will 
allow the Administration to take a careful look at what 
needs to be trimmed

I also believe we can expect a rejection of past 
attempts at regulatory reform through the addition of even 
more paperwork that accompanies the establishment of 
agencies created to review other agencies.

And I expect a new approach lo be taken in analyzing 
new regulations I hope that the current system will be 
replaced by one that will limn new regulations on those 
were benefits exceed ihe costs At ihe very teas) agencies 
should be able to prove a reasonable relationship between 
the costs they impose and the benefits they anticipate.

Gone Fishin
by Jeanette Fish

We have nothing to fear but 
fear itself. That seems to be 
enough for most people. Some 
of us wonder why anyone 
would continue to live close to 
Mount St. Helens. Others 
have trouble believing that 
people on the Gulf Coast could 
sit in their homes and ride out 
a hurricane. Most Californians 
“ would rather take my chan­
ces with an earthquake than to 
be blown away by a tornado." 
I have a friend who loves to 
camp out. doesn't mind shoo­
ing a bear away from the 
campfire, but will run a mile if 
she sees a mouse.

On February 9, 1971 we 
woke up at 6:01 a m. The bed 
which had no rollers on it was 
rolling back and forth. The 
quake lasted about a minute, 
but it seem ed like five. 
Through the sliding glass door 
of the bedroom we could see 
half the water sloshing out of 
the swimming pool all over the 
concrete, and into the back 
yard.

The shaking stopped. We 
ran to the living room, met the 
rest of the family. “ Are you 
Okay?" "Yes, we're Okay."

Hanging lamps at each end 
of the couch were still swing­
ing. bumping each other. We 
looked outside. It was that 
dusky dawn, just before 
sunrise, time of day, but such 
a stillness -like nothing would 
ever move again. Not a leaf, 
not a blade of grass- still, 
quiet.

People called on the phone 
"Are vou okay? Where were
you? Wow!"

The center of the quake was 
twenty miles away. High on a 
hill close to that center was the 
Van Norman dam with millions 
of gallons of water in it. and a 
big crack in the bottom, 
caused by the quake It might 
break. It might not. Fear's 
finest hour. Run? Don't run. 
Leave everything? Don't 
panic. Panic!

The dam didn't break. Life 
got back to normal. We went 
to work, to school, to church. 
Almost normal. For months 
everybody, everywhere talked 
about it. “ Where were you 
when it happened?" Talked 
about the 64 people who died. 
About the two men in a pickup 
truck on their way to work. 
They drove under a freeway 
overpass just as the quake hit. 
It collapsed, fell on the truck, 
killing both of them. One 
second earlier, one second 
later and they wouldn't have 
been under that overpass.

Aftershocks continued for 
months, and you never knew. 
Is it an aftershock, or another 
quake? And they'd talk about 
the big one. yet to come. "No 
use to worry," they'd say, 
"with an earthquake there's 
no place to run. no place to 
hide."

Tax Returns Must Be Signed And Dated
Federal income tai returns 

must be signed and dated, the 
Internal Revenue Service said. 
In the case of married taxpay­
ers who file jointly, both 
spouses' signatures must ap­
pear on the form.

When married taxpayers file 
joint returns, lack of income or 
absence from the home of one 
spouse is not a valid excuse for 
a missing signature on the 
return. Both spouses must 
sign regardless of their indivi­
dual incomes. If one spouse is 
away from home, the return 
should be sent to him or her 
prior to filing, according to the 
IRS

Spouses who cannot sign 
due to disease or injury may 
have their husbands or wives 
sign for them. Aftem signing 
the infirm spouse's name in 
the proper space, the words 
"By (name of the spouse who

signed). Husband (or Wife)" 
should be added.

The spouse who signed 
should also attach a dated 
statement to the return that 
includes the following infor­
mation: the name ot me re­
turn. the tax year, the reason 
the other spouse cannot sign, 
and that the ill or injured 
spouse has agreed to having 
their name signed.

If a spouse cannot sign the 
joint return for any other 
reason, the husband or wife 
can sign only if given a valid 
power of attornev.

Window Shades Save Energy
Window shades save energy 

in the 80’s. While windows 
provide light, a sense of space 
and a view of the world, they 
also waste energy. One-fourth 

of the energy used for heating 
and cooling in the United 
States -the astounding equiv­
alent of 1.7 million barrels of 
oil per day—is squandered 
through windows. Between 40 
cents and SI .40 is added to the 
fuel and utility bills each year 
for each square foot of single- 
pane glass in the house. For a 
home with fifteen three-by- 
five windows, this can add up 
to as much as S3IS each year 
that is spent on energy.

