Texas Receives Weatherization Grant
DALLAS. TEX A S- The State 

of Texas has been awarded a 
grant of $2.345.936.00 to con­
tinue implementation of the 
U.S Department of Energy's 
(D O E) Weatherization Assist­
ance Program for Low-Income 
Persons in Texas, it was an­
nounced today by G. Dan 
Rambo.

tive f jr  DOE.
The grant will allow Teias to 

continue weatherizing homes of 
low income residents under the 
FY 1981 plan developed b* the 
Texas Department of Commun­
ity Affairs. This will be the fifth 
year that weatherization >'*ia- 
tance hat been provided to 
low-income Texans under the

DOE Weatherization Program 
which has resulted in the 
westhertzation of more than 
11.800 homes.

The Texas program is part of 
a nationwide effort to reduce 
energy consumption and im­
prove the dwelling unit envir­
onment of the low-income per 
tons in the nation.

Lefors School Has N ew  Free Lunch Guidelines
Recently enacted federal leg­

islation hat revised the income 
eligibility standards and proce­
dures for free and reduced- 
priced lunches for school 
children, according to Mrs.

Virginia Archer, business man­
ager of the Lefors Schools The 
changes will affect the eligibil­
ity of some children fur free and 
reduced price meals and free 
milk, ahe said.

The new income poverty 
guidelines also remove the 
hardship provisions previously 
allowed, and place a standard 
deduction into the new scales.

officials who supervise thou­
sands of employees should be 
paid as much as associate 
justices of the Texas Supreme 
Court who have three or four 
employees each.

The eight Supreme Court 
associate justices are now paid 
$8.600 a year more than other 
state officials such as Bullock. 
Land Commissioner Bob Arm 
stomg. Agriculture Commiss­
ioner Reagan V. Brown, Attor­
ney General Mark White. Trea­
surer Warten Harding and the 
three Railroad Commissioners.

"The total cost for bringing 
elected statewide officials up to 
par with the Supreme Court 
would be a little more than the 
price of one judge for a year.” 
Bullock said.

"The  associate justices have 
far less responsibilities in the 
long run than those of us who 
administer the work of state 
government on a day-to-day 
basis in supervising thousands 
of employees. "  Bullock said

He pointed out that the 
Comptroller has 2.300 employ 
ees. the Treasurer 84. Agricul­
ture 584, Land Office 305, 
Attorney General 363. and the 
Railroad Commission 756.

"Now  is the time to c o m a  
this salary inequity between the 
associate justices and the rest 
of us." Bulloch said.

Bullock said he had been 
informed that House Speaker 
Billy Clayton "ha t agreed with 
Governor Clements for stkte 
employees to get the 5.1 per­
cent increase the Governor 
prefers." and that. Bullock 
said. "Is just as inequitable and 
inadequate as the gap between 
the judges and the rest of us."

"Possibly the 8700 a month 
the Speaker draw* constitut­
ionally is adequate for his 
management and his office, but 
in the agencies our salaries are 
not enough to attract and keep 
the management and personnel 
needed to do a good job.”  
Bullock said

GrayCommissioners Hear 
Herbicide Proposal

Gray County Commissioners 
in regular session today (M on­
day) heard a proposal from 
representatives of the Texas 
Department of Agriculture 
which would regulate the use of 
herbicides in the county but had 
taken no aaion by press time 
today.

"There is a Teaas law con­
cerning the use of pesticides, 
but currently there is no regul 
ztion concerning (he use of 
herbicides. The fine in the 
herbiade regulation could be 
from $100 to $2.000." Texas 
Department of Agriculture Dis­
trict Supervisor Max B. Jordan 
said.

"The  regulation proposed 
must have approval of the 
county court in each county 
before it is established there

"The  proposals regulate 
spraying in certain months and 
requirr inspection of spraying 
equipment plus a 10 per acre 
fee for anything over 10 acres. '* 
Jordan said.

' 'There is a change coming in 
agriculture in this county, and 
we just want people to work 
together and work tight." Artie 
Sailor, a local farmer, told thr 
court.

