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Exception Granted
For Home Day Care
Service Provided

A tax provision which
denied a business ex-
pense deduction to per-
sons providing childcare
service in their homes
has been lifted,

This exception to the
law, part of the tax bill
signed into law on Mon-
day, May 23, eliminates
the exclusive

use re-
quirement if the resi-
dence is used to pro-
vide day care services

to children, handicapped
persons, or persons age
65 or older.

Previously, the law
specified that deduction
for business use of the

home for child care ser-
vices would be allowed
only if the part of the
home claimed was used
exclusively and regularly
for business. For exam-
ple, a taxpayer could
not deduct a family room
used for child care by
day and for family enter-
tainment by night.

The exception applies
tor tax years after De-
cember 31, 197S. How-
ever, the IRS cautioned,
after September 1, 1977
the exception applies
only day care ser-
vices which comply with
any applicable state li-
censing, certification, or
approval requirements.

Taxpayers who wish to
claim the deduction for
1977 should file an
amended return using
Form 1040X, availablc
from IRS offices.
