Perhaps others may want to try 
this spring. Looking at seed ca­
talogues makes one want to try 
everything in the book.

If dry weather continues, 
don't fail to water grass, shrubs, 
and small trees and especially 
new plants.

Texas Arbor Day, Jan. 18, 
will be a busy one if the weath­
er is favorable, for many are 
planning to plant new shrubs 
and trees. At least get your 
plans and orders made by then.
