1 am 
very gratified that tte  House 
has passed it unanimously, " 
said Mrs. McBee. She seems 
confident that Senator Snelson, 
who will sponsor tte  hill In tte  
Senate, will he equally success­
ful In getting it passed in the 
Senate also.

, hie of the most attractive 
shrub* on display now Is the 
brilliant yellow forsythia in 
several yards. The red bud 
trees in bloom at the Flying W 
show the advantage of planting 
trees and shrub* in groups for 
a more interesting landscape, 
rattier than in a stra igh t  line.

There are tnanv possibilities 
mi using Bugotuas outdoors, so 
have become a popular favo­
rite flower.

sorts of summer temperatures 
and conditions. It blooms In 
late summer and fall with two- 
foot drooping sptays of light 
pink flowers. It does not do 
well in the sun, and dies back 
at the first front. The foliage 
is handsome and definitely 
looks like a begonia. Tops die 
back and reappeat from a 
small bulb or tuber again late 
the next spring after the soil 
warms. Plant in humusy soil 
in spring: cover an inch deep, 
mark to avoid disturbing it 
prior to its late appearance 
each veat, *pace tuber* 6 
inches apart, thnee established 
this plant will perpetuate itself 
for many year*, and has been 
one of my favorite plants.

Tuberous-rooted begonias 
These are the glamorous beau­
ties with large foliage and txvld 
Jouble flowers in glorious col­
ors and patterns. They Include 
brilliant oraiiges and yellows, 
tones of rose, red, salmon, 
copper and white, fticil forms 
resemble carnations, roses or 
cam ellias, 'om c of these will 
not tolerate out intense heal 
and sun, but the ones that will 
are jscJ  in pots, planters and 
baskets and kept in the -hade, 
in the basket type, pinch out 
tips of main stems as they 
teach 6 inches. This encoura­
ges side stems and helps ,-»ro­

ot» the drooping habit. W ater 
all types when the soil surface 
feels dry. Fertilize with mild 
organic fertilizer every two 
weeks for best results.
