These seventeen counties hnr- 
bor hundrets of thousands of 
acres of land that were set aside 
for it when it was created with 
provision that it la- sold. Recently j 
the University has realized aev-i 
eral millions of dollar* in oil roy- | 
alties from these lands w-hile the 
counties in which the acreage is, 
located are scrapping in every 
nook and corner trying to get e- j 
nough tax revenue to support their 
governments.

Take Crockett County, for in­
stum e. This i.« a big county, true 
enough, but it has approxuuatelv 
o4‘> sections of University land 
th>: is tax-fits- and imdevelo|ied. 
This vast acreage ha* been lying 
virtually dormant for many years 
simply because private enterprise 
could not get the laud to develop 
-t and thence to bring more wealth 
*o t e county. Not only is the lund 
it,elf tax free and thus a burden 
on th.* county, but it can not lie 
developed fully and is lobbing the 
county of additional taxable val­
ues that would come with the de- 
elopment of .i.e land.