Window shades are one 
method of lessening this ener­
gy waste. They form a barrier 
against heat flow Standard, 
inexpensive opaque window 
shades can fit snugly within 
the window frame and barri­
cade the flow of heat. In the 
winter, warm air bounces off a 
louvered shade back into the 
room During the summer, the 
hot air and sunlight are de­
flected by a drawn shade and 
kept out of the room.

Shades can help cut winter 
heat- just pull the shades 
down to the sill dunng the 
night and the cold hours of the 
early morning and evening.

Runaways can get messages to 
their families to let them know 
they are all right without 
revealing their location.

A lot of gardeners think 
about pruning trees during the 
w inter, dorm ant season, 
which is generally a good lime 
to prune most trees However, 
there are a few exceptions 
such as trees grown for flowers 
and ornamental fruit Prune 
these after the flowers bloom 

However, pruning does not 
mean to top trees and cut off 
all of their branches Pruning 
is an effort to thin out unneed 
ed limbs or branches Also, 
pruning should remove limbs 
or twigs that have been dam­
aged by hail or other means 
during the past year 

When people have their 
trees topped, they have, in my 
opinion just about ruined the 
beauts of that tree for the rest 
of its shortened life A topped 
tree will never be as strong to 
resist ice and wind storms. 
Insects and diseases have 
ready-made opportunities to 
infest trees as well

In pruning trees, make sure 
the cuts are close to the limb or 
trunk Stubs cannot heal 
properly and only serve as 
infection sites for future dis­
rates and insects Large cuts 
should be treated with a 
wound paint to reduce second­
ary decay.

Drouth conditions and a lack 
of green forages often lead to 
vitamin A deficiency in cattle.

Thus, proudeers may want to 
supply a supplemental source 
of vitamin A for cows grating 
dry. bleached pastures with 
little or no green hay this 
winter.

Vitamin A promotes growth, 
stimulates appetite, aids in 
reproduction and lactations, 
keeps the mucuous membran­
es of respiratory and other 
tracts in healthy condition, and 
makes for normal vision.

Deficiencies of vitamin ' A
Deficiencies of vitamin "A " 

during pregnancy may cause 
cows to abort or give birth to 
dead or weak calves Extreme 
deficiencies may also impair 
the ability of cows to conceive. 
Bulls receiving insufficient 
vitamin "A " show a decline in 
sexual activity and semen 
quality.

Carotene, which supplies 
vitamin "A " is contained in all 
green parts of growing plants. 
Good pastures always provide 
liberal and rich supplies of 
carotene and thus, have a high 
vitamin A value. However, 
vitamin value decreases after

Austin- A bill co-sponsored 
by Sen Bill Sarpalius which 
would mean additional money 
for the counties of the Texas 
Panhandle passed the Senate 
last week Senate Bill 151 will 
allow the distribution of idle 
road building funds to count­
ies.

The money, which will a- 
mount to S’ 3 million for all 
254 counties each year, has 
been left in the lateral road 
fund since the Board of County 
and District Koad Indebted­
ness was abolished in 1474. 
The board was created in 1432 
to help counties raise money to 
build roads The board was 
also empowered to distribute 
the money in the lateral road 
fund to the counties based on a 
statutory formula

Sarpalius explained the 
reason for the new legislation 
"There are two main reasons 
for this bill One is that the 
money now is sitting idle 
because there is no authori­
zation for the distribution of it 
The other is that while the 
state highway fund has a per­
manent escalator clause built 
mu- it. countv road funds have 
no such protection at the state 
level."

Distribution of the fund, 
according to Sarpalius. will be 
based on a combination of 
three factors one fifth on the 
basis of counts area, two-fifths 
on the basis of rural popula 
turn, and two-fifths on the 
counts road mileage

the plant's bloom stage and 
much of the carotene is 
destroyed in hay by oxidation

The vitamin A requirement 
of breeding, growing and fin­
ishing beef cattle can be met 
by carotene in feedstuffs such 
as green pastures, grass, or 
legume silages, hay not over a 
year old. or by supplementary 
vitamin A either by intra­
muscular injection or orally

Growing and finishing 
steers and heifers require 1000 
International units of vitamin 
A per pound of dry diet; 
pregnant heifers and cows. 
I270; and lactating cows and 
breeding bulls. 17^).

The intramuscular injection 
of emulsified vitamin A at the 
rate of one million units ap­
parently provides sufficient 
vitamin A to prevent deficien 
cy signs for two to four months 
in growing or breeding beef 
cattle.