Sailor explained to the court, 
“ Cotton could become the third 
crop for this area, but cotton is 
susceptible to the herbiade» 
used for control of other crop* 
An aenal sprayer can contam­
inate acre* of cotton in several 
various stages Herbicides can 
also be beneficial to the cotton 
crop, depending when it Is 
sprayed

"W e  just want people to 
work together and become con­
scious of the problem." Sailor 
said.

In other aaion. commission­
ers agreed to submit a letter to 
county fire official» suggesting 
a meeting to work to decrease 
the duplication in answering 
fire calls in the county

"Th e  local chiefs can work it 
out hater than we can at this 
point.”  Commissioner Ted 
Simmons said.

But there are also some rewards. The board member or city 
councilman can have the satisfaction of helping solve problems, he 
can assure that tas money is spent wisely and efficiently, and 
occasionally he will even be thanked by grateful residents.

In ancient Greece, each citizen was required by law to serve at 
least one term on the governing board of hts community This 
method assured that each person had his turn at trying to govern It 
also probably assured that each citizen eventually learned that it is 
not always easy to run a city or a school as it should be

reaching the store. Do this 
when sorting through the cou 
pons while compiling the mar 
ket list This saves time at the 
check-our counter 
-Compare costs of serving size 
rather than just buying the 
lowest price per pound or can 

The food budget is greatly 
affected by the choice of the 
main dishes for the family since 
about one-third of every food 
dollar goes for meat, poultry, 
and fish. Consider cost per 
serving (rather than just cost 
per pound) of meats 

You can help keep food coats 
down by saving energy, too 
"Double up" with several 
items and bake them at the 
same time to save oven energy 
Matching pan and burner sizes, 
cover pans when cooking if 
possible, avoid preheating the 
osen unnecessarily, and turn 
off light* when they're nor 
needed

Save money by learning what 
foods are tax-esempt and which 
ones are taxable, since five 
cents is added to each dollar 
spent for a taaable item. For 
example, no tax it paid on

Bullock said Reagan's deci­
sion to sjieed up the decontrol 
of crude oil prices instead of 
wailing until October I . to allow 
rusting law to take off controls, 
will immediately hike up the 
price of domestic oil.

Bullock said the crude oil 
production taa will produce 
about S3.1 billion in revenue 
during the state's 1982-83 bud­
get period.

audiences take on overlooked 
instrument seriously. Harvey 
Pittel could be the man."

At the beginning of the 
1900-81 season he appeared on 
N B C -TV 's Today's program, 
followed by his regular touring 
activity with the Trio, with 
whom he appears more than 60 
times in a season throughout 
the United States and Canada.

The legislative process ia 
moving rather slowly because 
of the failure to suspend a 
Constitutional rule that states 
the fiist thirty days of the 
session shall be devoted to 
introduction of bills: the 2nd 
thirty days to hearing these 
bills in Committees.

The Constitution also states 
this rule can b /  suspended by 
an affirmative vote of four-fifths 
of its members. Another eicep- 
tion is any bills the Governor 
disignates as emergency legis­
lation.

For many decades, these 
rules were suspended without 
opposition. But this year there 
were about 4S leaders in oppos­
ition to the speaker that voted 
not to suspend. This means, in 
effect, no hills will be heard in 
Committee for thirty days and 
not voted on before the first 60 

days. When the motion failed. 
Speaker Clayton said that was 
fine with him--less bad bills 
would be passed.

NOW . what is happening?....
The Governor is introducing 

a number of the bills of his own 
under the emergency design­
ation and designating other 
bills for Conservatives as emer­
gency legislation that are being 
heard. At the same time, the 
liberal State Representative 
that killed the suspension of the 
rules cannot get their legisl­
ation before the legislature.

Last week I ask an aide to 
Governor Clements to desig­

nate a bill I had co-signed with „ 
RepresetUuttve Heatly as an
emergency bill. This bill would 
refund hundreds of thousands 
of dollars to the various coun­
ties of the State. Because oi 
legal technicalities, this money 
has been tied up for the last two 
years. Governor Clements 
complied and I feel this will 
result in a substantial refund to 
the 10 counties in Legislative 
District 66.

Next week Ross Perot. 
E .D .S ., Dallas, is meeting with 
a number of sponsors and 
co-sponsors of legislation that 
has been developed by a lay 
committee on crime. All of his 
legislation has to do with the 
control of drugs I am among 
these sponsors. The controver­
sial wire u p  bill is not in the 
five Nils that State Chairman of 
the Drug Committee. Mr. Ross 
Perot, is sponsoring.