SB 151 ap­
propriates all the money which 
has accumulated in the lateral 
road fund since the last dis­
tribution and the $7.3 million 
to be allocated to the fund for 
fiscal year 1482 Thus the total 
amount to be distributed, ac­
cording to the formula, for the 
fiscal year 1482 will be in 
excess of $20 million for all 254 
counties.

"Many people don't realise 
that 51 percent of the roads in 
this state are supported by 
county governments These 
county roads are very impor­
tant to everyone in the state, 
but arc particularly important 
to the people in the Panhandle 
and the South Plains We have 
a large rural population, with a 
lot of agricultural and oil and 
gas activity. Both of these 
require good roads. Since the 
counties have not been receiv­
ing this money and the need is 
continuing. I'm glad that the 
Senate has been able to take 
action early in the session."

by Perot's Committee. Senator 
Bill Meier of Euless, one of the 
primary sponsors of the pack­
age of new laws, said “This 
strong legislation is aimed 
against those who make big 
money from commercial traffic 
in illegal drugs.'

“ go far toward accomplishing 
the Committee’s goal of dim 
inating the dangerous tilt«* 
drugs which are poisoning 
Texas teenagers and young 
people.”

The new legislation devel 
oped by the Texans' War on 
Drugs Committee is sumnur 
ized as follows:

1. A comprehensive bill dir 
ected against major drug traf 
Ackers which will stiffen pen­
alties for dealing in large 
commercial quantities of illeg 
al drugs; amend consptran 
and solicitation laws (which 
are currently inapplicable to 
illegal drug offenses) to permit 
conviction of drug traffickers 
under those laws; provide for 
seizure by authorities of the 
vehicles and other assets used 
to fscilitate illegal drug uf 
fences, as well as the prm 
ceeds from illegal drug traffic 
and permit destruction of il­
legal drugs seized by the pol 
ice.
2. A bill which will mandate .

five-year minimum jail term 
for any drug dealer 21 or older 
convicted of delivering illegal 
drugs to minors 17 or younger.

3. A "Head Shop" statue 
outlawing the manufacture, 
distrubution. sale, and poss­
ession of drug paraphernalia. 
Des eloped after extensive le­
gal research, this bill avoids 
constitutional problems which 
have led to invalidation of 
"head shop" laws in some 

other states.
4. A law establishing the 

"Triplicate Prescription" pro­
gram in Texas. In effect in four 
other states, this program 
substantially eliminates pre-

script ion forgeries, and sign! 
ficantly reduces diversion of 
legal but commonly abused 
prescription drugs to the illeg 
al street market.

S. A statute requiring auto­
matic. permanent revocation 
of the professional license of 
any doctor, pharmacist, den­
tist. veterinarian or attorney 
convicted of a drug-related 
felony.

Numerous books and pub­
lications have been written 
about trees used to beautify, 
but this new volume, with 
contributions by eight experts, 
covers the entire use of trees 
from landscaping purposes to 
fruit trees for food, maple 
trees for sugar, and Christmas 
trees to raise for supplemental 
income.

An interesting portion of the 
book deals with trees suitable 
for woodlots. where millions of 
Americans are turning for 
cheap fuel to burn in the wood 
stoves which h .ve experienced

such a boom in recent years of 
the energy crisis.

Interesting chapters on such 
subjects as "Trees and Home­
stead Economics," which sug­
gests ways to use trees to ease 
one's dependence on store 
bought goods, to the final 
chapter, which lists 120 trees 
and denotes their uses, his­
tory, appearance, and range.

Hightower Levels Criticism At Reagan

Four On O ne

Congressman Jack High­
tower today sharply criticized 
the Regan Administration's 
tentative decision to maintain 
the U.S. embargo of grain 
sales to the Soviet Union. In a 
speech on the House floor this 
afternoon, the Congressman 
spoke of a presidential cam­
paign commitment and the 
future of agriculture policy.

"I was very disappointed to 
learn that apparently a cam­
paign commitment President 
Regan made to American 
farmers to lift the ineffective 
grain embargo against the 
Soviet Union is, in effect, 
being overridden or at least 
postponed by the State De­
partment. For the last four 
years, a major voice in the 
creation of agricultural policy

for this country has been the 
State Department, not the 
Agriculture Department I had 
hoped that with the change of 
administrations, we would re­
vert to the tradition of having 
agriculture policy developed 
by the Agriculture Depart­
ment. During his campaign. 
President Reagan indicated 
this would be the case.

“ I still believe that if our 
government is to engage in 
economic warfare, it should be 
total rather than a situation 
w here we just take potshots at 
those we disagree with to the 
detriment of the agricultural 
producer. In such total econ­
omic warfare, the voice of the 
State Department should be 
heard first, but only then." 
Hightower said.