In the past lew years, 
slate employees have fallen 
behind in this balance In 
lesponse to this, the Legis­
lature has passed an emer­
gency pay raise fot state 
employees of $.1 percent, 
with a minimum raise of 
50 dollars This measure 
should go into effect for the 
February pay period

Teachers have not been 
forgotten, either, although 
they will not receive a raise 
through this bill There are 
two proposals to give raises 
to teachers. Senate Bill 63. 
introduced by Sen II Tati 
Santiestehan would
increase teachers' salaries 33 
percent over the nest two 
years beginning September 
I .  1981 The Legislative
Budget Board has recom­
mended a I I  percent in­
crease for teachers' salaries, 
again effective September 
I , |9g| We are studying 
both of these proposals to 
decide which one. if either, 
best suits the needs of both 
teachers and taxpayers

The whole issue of com­
pensation for slate em- 
t 'oyeei and teachers is a 
difficult political problem 
We need good employees 
and teachers Slate employ­
ment has become, in many 
cases, a training ground for 
private mdutlry Many em­
ployees are leaving their 
stale jobs after they learn a 
skill, and when Ihey leave, 
they cost the slate money 
Any busmenman can tell 
you that training an 
employee is a very 
expensive proposition Leaf 
year, for example, turnovers

in classified positions alone 
cost the state about S42 
million While we will never 
be able to eliminate that 
expense entirely, this pay 
raise will help us save 
money in the long run 

Teachers, also, are leaving 
The hardest teachers to hire 
and keep are those in 
science and mathematics 
because private industry 
pays them much more than 
the state There can be no 
question today that our 
children need a good educa­
tion in the sciences and 
mathematics more than 
ever before

On the other hand, the

In The Kitchen

One reason why Tex-Mex 
food is so popular around our 
house is that many recipes are 
fast and easy to Tlx. You can 
spend thirty minutes in the 
kitchen and have a good casse­
role and a salad for a perfect 
supper, or if company is coming 
you can spend several hours 
and fix a while variety of 
Mexican dishes. Here are some 
more Tex-Mex dishes I thought 
you might enjoy.

CHILAQU1LES

Vt lb. Monterey Jack cheese or
Cheddar cheese
I pkg. tortilla chips
'/< cup salad oil
'/j cup finely chopped onion
Vt flat can chopped jalapeno
peppers
I Vt cups tomato puree 
I tsp. salt
'/< tsp. ground cumin

Cut cheese into small cubes. 
In skillet, heat oil and add onion 
and chili pepper. Cook until 
onion is soft. Stir in tomato 
puree, salt, and cumin. Simmer 
uncovered for about 10 min­
utes.

Preheat oven to 300 F. Re­
serve about a third of the 
cheese cubes. In shallow, I Vt 
quart baking dish, arrange 
layers of tortillas and cheese 
cubes, ending with tortillas. 
Pour tomato mixture over tor­
tillas and cheese cubes, ending 
with tortillas. Pour tomato mix­
ture over tortillas and top with 
reserved cheese cubes. Bake 25 
minutes. Serve hot. This dish is 
a good accompaniment for any 
Mexican dinner.

V* cup butter or margarine 
Vt cup finely chopped onion 
I can (I  lb.) tomatoes, undrain­
ed
I Vb to 2 cans (4 ox. sixe) 
chopped jalapeno chilies 
Vi tsp. salt
I lb. Monterey Jack cheese, 
cubed
Vi cup heavy cream

In hot butter, saute onion 
until tender. Add tomatoes, 
chilies. and salt, mashing to­
matoes with fork. Simmer, stir­
ring occasionally for 15 min­
utes.

Add cheese cubes, stirring

Vt cup canned condensed 
chicken broth, undiluted 
salt
I Vt to 2 tablespoons chili 
powder
I tsp. dried oregano leaves 
I can (12 ox.) corn with 
peppers, undrained
1 cup pitted ripe olives
2 cups yellow cornmeal
Vi cup grated Cheddar cheese 

Wash chicken. Pat dry. In hot 
oil in dutch oven, saute onion 
and garlic until onion is tender. 
Add chicken, stewed tomatoes, 
tomato sauce, chicken broth, 
and I tsp. salt. Bnng to boiling, 
stirring occasionally; reduce 
heat, and simmer, covered 30 
minutes or until tender.

Remove from heat; let stand, 
uncovered, until chicken is cool 
enough to handle.

Farm Financial Shartcourse
Are* farmer» have the op­

portunity to take an in-depth 
look at their own financial 
situation A six-week Short 
course on Farm Finances will 
be held on Monday evenings at 
7 p m  in the Courthouse Annei 
meeting room. Pampa. starting 
February 9.

Or Ray Sammons. Area Ea- 
tension Economist. Amarillo, 
will lead the discussion during 
the sessions. He has presented 
many outstanding and interest 
ing programs tn the past and 
this short course will be an 
excellent program.

Farmers who attend will 
build a financial plan for thetr 
own farm. This will include a 
balance sheet. Pel statement 
for the year projected, budget 
for every crop, and a cash flow 
budget by month Other items 
that will be discussed are:

Wheat Insects
Heavy infestations of green 

bugs have been reported in 
isolated spots primarily in the 
north central portion of the 
Tesas Panhandle Temper 
atures have been cool enough to 
limit beneficial insect activity 
yet warm enough to allow 
greenbugs to increase. Indivi­
dual fields need to be checked 
to determine if insecticide 
treatment it due. for at indi­
cated. the heavy infestations 
have been very isolated Be 
certain to check the bate of 
wheat plants, for this time of

Or. M.V. Cobb

year greenbugs will tend to be 
on the lower leaves or below the 
soil line. Heavy infestations of 
greenbugs will cause yellow 
spots in the wheat fields be­
cause they suck juices from the 
plant and at the same time 
inject a totin. Fields with 
adequate moisture can with­
stand infestations better than 
drought stressed fields. Fields 
being grazed are less likely to 
have greenbug infestations. 
Check spots throughout your 
fields to see if you are having a 
build up in greenbug numbers. 
If you notice considerable num­
bers of greenbugs. give me a 
call for further assistance in 
determining whether to spray 

Wheat producers need to be 
watchful for the army cutworm. 
We occasionally have damaging 
outbreaks of this pest from 
February through late March 
Although it is a cutworm it 
feeds on the foliage If you are 
lucky enough to have wheat and 
for some unei plained reason it 
seems to be disappearing, you 
might check for army cut­
worms. During the day. you will 
most likely find the army cut­
worm in the toil, under the 
wheat or old straw.
Manure Or Fertilizer

Research conducted at Bush- 
land shows that ten tons of 
manure per acre is generally 
adequate to produce satisfac 
tory yields of irrigated com, 
wheat or gram sorghum Ten 
tons of feed lot waste contains 
about 240 pounds each <rf

nitrogen and phosphorous plus 
substantial quantities of minor 
and micro nutrients. Feedlot 
waste is especially useful in 
correcting iron and zinc defici­
ency problems on caliche soils 
or where residual phosphorous 
has accumulated from frequent 
application of commercial 
phosphorous

Early application prior to 
seedbed preparation helps to 
distribute the material in the 
top soil and reduces the possi­
bility of an adverse effect on 
germination due to high con­
centrations of nitrate salts 
Winter Annual Grasses In 
Wheat

The trend toward limited 
tillage and continous cropping 
to wheat has resulted in the 
invasion of wheat fields by 
grassy weeds such as cheat 
grass, rescue grass and little 
barley. Rotation to summer 
crops and alternative year fal 
low are the most practical ways 
of keeping winter annual grass­
es out of winter wheat

Alcohol Plant A t Tests AAM
With ever present fuel prob­

lems and the scarcity of natural 
resources, alternate sources of 
energy are constantly being 
sought

That's why a small-scale 
alcohol plant has been set up at 
Texas A A M  University to 
research and demonstrate ethyl 
alcohol (ethanol) production.

Built as pan of an alternate 
energy production program at

the University, (he planl is 
located at the Agricultural En­
gineering Research Shop on 
Texas A A M 's  West Campus 
Individuals or small groups are 
welcome to see the plant.
